Crooked Brokers
Prey on Holders
Of Liberty Bonds

Loan Investors Lured to

Wildcat Stocks, Swann
Finds

Seeks McAdoo's Aid

Prosecutor Opposes Publish-
ing List of Buyers in

Each District

District Attorney Swann, in reply to
J. Price Jones, of the Liberty Loan
Committee, as to the extent to which
crooked brokers have swindled holders
of Liberty Loan bonds, said yesterday
that marly of the 500 complaints which
he has received in the last week assert-
cd that holders of Liberty bonds h*>ve
actually given up their bonds to pur-
chase wildcat stocks.

Mr. Swann asked Mr. Jones to use

his influence with Secretary McAdoo
to do away with the proposed list of
buyers of bonds in each district, be-
cause, Mr. Swann said, this list would
fall into the hands of dishonest brokers.

Worthless Stock Floated
Mr. Swann's letter said:
"Complaints from investors indicate

that the flotation of worthless stock is
attracting capital which would ordi-
narily be invested in legitimate enter-
prises and especially in Liberty bonds.
Taking full advantage of the psycho-;
logical moment for interesting the
American public in war munitions cor-
porations, anti-aircraft inventions and
bogus mining and oil propositions, fly-
by-night promoters and crooked brok¬
ers are not only inducing the pub^c to
surrender their Liberty Loan bonds for
worthless stock all over the country,but are advising the innocent investors
that they are performing a patriotic
duty by purchasing these stocks instead
of investing in Liberty Loan bonds.

"I have a photograph of a letter to
an investor advising that the Liberty
Loan was a good investment for the
wealthy, but not for the wage earner
or middle class citizen, and urging the
purchase of worthless stock. The ex¬
tent of their operations cannot be esti-
mated, except to state that many of
the 500 complaints received during the
last week refer to the fact that Liberty
bond holders did actually give up their
bonds and purchase stock in wildcat
schemes.

Opposes Public List of Buyers
"At a lunch on April 2 at the

Bank of the United States, 79 Delancey
Street, Xew York City, to open the Lib-
erty Loan campaign on the East Side,
attended by Benjamin Strong, governor
of the Federal Reserve Bank; Jacob II.!
Schiff, Lewis Pearson, chairman of the
Irving National Bank; A. B. Leach and
Arthur M. Anderson, of J. P. Morgan &
Co., Mr. Anderson informed Assistant
District Attorney Brogan that the Lib-
<."'.¦ Loan Committee practically de¬
cided upon the plan suggested by Mi.

Burton, Cedarhurst, Long Island, for
the publication of lists of subscribers
in all towns and villages, and that
blanks for this purpose have already
been printed. Mr. Anderson agreed
with Mr. Brogan that these crooked
stock brokers and promoters of fake
corporations would have access to these
lists, and would obtain an endless list
to use in disposing of worthless stock.
Under the circumstances, do you not
think it advisable to reopen this ques¬
tion with Mr. Strong and Secretary
William G. McAdoo, in order to protect
patriotic investors? I also suggest that
a pamphlet be prepared to mail to
every subscriber to the Liberty Loan,
warning them against giving up their
bonds and notifying some national,
state or county official of any attempt
to inveigle them into surrendering
their bonds.
"During the last Liberty Loan agents

of Sargent & Co., who were promoting
the Commonwealth Financing Company,
increased their sale of stock by having
investors purchase five shares of Com¬
monwealth Finance stock with every
Liberty Loan bond. At that time Mr.
Anderson repeatedly warned Mr. Sar¬
gent to discontinue these methods, but
was unable to stop it until he communi-
cated with the bank in which Sargent
&. Co. deposited.
"That bank at once notified Sargent

& Co. they would not continue their ac-
count, and then, and not till then, did
Sargent instruct his agents to discon-
.tinue their methods of commercializ¬
ing the Liberty Loan campaign. Per-
háps your committee can devise some
method of making these brokers real¬
ize the gravity of the present interna¬
tional conflict by discontinuing their
crooked methods at least for the next
month, and devoting all their time to
the success of the third Liberty Loan.''

