One Water-Going
Ford a Day
Anyway, the naval constructors drew

up a general plan of a 200-foot de¬
stroyer and Mr. Daniels invited Mr
Ford to work out the details to fit jit¬
ney methods of construction and go tc

it with all possible speed. Mr. Fort,

"guessed" that after his young mer

iiud tuned themselves up to the ides

oí building water-going Fords thej
would be able to turn them out at the

rate of one a day, and possibly, if th*

demand were insistent, at the rate ol

three a day.

dows, so that the freezing up of the
Great Lakes next winter will not in¬
terfere with production, indicates that
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if the war or the U-boats do not come!
to a sudden end every German sub-¡marine will have a flock of "Eagles"
looking for it.

Just Tacked on

New $3,000,000 Plant
It happened that Mr. Ford was just

then at work on a $20,000,000 bfast fur- j
nace at Rouge, where ho purposes to
make all his own iron directly from;
the ore to the casting. It was a little
matter to tack on a $3,000,000 ship
assembling plant for the navy and j
agree to take it over when the navy
was through with it.
Work on this plant, whose actual

buildings cover more than five acres,
began in February and should be done
in May. The ships are to be put to-
gcther under root, wnich is something!
unusual in shipbuilding, and the great
assembly building that is to house
them is 1,700 feet long and 300 feet
wide. This structure requires 4,000
tons of steel and an enormous amount
of concrete, brick and glass. More
than one-third of the steel is already
erected; about one-third is in sight
and the whole of it will be in place byMay 10, about ninety days from the
time work began. The fabricatingshop, of mill construction, 450 by 150
feet, was put up in thirty days, and
most of- the machinery is already in-
stalled and at work. It will do everybit of fabricating that is done in everyplate, channel and angle that goes into
the destroyers.
Here is where the land flivver was

sacrificed to the sea flivver. It beine
impossible to purchase machino tools
for the new shop and secure deliveryanywhere within six months the shopsof the Ford Motor Company at High-land Park were robbed of enough
presses, brakes and rolls to equip the
ship plan shop, and the special dies,
drills, etc., were quickly made in those
shops. This and other government
work have cut down the output of Ford
cars about 50 per cent. The turbine
engines for the new type of destroy-
ers are being built at the HighlandPark* factory and the boilers will bn
assembled at Rouge. The. horsepowerof these turbines would not be allowed
to pass by the censor, so all that can
be said here is that it is sufficient for
the purpose. And so, by the way, will
be the guns and other talons of the
Eagles.
Sample Boat Is
Nearly Finished

Mr. Ford is well aware that quan-tity production and constant alterations
cannot travel together. So while the
big assembly building is going up and
the shop is merrily accumulating partsfor the boats-to-be a sample ship of
lull size is nearing completion at
highland Park. This gives the engin¬
eers full scope for changes and the
workmen a chance to practise in the.school of experience. So in the verybuilding where they were wont to make
automobiles workmen arc now complet¬ing a sizeable ship. This sample boat
was really built directly from htm-
dreds of blueprints made in the Ford
drafting rooms, but as the naval con-
structors insisted on checking up with
templates, the boat was actually laid
out and a template made for each
part. Having completed one boat in
the regular shipbuilding way in this
respect there will be no further use.for the templates. Every part will be
made to plan and will go into its placewhen the time arrives, just as each
part of a Ford car fits into its place.The high-and-dry ship, mother of
the aquatic Eagles, ancestor of sea
rovers, >orn only to establish the type,doomed never to know the sea or even
to touch water, sentenced tp die, that
her fierce and mighty brood may be
well born, lies in a great well in <|ncof the Ford building.-;, in the bottom
of which is a sunken railway track,which formerly carried cars that were
being loaded for shipment. The keel
blocks are laid over the sunken tracks
and loading docks on upper floors
were sheared off to give clearance for
the rising boat. So the privileged vis¬
itor can walk under, climb over and
above and through the mother of the
fierce flock that may one day drive the
submarine rats into their holes at
Kif;l and Bremenhaven and keep them
there.
This ancestral eagle of the ocean is

long of neck and sharp of beak, has
shallow draft and a breast that slopes
sharply from the straight sides to the
keel, well designed to shed torpedoes.
With lines of speed she is neverthe-
less a wholly standardized ship, even
more completely adupted to fabrica-
tion and assembling methods than anyof the fabricated merchant ships. Onlythe bilge plates are rolled.

