Penn Carnival
Frank Shea, of Pittsburgh,
Does Two Fast Quarter-

Miles in Relay

PHILADELPHIA, April 27. . An¬

other superman has rrr.de his ap¬

pearance for immediate world middle
distance glory in the person of Frank
Shea, of the University of Pitts¬
burgh. This was proved on the second
day of the University of Pennsylvania
relay carnival here to-day, when**«__e
Smoky City athlete ran two of the
fastest quarter miles ever recorded on

Franklin Field.
Both marks were made when Shea

ran the final leg for his team in win¬
ning two of the most important relay
events of the afternoon. In each in¬
stance the Pittsburgh team was far in
the ruck, and the chancea looked slim
for Shea to make up these tremendous
gaps. However, displaying indomitable
grit and never-die spirit, Shea would
eventuafly overtake the leader and gain
his lead in the final 15 yards.

Shea's fleetest running came in the
Mike Murphy challenge cup at one mile,
which is the most cherished prize of
the games, when he was clocked wiUi a

flying start in 48 4-5 seconds. This*l£f-
fort came shortly after Shea had cov¬
ered one circuit of the track in 49 2-5
seconds.
Athletic enthusiasts throughout the

country remember Shea for his two vie.
tories over Ted Meredith, famous for
his middle distance running last year.
However, at that time the impression
prevailed that Shea won when his rival
was not at his best.

Hardest Fight in Class B
It was in the Class B championship

race to-day that Shea was compelled
to retrieve the most ground. The first
two runners, Eades and Eckhardt,
trailed the field and Allbright, whose
running was also of a sensational char¬
acter, pulled the "P" boys into third
place. When Shea relieved, Syracuse
was leading thirty yards in front, vúth
Columbia second. Shea cut down «fiilf
this distance after covering half a'"lap
and at the entrance of the homstretch
came abreast with Sibley, of Columbia,
who had taken the lead. The two
fought it down the straightaway, but
the stronger Shea succeeded in drawing
away to win by two feet.

Pittsburgh's other victory in the Mike
Murphy event also resulted in a test
of sprinting between Shea and Pittam,
of Wisconsin. Pennsylvania and Mis¬
souri fought the issue for the first two
laps, with the Western runners*having
a lead of eight yards over Pcnnsyl-
vania. Pittsburgh was seven yards
further back. The pick-up between All-
bright, who was again the third mem-
her of the team, and Shea was executed
in half a second, with Shea off flying
after his opponents.
Slowly but surely the Pittsburghwhirlwind gained on the other runners,

Bounding the final turn he came
shoulder to shoulder with Pittam. Pit-
tam was full of fight, and immediately
accepted the challenge. Both athletes
bore madly along, with neither giving
an inch. For a moment the spectators
had visions of Shea cracking, in view
of his earlier exhausting race. How-
ever, it was Pittam who was first to
hoist the white flag, and gradually fallí
hack, to be beaten by one and a half
yards. The time returned by the Pitts-
burgh boys was"3:29 1-5, which was the
best of the meet.

No Records Broken
The keenness of the contest surprised

even the large corps of athletic coaches
on hand, and under the present condi¬
tions it was reasonable to place the
games on as interesting and important
a footing as previous meetings. "No
records were smashed, hut in several
cases Father Time escaped by small
fractions.
While the athletes of the East

gathered their share of the laurels, the
outstanding features were furnished by
men from west of the Mississippi. This
was true in the 100-yard dash, when J.
V. Scholz, of Missouri, covered the dis-
tance in 10 seconds. The athletes ran
against a slight wind, and two of the
timers caught Scholz between ¡) 4-5 and
10 seconds.

Seholz is the Western 100 and 220
yard conference champion, and in the
shorter event has been credited with a
performance that has been placed on a
pa. with the best of sprinters. He
demonstrated that he was an excep-tional runner by having an almost two-
yard advantage.

William Ganzemuller, of Penn State,national indoor short sprint champion,
was Scholz's most dangerous opponAt.The Missouri man got a good snrrtwith Ganzemuller at his side. Seholz
had a few inche** lead, but it was not
until the 40-yard point was passed that
he dug spikes harder into the cindersand began to open up daylight. Gan-
zemuller gave hot chase, but foundSeholz too speedy for him.

Columbia made another strong bidfor a relay title in the four-mile con¬

B. GrimesMay SetNew Losing Record;
Eddie Collins' Service Mark Is Safe

UNLESS Burleigh Grimes applies the brakes he soon
will equal Jack Nabors's pitching record of losing

twenty-one straight, established in 1916, for Grimes has
lost fifteen straight games since Erskine Mayer and thePhillies took his measure on May 15, 1917, losing the lastthirteen games he pitched that year, and bowing to defeatin his first two contests this season.

Seven major league players this season have had busydays with the bat, Lee Magee and Roy Massey getting fivehits apiece, and Eddie Roush and J. C. Smith four hits to
a game. These, with the three American leaguers, make atotal of seven "big batting days" for the first ten days ofthis season, an compared to six big days in the same timeduring the last two years.

Earl Hamilton, after losing all eight games that hetwirled last year for the Browns, started this season forthe Pirates by winning his first two games. Since the worldseries of 1911 Colby Jack Coombs had thrown the Giantsto eleven straight defeats, until Ferdie Schupp, on July 4last, broke his spell, which Schupp repeated on their nextmeeting, August 14. Anderson also took a fall out of theiron man on September 14, while Jess Barnes has beatenCoombs twice this season, Jack losing five straight afterbeating the Giants eleven in a row.
Poll Perritt, who closed last season with a run of

seven victories, continued the good worl. by copying hisfirst start this year. Ross Young came through with fourhits in six tries.
