Such a step
would have been dizastrous to the wel-
fare of the newly organized New In-
ternational League, which will operate
a club in Newark. Johnson has been
instrumental in engineering the move
to disregard the territorial rights of
this new Class AA organization. In-
deed he has gone so far as to appoint
his bosom friend and former Eastern
representative, James R. Price, busi-
ness manager of the Harrison park.

Farrell Issues Statement
