LOUISVILLE, Ky., May 11..Wilmer

Sharpe Kilmer's recent purchase, Ex¬
terminator, captured the forty-fourth
renewal of the Kentucky Derby, which
was the feature attraction of the open¬
ing day at the Churchill Downs race

course here to-day. The event was run
over a sloppy track. The victory of
the rank outsider was a surprise.

Both War Cloud and Escoba, be¬
tween whom it was expected that the
fight for the honors would lie, did not
race up to expectations. Escoba fin¬
ished second, one length behind Exter¬
minator, while Viva America, the only
filly in the race, was third, eight
lengths in the rear. War Cloud did
not fancy the going and finished fourth.
Eight of the ten entrants went to the
post._ The majority of the record crowd
on hand appeared to favor War Cloud's
chances.
Exterminator, a chestnut gelding out

of McGee-Fair Empress, was purchased
by Kilmer several days ago, when his
favorite thoroughbred, Sun Briar, was
withdrawn, owing to his unsatisfac¬
tory trials in preparation for the fixt¬
ure. It is not believed that the Bing-
hamton owner paid more than $5,000
for Exterminator. If so. the victory
to-day netted him an $11,000 profit on
the investment. The winner's share
was about $14,500, while Kenneth S.
Alexander, owner of Escoba, received
$2,500, and C. T. Worthington, owner
of Viva America, $1,000.

Had Veteran Rider
Willie Knapp, the veteran jockey,

who had the mount on Exterminator,
showed sound judgment and skill in
handling his charge. He rated the
gelding behind the pace for three-quar¬
ters of the distance, then went to the
front. He had to shake up his mount
considerably in the closing yards as
Escoba was coming on dangerously fast
and threatening to overtake him.

Yale on the Schuylkill

'Varsity Wins by Four
Lengths; Freshmen

by One

PHILADELPHIA, May 11..Over the

winding Schuylkill this afternoon the
University of Pennsylvania added a log¬
ical sequel to its glorious record of
19.18 by virtually winning the intercol¬
legiate rowing championship of the
United States.
By a margin of four lengths the stal¬

wart sons of William Penn won the
'varsity eight race, while the freshman
eight, as stylish a first year crew as
ever spun over any waters, trimmed the
highly touted New Haven freshmen by
an even length in what proved to be
the better race of the day.Joe Wright's crew, trained to the
English style of transmuting its powerat the top of its stroke and rowingwith amazing stroking rapidity, prac¬tically walked away from the Blue. Be¬
fore the two crews had reached the
trolley bridge, which is a half-mile
downstream of the picturesque Henley
course, there was a length of openwater between the shells, and at thehead of the island, where Penn crewshave learned to spurt, the Red andBlue was leading by three and one-half lengths, making it another half
ere the prow of their glistening shellshot over the finish line.
Because of the winding course downthe Schuylkill, the crews start from a

mark which runs diagonally to theshore and the majority of the spec¬tators' view. The inside, or eastern
course, therefore, contains a psycho¬logical, if not actual, advantage, inthat the crew nearer the eastern shorealways seems to be in the lead. Suchactually was the case to-day.Penn offere ' Yale the more advan¬
tageous course to-day, but the Blue pre¬ferred to match for the courses andlost the toss. In consequence the
Quaker crews rowed on the inner
course and the advantage which theyhad over their rivals was accentuated
by the physical aspect of the water
travelled.
While Penn rowed with beautiful

rhythm, speed and power the work of
the Yale crews bordered almost on a
debacle. Both the freshmen and the
'varsity eights splashed badly from
start to finish and their slower and
longer stroke put them at a decided
spectatorial, as well as nautical, ad¬
vantage. In the matter of condition,
too, the Penn crews seemed to excel,
the 'varsity rowing with increasing
power and superb poise as the razor-
edged shell shot along the banks of
the blue-green river.
Like a toiling, snakelike caravan,hundreds of automobiles followed the

crews down the river in each race, and
thousands of rowing enthusiasts lined
the shores of the river. The spectators
were rewarded by beholdinc a 'varsity
crew come logically into a national
championship and top the rowing boardi for the first time in eighteen years.It was in 1900 that Pennsylvania last
gained a position equal to that she
holds to-day by sweeping the river at
Poughkeepsie. It was that same yearthat the victorious Penn crew, favored
by meteorological conditions, estab¬
lished the record of 6 minutes and 22
seconds for the extant Henley course
on the Schuylkill.
To-day conditions were not so defi¬

nitely in favor of the crews. A lightbreeze swept a legion of myriad wave¬
lets upstream and probably contrib¬
uted to the sloppiny rowing styleThe Blue crews were weakened bythe loss of Weir and Robinson, who
have gone into service, and were row¬
ing in waters less buoyant than those
in which they accomplish their prac¬tice, though by no stretch of imagina¬tion cfould if be said that the Yale
eight could have defeated the Penn
'yarsity to-day under any conditions.

