0 jInvestigation of the report that the jGerman War Office had cached some-

where in this country one million
¡¡fies, ont- million bayonets, one billion
cartridges und thousands of machine
guns .vas begun yesterday by Attor-
r.ey Genera! Melton E. Lewis in the
offices of the Attorney General here.

This amazing story, which has been
the subject of investigation by Secret
Service agents of the Russian, British
and American governments for nearly
three years, is now being looked into
in open session xl the request of Ma¬
jor Nicholas Biddlc, head of the
United States Army Intelligence Bu¬
reau.
The central figure in the hearing

yesterday was Gustav Luessing, a

naturalized American of German ori-
gin, who, on the strength of his story
that he was the agent for the owners
of the rifles, has held parleys with
foreign diplomats, financial magnates
and other important personages.par-
leys that seldom fall to the lot of a

small farmer who'ekes out the scanty
living he gets from the soil by a side
line of insurance.

Luessmg, with a typical German cast
of countenance, his ruddy complexion
heightened by a close cropped, gray¬
ish blond mustache ind thin iron
^-ray hair, listened with seeming un¬
concern as witness after witness tes-
tified that Luessing had said that he
could produce the million rifles and
all that went with them if the cash to
complete the sale were produced. The
rash was never produced.

Prosecutor Credits Report
Assistant Attorney General Becker,

who conducted the examination, with
the aid of a lawyer for the United
States government who requested his
name not be used, said at the close of
yesterday's session that there were ex-
cellrnt reasons for believing that the
arms were in existence.
"We purpose to subpoena every one

who is credited with knowing about
those rifles, guns and ammunition, and
examine t.iem under oath," said Mr. jBecker.
One of those who will be subpeenaed,Mr. Becker announced last night, wouldbe Mrs. Hugo Reisinger. The day after

Falls to Locate Warehouse
Mr. Judd said he made a report inwriting to Colonel Kolontieff, and hadkept a carbon copy, which he could.not find. In company with an agent ofthe Army Intelligence he left the standto find the warehouse. A three hours'search proved fruitless.
Edgar A. Holmes, a builder, of 314West Seventy-first Street, testified thathe had written to Dr. Thomas Darling¬ton, former Health Commissioner, thathe would sell to him and his associates1.000,000 rifles at J78 each. Dr. Darling¬ton was then associated with IvanNarodny in a company which sought to

would show finally toward the mistakes
of government in making war.
"They will .ay we could not get ready

in a minute, we had to have experience,
we had to have preparation, we were
not ready, and there was not any of
them, so far as I know, thank God, ex¬

cept Creel .and if I wanted to give any
advice to this Administration I would
say take Creel by the seat of the
breeches and the nape of the neck and
throw him into space."

If "The Record" truthfully records
what happened at that point, when it
appears to-morrow, it will say "Ap¬
plause and laughter." The Congress¬
man from Illinois punctuated that part
of his address by remarking, "So much
for that," at which there was»renewed
chuckling.
Senator Smoot promises to take up

Creel in a more serious light, shortly,
chiefly from the standpoint of the ex¬
penditures of the Creel bureau and a
measure of its accomplishments.
"George Creel takes himself alto¬

gether too seriously," said Senator
Smoot. "Before long he will learn that
he isn't the government of the United
States."
Congressman Borland said to the

Tribune representative that, "if what'
Creel is reported to have said is true,
it is absolutely indefensible. If he
said it in intended pleasantry he ought
to apologize. 1 don't think the House
will take any notice, of it."

Senator Wolcott said:
"If Creel said what the papers re¬

port him as having said about slum¬
ming in the hearts of Congress, he is
guilty of an insulting and unpardon¬
able reference to the Congress of the
United States. It seems inconceivable
that he should have said such a thing."

May Investigate Creel
Congressmen allow themselves a

little greater latitude in talking about
Creel when they know they will not be
quoted. Most of them display rich
and unexpected powers of expression,
There seems to be general agreement,
however, that Creel's position as

spokesman for the Administration puts
him into a place of authority from
which it is'difficult to dislodge him.
Congress has no authority over the
President's contingency fund. Con¬
gress can investigate, however, and
there are indications that after the
other investigations have been put
away on the shelf, Congress may find
time for it.
As for prosecution, unless the De¬

partment of Justice undertakes it vol¬
untarily. Congress might bring press¬
ure only by an investigation and ex¬
posure of Creel's attitude toward the
government. Some members realize
the case involves perplexities and con¬
tradictions. Creel is employed by the
President and speaks for him. How
can he be convicted of insulting the
government?
One Senator from the Pacific Coast

remarked that he thought too much at¬
tention had been paid to Creel, any¬
way.

