LONDON*. June 8..The Entente Al¬
lies have a groat opportunity for a
combined diplomatic offensive with a
view to explaining to Russia and the
Austrian Slavs what an Allied victory
wj]l mean for them, in trie opinion of
"The Daily Express." The newspaper
calls upon the Allies to translate vague
references to self-determination into
concrete terms and to let their pro¬
nounce!" er. t appear above the signature
oí the United States, as well as the
European allies.
"The German jackboot is heavy and

the foot within is ruthless and vigor¬
ous. The foot stamps and the boot
grinds, but men are sometimes made
of hard metal. The crushing may
be incomplete and may stimulate re¬
sentment sooner than subjection," "The
Exprès?" says.
"These reflections are suggested by

the present conditions in Russia and
Austria," it continues. "The better the
details of the Brest-Litovsk treaty are
understood the more general are Rus¬
sia's discontent and hostility.

A patient people grown familiar with
injustice, the Russians are capable of
stolid, passive resistance, flaring up
r.o\v and again into blind revolt, which
already is worrying their German con¬
querors."
An Amerstam dispatch on June 1

said that sixty persons were killed and
hundreds injured in a fire and result¬
ant explosions in a Ukrainian muni¬
tions depot at Smerinotz, west of the
Lawra River. Jassy, the Rumanian
capital, is about ten miles from the
Ukrainian border.

Russians Hope Adlies
Will Win and Aid in
Rebuilding of Nation

"WASHINGTON. June 8..Hope for a
complete victory over Germany is ex¬
pressed in a communication received
by President Wilson to-day from the
Russian-American Chamber of Com¬
merce, at Moscow. The Russian peo¬ple, it is declared, rely on the eco¬nomic support Allies for the recon¬
struction of the power of Russia.
The chamber is composed of leadingRussian and American business men.

Its president is N. Gotchkoff. The
communication, sent on the occasion
of the death of American Consul Gen¬eral Summers, paid a tribute to his
"noble efforts in the great enterpriseof strengthening the friendly relationsbetween the people of the UnitedStates and Russia," and added:"The Russian people, after being in¬flicted with such serious wounds insuch a tragic manner, temporarilyparalyzing our country, firmly relies
upon actual support from the Alliesin an economical sense, which mayprove of special importance in the res¬toration of the power of Russia, so sheagain may find her in the ranks of herbrave friend and allies in defence ofthe ideals of humanity, righteousnessand liberty so roughly trampled under

of Flanders or Picardy's Plain. The new ]Y. M. C. A. canteen is exactly the same
as the hundreds of similar institutions
that organization has opened in France.
Packed inside the hut, besides a

canteen that provides more goodthings to eat to the square foot than
any other eating place in all New York,
are games, writing desks, music and
books.in fact, most everything that
a lonely soldier wants in the way ofrecreation. In addition, there's an in¬
formation desk, where every question
ti stranger in New York is likely to
ask, is answered. The chief function
of the information desk, however, is to
direct inquirers to places of amuse¬
ment and to find them comfortable
sleeping quarters.

Bryant Park's Eagle Hut was sug¬gested by the success of one opened in
London recently. Y«. M. C. A. workersfound there was as much need for a
place of its kind in the heart of a greatcity as on the battlefield.
The official opening is set for 2

o'clock this afternoon. Bishop Greer,James W. Gerard and Ethel Barrymore
are to make short addresses.

Cruiser U-Boats Fail
To Meet Expectations
PARIS, Friday, June 7..The new

iype of German submarine cruisers ac¬
complishes little, according to an offi¬
cial note commenting on German un¬
dersea boats. Exact information rela¬
tive to the operations or two of these
boats which left Germany at the end
of 1917, cruised as far as the equator
and were absent for four months,
shows they accounted for only 29,000tons of shipping.

This was equal to only one day'stotal loss from submarines in April ofthe same year. At this rate Germanywould require sixty submarine cruisers
at sea simultaneously to inflict the
same loss as that visited upon ship¬ping by submarines in European watersin a month.
"But Germany cannot maintain mornthan twenty of these boats," says theofficial note, "since the Allies destroysubmarines faster than they are built.However, if they sink few ships, thesubmarines operating in European andAmerican waters are useful, becausetheir cargo space enables them to bringback to Germany valuable materials

which are totally lacking there."

No Trace of U-Boat Found
Along New England Coast

BOSTON, Juno 8..Rear Admiral

Spencer S. Wood, commandant of the
First Naval District, declared to-day
there had been no evidence of sub¬
marine activity along the New England
coast. Investigation of a report by a
fisherman near Portland that he had

seen the periscope of a submarine
showed, Admiral Wood said, that it
was the mast of a small schooner
abandoned and burned.

same time reported sighting a craft i

low in the water and pendihg word
from scout patrols sent out to inves¬
tigate; vessels, it was explained, were
held up temporarily.All were permitted to proceed, it was
stated, after it was found that no sub¬
mersibles had been sighted.

Vinland Bombed by
U-Boat Commander;

Crew Adrift 48 Hours
CAPE MAY, N. J., June 8..The nine¬

teen survivors of the Norwegian steam¬
er Vinland, sunk last Wednesday by a
German submarine sixty-five mil««? off
the Virginia Capc3, left the govern¬
ment naval station here late to-day for
New York. All were members of the
Vinland's crew and none of them
speaks English. No one was allowed to
see them until they emerged from the
barracks and rushed aboard theh- train.

It was learned, however, that when
the Vinland was attacked Wednesday

evening the commander of the U-boat
gave the crew half an hour to get offand then bombed the ship, sending it
to the bottom. The men, who are Nor¬
wegians or Swede"!, drifted about in a
small boat nearly forty-eitrht hours be¬fore they were picked up by an Ameri¬
can destroyer.
Chased by Submarine,

Ship Returns to Port
AN ATLANTIC PORT, June 8.-AnAmerican steamer loaded with food¬stuffs put back to port here to-day and

reported she had been chased by a sub¬marine. The ship's captain was said tohave requested the naval authorities to
arm his vessel that he might proceedagain.
The captain is said to have told navalofficers that the submarine was sightedoff the Virginia Cape«. Before torpe¬does could be dispatched with any ac¬

curacy of aim, the steamship turnedtoward this port, leaving the submarinebehind.