Buy Your Farm Now;
Rents Are Going Up

One more powerful argument in fa¬
vor of the "back to the farm" move¬
ment next fall was announced yester-day, when William T. Ropes, presidentof the New York Building Managers'Association, declared that, beginning,!
next October, there would be at least
a 10 per cent increase in the rents of
apartments throughout the city. His
statement was enthusiastically con-
firmed by representatives of several of
the largest realty concerns in the city.

In connection with the announcement,
which, if carried out as now planned, is
expected to net landlords at least $50,-
000,000, the explanation was offered
that the property owners do not ex-
pect to realiz;« a penny of profit. They I
say it will go to pay the increased
taxes and the increased cost of in¬
surance, coal, labor and supplies.

Jascha Heifetz gave his fifth violin

recital in New York yesterday after¬
noon at Carnegie Hall, and once more

aroused wonder at his faultless play¬
ing. His truly is the art that conceals
art. He played the Grieg.C minor
Sonata, the Spahr Concerto No. 8, the
Beethoven Romance in G major in a

way which was unapproachable for
for technical brilliancy and polish of
style.
None of the compositions called per¬

haps for the depths of feeling or the
heights of imagination, but for what
they did call for Mr. Heifitz gave as
no other living violinist could give.
The audience was as large as the Audi-
terium and stage could hold.
Mischa Levitzki played a Schumann-

Chopin programme last night in Aeo¬
lian Hall, and proved himself again
one of the most promising of the
young pianists now competing for
distinction. His readings are conserva¬
tive (except in the use of the pedal),
but his command of rhythm and dy¬
namics, and his ability to pian his in¬
terpretations as a whole give his play¬
ing a markedly personal quality. If he
does not yet impart all the poetic
values in Chopin's music, it is evident
at least that he senses them.

I Puritam was sung at the Metro-

politan yesterday afternoon before a

large audience. The cast was as usual,
with Mme. Barrientos, Mme. Perini,
Mr. Lázaro, Mr. De I.ucea and Mr.
Mardones in the chief parts and Mr.
Moronzoni conducting. All the artists
were in good voice and Mr. Lázaro
sang his music better than at the pre-
vious performances. When he learns
that a D flat1 does not grow in effective-
ness by mere length of breath and
power of propulsion he will sing better
still.

More Than 4,000 Jews Now
Enrolled in the U. S. Navy

There are between four thousand and
five thousand Jews in the United
States navy, according to figures com¬

piled by the Jewish Welfare Board,!
which canvassed the warships of the
nation in order to estimate the needs
of Jews in the service. The board re-
po:ts that it is in touch with three
thousand men on board ships and at¡
naval rotations, supplying them with
prayer books, stationery and other ne-
cessitios.

Police Commissioner Enright yester¬
day announced the formation of an

emergency relief organization, whose
function shall be to Like charge of the
work of relief in any zones affected,
cooperating with the Board of Health
and other clity departments and the
American Red Cross.

The relief units will be stationed in

the following precincts and will re-

spond instantly upon call:

Automobiles Needed
Owners of mote:« cars -vul be asked

to volunteer to aid in the work and
their names, along with other mem¬
bers of the units, will be kept on tile
so they may be notified promptly in the
event of a catastrophe.
There also is to be a series of uni¬

versal signals, which will summon therelief workers to their respective sta-:tions.
For this purpose there is to be selected in each district one or more

anufacturing plants which remain
pen night and day and which are
quipped with siren or large gongs.zieh unit is to have a number, and the

whistles after blowing one long blast
to indicate that tho catastrophe has
occurred, then will give the number of
the district in which the accident has
taken place in shorter blasts.

After a short course of instruction,
which will begin immediately, there
will be several tests under the generalsupervision of the borough inspectorsof police and under the direct super¬vision of district inspectors.