Ships Will Not Be
Launched in Old Way
The Ford idea of a standardized, fab-

ricated ship is not radically different
from the fabricated merchant ships of
the Shipping Hoard, but the method of

i assembling is sensationally new in
shipbuilding. The growing ship at
Rouge will, actually move along on a
mammoth conveyor. There are no
ways. The destroyers will begin at one
end of a 1,700-foot aisle and be lowered
into the water at the other end. The
launching will not be an event. It will
»imply be that point in the process of
assembling the boat when it leaves the
land conveyor and is conveyed by water
to the outfitting dock.
The conveyors are simply trucks, not

unlike flat cam, supported by standard
guage railway tracks, laid on concerete
foundation!«. Each truck is about 81
feet long, and six of them coupled to«
gether will support a destroyer. As it
i« planned to take not more than twen-
ty-one three-shift days to assemble
each boat, a boat u day should be low-
c.retl from tho assembly into the water.
"Lower" is the word, for instead of

(he usual sliding into the water powor-
ful elevators, connected with each
aisle by a transfer platform, will re¬
çoive chip and trucks and descend with
them into tho water. After the bont
float« off the elevator will ascend with
i he truck«, and they will return by ser¬
vice track», of which there arc four, to
the initial end of the assembly, whoro
crane« will life them back to the as¬

sembly tracks to be;r¡n again their vo-

¡utionary journey. Tho service tracks,
though of standard guage, will not or¬

dinarily be supplied with locomotives.
Adapted Ford chassis, octing as trac-
tors will draw the "flats" conveying! Dart« from the store rooms and ran-

¡cranes in each ai«le will lift nil parts
into place.

Mr. Gabrilowitsch
gave a finely shaded, deftly colored
reading of the Brahms work, some*-1
times exaggerated and not always suc¬
cessful in dynamics and tempo, but on
the whole sound, imaginative and sure,
As soloist in the concerto he was vigor-
oua and brilliant.
Edward Rechlin, playing the fine

organ at Aeolian Hall, gave n varied]
programme, whiclv included pieces byJ. S. Bach and his son, Philip Em¬
manuel; conventional bits by Guilmant
and Widor, a "Chant Negro," by the
American composer, A. Walter Kramer,]and two pieces by himself. Followingthe age-old custom, he made one of his
numbers an improvisation. lie played
in a scholarly, straightforward manner!
and with capable technique.

Stefansson Sends Call
For Aid ; Now on Way

While Courier Is Speeding From j
Arctic, Doctor Is Bound

North
FORT YUKON, Alaska, April 25.

Bringing an appeal for a doctor from
Vilnjalmur Stefansson, the Arctic ex-

plorer, who lies dangerously ill on
Herschel Island, a messenger reached
here late yesterday, after a record-
breaking trip from the North. In a

message carried by the courier Stefans-
son told of being ill fifty days, after
being stricken with typhoid and pneu¬
monia, followed bv complications.
A Northwest mounted policeman and

two Esquimaus have died of typhoid,
while several others are ill, the mes¬
senger said.
A doctor already is on his way to

Herschel Island from here, starting
several days ago upon learning ofStefansson's illness.

Stefansson's message said:
"111 fifty days. Still running. Tern-

perature, 102. Had typhoiu and pneu-monia, followed by complications. Man-
aged to get to Herschel Island. Havej been taken care of bv» missionaries."

Mrs. Duryea Tells Audience
of Needs of Fighters of

the Allied Armies
'.For Go,d'.s sake, Vomen of Api er¬

ica, knit still. Your own boys in the
American army may be «.veil suppliedwith sock;-, as your general has re¬
cently said, but that does not relieve
you of responsibility toward the men
who have been dying for you these
three years.

"1 have seen them, pouring back into
their ruined villages after a battle,
their feet in dead men's shoes and
wearing no socks at all. These are
the soldiers of France and Belgium,who have climbed Calvary for three
years while you lived here in smug
peace and prosperity. Do not forgetthem now."
This was the appeal of Mrs. Nina

Larrey Duryea. president of the Dur-
yea War Relief, to a largo audience atthe Cohan Theatre yesterday after¬
noon. Several hundred wounded andconvalescent soldiers from New Yorkbase hospitals were the guests ofhonor, occupying the entire lirst gal¬lery, whence issued the most vigorousapplause and tho most hearty laugh¬ter. The proceeds of the performancewill be cabled at once to Mrs. Duryea'sheadquarters in Paris, for the reliefof »fie refugees from the Somme bat¬tles.