It was conceded early in the daythat the freshmen race race probablywould be competitively the better of
the two. It was whispered in the Penn
hoathouse that the Yale freshman, led
by the young stroking prodigy, B. L.
Hemingway, had to its credit a victory
over the Yale 'varsity.
Clad in whit« jerseys and bio«pants.

the Yale freshmen preceded the Penn
fledglings upstream, turned about and
the two crews started from the stake-
boats at precisely 5:25 o'clock.
The Penn freshmen, with their short,

snappy stroke, which is characteristic
of the Wright coached crews, immedi¬
ately drew away to a quarter-_engthlead, which was slightly* increased as
the shells shot under the trolley bridge.Passing the trolley bridge the Yale
freshmen attempted to advance their
stroke, it seemed, with a resultant bed¬
lam of splashing. Water curled in a
white froth over the boat, and only a
grim determination kept the Yale crewfrom utter demoralization. To their
left the blue jerfeeyed Penn oarsmen
caught the water deftly, withdrew their
oars with machine-like precision and
slowly continued to increase their lead.
At the head of the island, as the lit¬

tle plot of ground in the centre of the
Schuylkill is known, the Red and Blue
freshmen began a spurt which carried
them a full length ahead of the Yale
eight, and the Quakers spun over the
finish line in 7 minutes and 14 seconds.
The 'varsity race started aj» 5:56

o'clock, with hundreds of machines on
the Fairmount Park Boulevard, on
either side of the stream, ready to fol¬
low the oarsmen. As in the freshman
race, Penn immediately drew into the
lead, and at the trolley bridge it was
evident the race would be a walk¬
away.
John Fitzpatrick, coach of thePrinceton crew, prognosticated a vic¬

tory by six lengths and missed it byonly two.
The Yale 'varsity splashed in an un¬

sightly manner, losing power and
morale as the race progressed. Penn,with its shorter and smoother stroke, I
gave the appearance of almost
doubling the speed of the New Haven
boys.
Coach Mather Abbott^ of Yale, who

accompanied Ayerill Harriman, a for-1
mer Yale rowing star, in a machine
along the course, was, from the look
on his face, greatly disappointed with
the form shown by his crew.

Hyatt, the stroke and the veteran of
the Yale boat, tried mightily to keephis crew in order, but the race was
hopelessly gone when the island was
reached, and the Penn 'varsity, as theydid one week before at Princeton, prac¬tically drifted into victory.The Yale crew outweighed the Penn
eight about six pounds to the man, but
Coach Wright had his boat so superblyrigged and his weight so equitably bal¬
anced that the matter of poundage
never was an important equation, in
spite of the fact that the conditions
normally favored the heavier crew.
Having beaten the Navy, Princeton,Columbia and Yale, the University of

Pennsylvania will conclude its season
when it participates in the intercol¬
legiate regatta next Saturday at An¬
napolis.

Farrell Wins
For Columbia
With Home Run
Tommy Farrell, as batter, outdid,

Tommy Farrell as pitcher yesterday
afternoon when Columbia took a hard-
earned victory from Brown on his home
run in the tenth inning. This long
drive ended a pitchers'#duel and broke
a tie score at two runs each. The two
teams had been fighting for three ses-
sions with the score even, and each
Was playing faultless ball with no

signs of weakening by either pitcher.
Columbia's first two runs had been

brought in by Houlihan in the first
inning, and in the third Carrol on!
an error. Until the seventh inning
Columbia held the lead with her two
runs, but a rally in this frame, when
Farrell lost control for a time, netted
two runs.
Knight showed that he had ability

at bat almost equal to that of his
pitching rival by driving in these two
runs with the only two-bagger of the
game. After the third inning the
Brown pitcher had complete control of
the Blue and White batters, striking
out seven men. It was more good luck
on Farrell's part than poor twirling on

Knight's that won the game in the
tenth.
Only three errors were made dur-

ing the ten innings, clean play char¬
acterizing the work of both infield and
outfield on both sides. The excellent
support given Farrell by Buonaguro
and Hauck at shortstop and second
base helped him out of several dan¬
gerous pinches.