' It gives him an importance in the
public mirid that actually he hasn't
and never could comriand by his own
efforts."

papers and publications harmful to the
best interests of this nation in the
prosecution of the war; now, there¬
fore, be it ordained and enacted as

follows:
"It shall ba unlawful when this ordi¬

nance take? effect and until the end of
the present war*within the City of
Mount Vernon for any person, firm,
corporation or association to print,
publish, circulate, sell or distribute or

cause to be printed, published circu¬
lated, sold or distributed, any news¬

paper or publication printed in 'he Ger¬
man language:
"And it shall further be unlawful

within the City of Mount Vernon for
any person, firm, corporation or asso¬
ciation to print, publish, circulate, sell
or distribute, or cause to be printed,
published, circulated, sold or distrib¬
uted, certain newspapers or publica¬
tions or any copy or issue thereof
which have heretofore been known and
designated as 'The New York Ameri¬
can' and 'The New York Evening Jour¬
nal.' "

Before the measure was put to a
vote Alderman Carey moved that it be
laid on the table.

Jersey Ruling Opens Way
To Crush Pro-Germanism

Lawyers See in Revocation of Disloyalist's Citizenship
Powerful Weapon to Stamp Out Disloyalty Hidden

Under Cloak of Americanism

A weapon that will strike at the root
of pro-Germanism in this country and
should result in elimination of every
.form of disloyalty from the American
body politic.such was the construction
eminent jurists and lawyers in this city
yesterday put on the decision whereby
Judge Thomas G. Haight on Monday re¬

voked the citizenship of Frederick W.
Wursterbarth, naturalized German, for¬
mer postmaster of Lakeview. N. J., and
for thirty-five years a voter under the
protection of the Stars and Stripes.
Ndt since the big trust case decisions

came up from the Supreme Court has
such interest been manifested in legal
circles here.

"This," said Assistant United States
Attorney John E. Walker, "is the'thing
we have been waiting for. The prece¬
dent is invaluable. We have numerous

cases that have long been under in¬
vestigation which we shall now push
to the uttermost."

Affects Many Under Suspicion
At the Department of Justice, too,

the indications are that from to-day
onward full speed is to be the watch¬
word in a wholesale round-up of ob¬
jectionable citizens who have hereto¬
fore been able to cloak their pro-Ger¬
manism under the mantle of natural¬
ization certificates. The case of
Johannes Herman Martin Augustus
von Tiling, the physician from Riga
who is said to belong to the notorious
group of Poughkeepsie pro-German
sympathizers, will be the first of these
to come up for hearing. At the same
time Charles De Woodv, in charge of
the Department of Justice's bureau of
investigation here, said that investiga-
tions into a long list of naturalized
enemy aliens who are down-on the sus-
pected list will be vigorously followed
up.

In legal circles particular stress was
I laid upon the fact that, according to the
precedent Judge Haight has established
in the Wurstorbarth case, it is not nec¬
essary to show any overt act in order to
prove a man unfit for American citizen-
ship. A demonstrated sympathy for the
enemy, a thing of purely mental qual-
ity, is hereby, it is held, sufficient to
place him beyond the pale.

Precedent in Seattle Case
"The case that we cited as a prece-

dent at the Wursterbarth trial," said
Assistant United States Attorney
Charles J. Lynch, of the prosecu-
tion. "did not strictly apply, perhaps,in the action in question. But the
fact that the whole decision in that in¬
stance, the entire reason for the rev¬
ocation of the man's citizenship,
rested upon the fact that he was an
avowed Socialist, is extremely signiti-
cant. It might conceivably form a basis
for action against a number of Social-
ist agitators."
The man in question was one Leon-

ard Olsson, who obtained his citizen-
ship certificate in the State of Wash-
ington on January 10, 1910. Almost
immediately thereafter he began pub-licly to advocate Socialist principles of
the most rabid sort. On May 11, 1912,he was brought to trial before District
Judge Hanford, Assistant United