Mrs. Duryea described the work ofleconstruction and relief which shehas been earrving on since Septem¬ber, 1914. She told the story of atiny French boy, who was outfittedwith clothing by the American com¬mittee.
"The reverend father told us thatthe good God lived in the little whiteshrine in our church," the child said,"but the Hoches burned our churchand drove the good God out. ,Wothought he was dead. Then came thosebeautiful pantaloons and this honor¬able coat and this most excellent shirtfrom America, so now we think per¬haps the good God has gone to Amer¬ica to live."
"That is the feeling of France to¬day toward America," said Mrs. Dur¬

yea, in conclusion, "and I pray youto send your clothing, as well as allthe money you can spare, and all thoknitting you can do, for the twicedesolated villagers of Northern
France."
Percy Grainger. Julia Marlowe, E.

H. Sothern and Clifton Crawford were
among those on the programme. Brig¬adier Gênerai White, hea« of the
British recruiting mission and a
wearer of the Croix de Guerre, made a
short speech in the intermission. "'On
ne passe pas!' was the slogan of the
French at Verdun," he said, "but it
is the slogan of the British as well as
of the French to-day. It applies to
Amiens as much as to Verdun. Don't
let anybody tell you the news in the
papers is terrible. Of course, it is
serious, but there are many strategical
reasons operating behind the bare
news that we cannot understand.
Don't you worry, though. 'On ne passe
se pas.' "

Fighting McCook Died

estate, with a deficit of $18,090, was re¬
vealed yesterday through the filing b\
Appraiser Anthony F. Ludden, of the
transfer tax appraisal in the Surro¬
gates' Court. This report places the
assets at $15,499. Colonel McCook had
6,543 shares of stock of no value. The
deductions, mostly' for deb.s. amounted
to $63,548, which placed the deficit at
$18,099. The largest deDt was twenty-
one demand notes amounting to $62,224,made jointly by Colonel and Mrs. Mc¬
Cook to Charles B. Alexander.

New Midnight Frolic Proves

To Be the Best of the

Since every o.r.e is aving daylight

nowadays, it seems only fair that
something should be done for the mid¬
night?. The Ziegfeld Frolic should
save them from neglect. The present
show, which is the seventh of the se¬
ries, is quite the best tho New Am¬
sterdam Roof has seen. These Zieg-
feld shows are presented in a spirit
of contagi'o'us confidence. Most of the
new bill deserves this complacent as¬
surance, but even the acts which are
not so good are borne along by the
quality of authority.
Tho honors of the i'.rst night be¬

longed to Eddie Cantor. Here manner
was rather more important than ma¬
terial. None of the quips of Mr. Can¬
tor would convulse tho reader if set
down in the co'ul gray dawn of the
morning after, but. they were rare
jokes as he told them in his insistent
emotional style. Other comedians in¬
sinuate their witticisms in a duly dryand impersonal manner. Cantor's
method is different. lie makes his
jokes exciting. He gets worked up
over them and succeeds in conveyingthe same spirit to tríe audience. The
mildest divergence from the path ofpropriety becomes in his telling daringand devilish. By his intensity lie canmake the merely vulgar seem wicked.Of all the comedians we know EddieCantor is the only one who mixes hishumor with ecstasy.
Night in. night out, we prefer WillRogers. No one, unless it be GeorgeHassel], ever amuses us so profoundly,but Rogers is erratic. He leans little

on formula. Strictly speaking, he has
no method. Personality is the. onlyconstant factor. He depends upon theinspiration of the moment. At best,Rogers is a humorist of high class. Heis a true satirist, and we can't thinkof any other monologist who beginsto deserve that title. Moreover, Rog¬ers never allows his material to getset. He keeps up with tho times..'To-day's jokes to-day." as we mightsay, with apologies to a famous news
agency. Sometimes he is better thanthat. Occasionally he is not a funnyman at all, but a humorist. And thenhe gives us "to-morrow's jokes to¬day."

However, it must be admitted, that
on the first night at the roof a fewof yesterday's crept in, somehow orother. Maybe it was tho fault of theaudience. The tuning between giverand receiver seemed just a little outof gear. Something was amiss for theaudience was further away from Rog¬
ers at the end of his little talk than
at the beginning. All this we set
('own merely as a first night chronicle.Rogers is a marvel, and he will
crackle again. After ;.!!, perhaps tho
trouble was neither with the actor nor
audience, but in the rope. It may have
been frayed.
Though not at his best, Rogers was

responsible for the most amusing quipof the evening. In announcing a songby himself and Cantor he said, "Mr.