Porter, the Brown shortstop, was

easily the best man in the Providence
team s infield, making a perfect record
of six assists out of six chances. The
Blue and White had a slight edge on
their opponents, however, and to this
may be attributed the victory, if the
luck element be discounted.
The actual records of the game

show that Knight twirled a more con¬
sistent game than Farrell. He allowed
only four safeties, struck out eight
and allowed ljut two bases on balls.
His control was well nigh perfect and
he had everything on the ball.

Farrell's speed was the feature of
his twirling, his curves not being par¬
ticularly bewildering. He struck out
six men and allowed eight hits. At
times his control was shaky and he
walked six batters.

First Shut-Out

McKechnie's Dazzling Double
Play Takes Punch Out

of New Yorkers

PITTSBURGH, May 11..The Giants

are getting more and more respectable
every day. At the rate they are going
now and by the time they strike the
home sward again they will be back in
the National League. And these Bezdek
Buccaneers are the boys that are sav¬

ing the day for ex-Governor Teneres
circuit.
The Pittsburgh piuggers not only de-

feated the McGraw men to-day for the
second time in succession, but also shut
them out. The score was 2 to 0.

It was the first string of goose eggsthe Giants have had served to them this
season, and the fellow who cooked
them was one Wilbur Cooper, a south-
paw with whom the New York nine cot
very well acquainted some years back.
In fact, they have come to know Cooper
so well that they invariably treat him
kindly.
But Cooper is not alone .responsiblefor this second victory over the Giants,| a victory which has awakened all Pitts-

burgh.and this is a big town.and (hascalled from the vaults of the past/ all
the prancing ghosts of fanatic fandom
which haven't been out since Hans
Wagner was interned in the Home forthe Used-to-Be's.

Cooper Makes Double Play
Another old acquaintance of theGiants, and, in fact, a former Gianthimself, did far more than his bit toaid Cooper in checking the big drive.His name is plain Bill McKechnie. It

was Bill who drove in the first run forthe Pirates in the fourth inning, andagain it was Bill who, with second andthird base3 both populated by the foein the eighth, speared a savage linerfrom the bat of Ross Young and com¬pleted an unassisted double play which {rescued the faltering Cooper.The triumph scored by the hometeam in the opening game yesterdayhad put the oldtime fire in the Pitts¬burgh fans, and some fifteen thousand
were on hand to cheer the magnificentpitching of Cooper and the equallymagnificent all around playing of Mc-Kechnie.

It was the biggest crowd that hasattended a ball game here since theheyday of the Pirates, the time whenthey always climbed to the topmostrungs of the National League ladder.The first run for Pittsburgh was puton the ways by the Slim Sailee, whodid the southpawing for the Giants,Slim had .such poor aim that he walkedMax Carey. Casey Stengel, who hadsingled fruitlessly in the second inn-Í irtf;, flied out to Burns, but GeorgoCutshaw, who with Casey was tradedta the Pirate crew by Charley Ebbets,dropped a short single into left field.
Along- Came McKechnie

Then along came the aforementionedBill McKechnie. Bill delivered a ter¬rible wall.p .o left, which Burns man¬aged to reach after a long run, but
was unable to hold. Carey scored.Cutshaw raced to third and Bill haltedat second in plenty of time to hearthe fifteen thousand throats get busy.Schmidt, the Pirate catcher, was an
easy victim on strikes, but Smoketown
was satisfied.
The second and final tally of thobucaneers were registered in the sev¬enth inning. With one man out cun¬ning Cooper hit to left for two bases.This crash was followed immediatelyby a triple to right field from the batof Caton, which brought the Pitts¬burgh pitcher over the rubber. Ca-ton's blow was a low liner, whichploughed right between Young's legabefore the outfielder had a chance toget his paws on the ball.
Inasmuch as the Giants scored no

runs, attention should be paid to the
near-tallies they made. In the thirdinning, for instance, there were,two
men on base and only one out whenCaton and Cutshaw perpetrated a fastdouble play on Young's grounder toshort.

and two out when this same Hoik«
skied again to the Pittsburgh catcher.
But the big chance for the Giant«

appeared in tifcTeTghth, when Bill Mc¬
Kechnie committed his dastardly deed.
McCarty, first man up, singled to left
field. King got his hands en the ball,but couldn't hang on. Jim Thorpe,batting for Sailee, doubled to rightcentre, McCarty pulling up at third.
Ross Young, who was much dis-j gruntled because he had not made his

usual daily hit, banged the ball on a
line right over the third bag. Bill, in
some inexplicable fashion, grabbed tho
sphere and stepped on the base before
McCarty, who had started for home,
could return. Benny Kauff was ready
to drive the ball out of the lot, but
this sensational robbery of McKechnio
took all the heart out of him and he
flied weakly to King.