States Attorney W. G. McLaren, of Se¬
attle, prosecuting.
The government's contention was

that, since Olsson, in obtaining his
citizenship papers, had sworn adher-
ence to the Constitution and laws of

¡the United States, whereas in reality
tie did not at that time believe in nny
of the property protections the Con-
stitution provides, he had been guilty
of obtaining citizenship by fraud.
At the trial the prisoner denied be-

ing an anarchist, denied being opposed
to organized government or in favor
of overthrowing this government byforce or violente; but he omitted to
make any declaration affirming his
loyalty to the Constitution, and on
cross-examination his answers to ques-tions on this subject "were all
evasive." The court accordingly took
away his American citizenship.

Weapon to Curb Socialists
"Why should we not now investigateanti-war. Socialist agitators on the¡same ground?" asked Mr, Lynch."That is the next proper step totake," said Maurice Leon, the interna-tional lawyer. "These men call them-selves 'internationalists.' That meansthat having taken a nationalistic oath,they disregard its obligations. In other

words, they are not, and never havebeen, Americans in spirit. They givewithout receiving. Action in the casesof óuch men has been deferred longenough."
"This decision of Judge Haight'srepresents an important step in theright direction," declared Everett P.Wheeler, chairman of the executivecommittee of the American Constitu-tional League. "Each nation is bounii

to protect, its citizenship. Thesestealthy, silent German sympathizer,'
are traitors within the camp, whetheithey resort to open deedr, of a traitor
ous nature or not. For the health othe nation, of American life as iwhole, they should be eliminated. Thi:
step brings their ultimate, complettelimination nearer."

¡Army Bill Calls
For $11,771,666,848!

Secretary Baker's First Esti¬
mate Is Increased by

$4,743,230,929
WASHINGTON, May 14..The House

Military Committee to-day began pass¬
ing finally upon items in the annual
army appropriation, bill to be reported
to the House this week. It is expected
that the measure will be repqrted sub¬
stantially in its present form, carry¬
ing $11,771,666,848. This, is an in¬
crease over the original estimate of
$4,743,230,929 to meet the expenses of

I the increased war programme. Ap-

propriations for the support of the
army during the present fiscal year
were a little more than $5,000,000,000.
The largest increase in SecretaryBaker's latest estimates over those

formerly submitted is $706,486,991 forordance stores and ammunition. Threelarge items were decreased, the origi¬nal estimate of $1,832,515,020 forclothing and camp and garrison equi¬page being cut by $602,324,932. the$1,138,240,316 for army signal serviceby $98,752,211 and the $6,018,000 forcivilian military by $3,378,000.New items inserted since SecretaryBaker's recent statement to the com¬mittee include $15,762,000 for main¬tenance of the Provost Marshal Gen¬eral's office, $500,000,000 as authoriza¬tion for ordnonce supplies in addi¬tion to the direct appropriation and$143,603,037 for storage and shippingfacilities as part of the army sub¬sistence plan.

Study of German
To End in Schools
Of Philadelphia

Board of Education Finally
indorses Patriotic

Demands

(Special Dispatch to The Tribune)
PHILADELPHIA, May 14. The

Board of Education to-day elminated
the German language as a study in the
high schools. This action was taken in
response to demands made by citizens,
patriotic societies and newspapers. The
agitation against the study of German
had been going on several months.
The resolution, which the board

adopted unanimously, read:
"Resolved, That at the close of the

term ending next month the study of
the German language be discontinued
in all the high schools under the charge
and control of the board."
Members of the various patriotic so¬

cieties demanding the elimination of
German were present at the meeting.
The petitions were from the Fraternal
Patriotic Americans, Improved Order
of Red Men, Junior Order of United
American Mechanics, Order of Indepen¬
dent Americans, Rotary Club, Society
of the Sons of St. George, United Span¬
ish War Veterans and the Philadelphia
County branch of the Woman's Suffrage
party of Pennsylvania. They had come
expecting to hear the matter debated,
but were disappointed. Even Vice-
President Simon Grat?, voted for the
resolution. He was the official charged
by other members of the board with
failure to call a meeting to authorize
the censoring from German textbooks
of portions lauding the Kaiser.
Superintendent of Schools John P.

Garber and Gratz at the last meetingof the board were both outspoken
against doing away with German lan¬
guage study, and in this they were up¬held by the other members.
Two weeks ago both branches of CityCouncils passed resolutions rebukingthe school board for its failure to act.

The board tried to get from under byimmediately calling a meting, but on
account of the illness of a member it
had to carry the rebuke burden until
to-day.

200 Edison Employes Strike

Corporal Harry Hall and the chief
nurse of the hospital appeared as com-
plainants. Miss Davis denied having
made the statements.

Engineer Is Blamed
For Central Wreck

That Cost 4 Lives

No official explanation was forth¬
coming yesterday of the cause of the
wrecking of the Buffalo Special on the
New York Central Railroad at Scho-
dack Landing, twelve miles south of
Albany, late on Monday night. Repre-
sentatives of the road, however, de-
clared a thorough investigation was be¬
ing made.
The final toll of dead and injured

placed the former at four and the lat-
ter at fifteen in the hospitals at Al¬
bany. Several other passengers who
suffered only from shock or slight
bruises were able to continue their
journeys.

All of those in the Albany hospitals

are expected to recover.
The investigations of the cause of

the wreck centre chiefly on the condi¬
tion of a switch a short distance from
Schodack Landing station. According
to the testimony of railroad men. fie
crew of a freight train which passed
over the switch a few hours before
the accident found it could not be
locked. A series of block signals, how¬
ever, was believed to be sufficient to
guard trains following from the dangerof running over the switch at too high
a rate of speed and two other trains
did pass the switch before the specialwithout any difficulty.
Tie wreck is believed to have been

due to the engineer, who was killed,
running past a signal to slow down.
When the engin« of the special reached
the unlocked switch it left the main
tracks and started over to the siding.Its speed was too great, however, and
after traveling a few feet the heavyengine lett the rails and turned com-
pletely over.
The first car of the train was a Pull¬

man horse car, in which Ciere were
thirty-three animals. Several were so
badly injured they had to be shot.
Drummond and Hughes, the dead

passenger?, were sitting in the smok¬
ing car, which turned over as it jumpedthe track. They lived only a short
time after reaching the Albany Hos¬
pital. '

Of the six Pullman sleepers, five ¡eft
the track, but none turned over and
their ocupants, with few exceptions,escaped practically unscathed.

¡Three Anarchists
Arrested in Plot to

Incite Revolution
Three anarchists, with a full-fledged

scheme for the overthrow of the jot-
ernment of the United States and t
quantity of seditious literature, wen
seized yesterday by Police Lieutenant
George Busby and the bomb squad. The
revolutionaries boasted of their affilia¬
tion with Lénine and Trotsky, the Bol¬
shevik leaders, and with the leaders of
the I. W. W. now on trial in Chicago.
The men arrested were Alexander

Derkach, aged thirty-three, a printer,of 6-1 East 107th Street; Leon Bobkin,
nineteen, a laborer, of 315 East Ninth
Street, and Ivan Novikoff. thirty-three,
of 1427 Wilkiris Avenue, The Bronx.
For three weeks the police hsv«

shadowed these men back and forth
across Manhattan, through the East
Side and in The Bronx. Yesterday they
were seized in the act of preparing for
shipment by express to all the centres
of unrest in the United States an
anarchistic pamphlet called "The Bell*
This was an attack on the Liberty
loans and the thrift stamp campaigns.
It called on the workers of the natíos
to revolt.

"Let Anarchy Live," It Says
"Away with private property! Away

with governments! Let live national
self-control, freedom, equality and
brotherhood! Let live anarchy!" thi
pamphlet preached in bold-faced type.

Lieutenant Busby said he considered
j the arrests of tremendous importan«.
He said one article in the pamphlet,

j of which thousands of copies were
seized, mendaciously stated that sthoe!
children were being terrorized into
purchasing and aiding in the sale »'
Liberty bonds and thrift stamps, a»-
der penalty of low marks in their
studies and of being deprived of their
dinners.
The pamphlet was printed in thi

Russian language. A translation wsl
made under the direction of Lieotes-
ant Busby, who made public the tt\-
lowing excerpts:
