Although sentiment against Hgar_st:
has developed in communities within |
short distance of the eity ever
gince the day “The American” muti-
luted President Wilson's Memorial
Day Proclamation, the unit's action
represents the first orzanized move
against Hearst in the city proper.

Dr. Ellery C. Stowell, formerly of
Columbia University, was the founder !
of the league, which oTganizes men,
women and children, by the neighbor-
hood in which they live, on the Con-
gressional District basis, for civilian
war service, g

The text of the resolution follows:

Englewood Mayor
Backs Newsdealers’|
Ban Upon Hearst

Officials to Use Every Law-
ful Means to Prevent Cir-
culation of Papers i

ENGLEWOOD, N. J, June 12.—
Mayor Clinton H. Blake, jr., and other
city officials of Englewood to-day stood |
by the loeal newsdealers who have quit
selling all Hearst publications. !
The ofiicinls served notice on the
Hearst representatives who canie to
town that the city of Englewood wnuldl
lawful means to prevent
Hearst from injuring the business of
the local newsdealeras following the
dealers’ discontinuance of Hearst sales,
They refused pedler's heenans_ te|
Hearst men who wanted to diatnbute|
|

papers here in competition with the
local deslers. |

Several days hefore the 1&211g-lewoudI
newsdealers barred Hearst papers from |
their stands, Hearst agents learned of |
their intention and came from New
York to prevent it. According to the
reports of the locnl dealers to eity of-|
ficinla the Hearst apents uszed threats
after argument fajled. Loeal deslers
told eity officials that the men threat-
ened to distribute newspapers free in
Englewood if the dealers quit handliug
Hearst papers,

“But despite the prospect of having
their own business hurt the local deal-
¢rs cancelled orders for Hearst's publi-
eations,” said Mayor Blake to-day,

“"Perhavns the only thing that pre-
vented the Hearst agents from making
good their threat was the fact that in
order to distribue papers in Englewood
they must have a pedler's licenza,

“They will never get licenses if | can
legally prevent it. The local dealers
quit handling Hearst’s publications be-
cause they considered it their duty as
loyal Americans to do 0. And now the
people of Englewood will stand by their
newsdealers to the limit "

RUTHERFORD, N. J,, June 12.—The
refusal of the Passaic Newsdealers’
Association to discontinue the aale of
Hearst newspapers has apparently
made Rutherford citizens more deter-
mined than ever to keep the Hearst
publications out of their city.

Rutherford is at the edge of Passaic,
and members of the Passaic Newsdeal-
ers’ Association control the news-
stands in Rutherford. Members of the
association have assumed the position
that selling newspapers is a matter
of business with them, and they will
von\inuc to sell Hearst's publications
4s long ns there are customers for
them,

W. L. Crandsll, & resident of Ruther-
ford, who is in business at 346 Broad-
wauy, asserted yesterday that the at-
titude of the newadealers of Passaic
had only given impetus to the move-
ment to bar Hearst journals from
Rutherford. He predicted that Ruth-
erford citizens would have a news-
stand mot selling Hearst papers which
they could patronize, if they had to
&tart one themselves, In the mean-
time, he reported, citizens were usin
every means to keep down the sale o
those publications at the stunds which
have refused to discontinue their dis-
tribution.

Strike on Subway
Menaces Tunnel |
Unde.r East River

Flood, Which Is Possible,
Would Cost City Thou-

sands of Dollars

The cessationg of construction work |
on the new subways has led to danger-

aus eonditions at various points in the
work, particularly on the new tunnels,
which might easily result in accidents
with the attendant loss of thousands
of dollars to the eity, according to
reports of the Publie Service Commis-
sion engineers,

One report from the chief engineer
of the commission in regard to the
critical condition of the compressed
air tunnel work on the Sixtieth Street
tunnel running under the East River
to Queens prompted Chairman Oscar
. Btraus to send for Mathew I\'lcCon-l
ville, chairman of the committee of the |
striking laborers, and arrange for suf-
ficient laborers to return to the tunnel
to protect the work, {

Mr. MeConville ecalled at Chairman|
Straus’s office and at the latter's re-
quest promised to see that sufficient
men remsined on the tunnel job for
the preservation of the property. !

The Sixtieth Street tunnel is one of |
the important links in the new sub-|
Wiy bsystem,
under the highest air pressure ever
used under the East River, with one!
exception, The bottom of the tunnel|
a1 its deepest points is 110 feet beneath |
tae surface®of the water, and it was |
necesgary to place a false bottom of |
rip-rap and clay for a considerable dis-
tance mlong its route. It was pointed
out that if a break should occeur and
the tunnel be flooded a loss amounting
to thousands of dollars would be in-
curred and the final completion of the
work set back indefinitely.

MecConville and other labor leaders
stated to Chairman Straus that while
there is no Eresent prospect’of a set-
tlement of the strike, they appreciated
the danger and great loss the city
might suffer and had no desire to in-
volve the city in any unnecessary logs.

Two German U-boats took part in the

Isinking of the American transport
| President Lincoln, sailed among the

lifcboats erowded with survivers for
three hours and took off an American
officer as captive, according to the
stories of rescucd suilors, who reached

| an Atlantic port last night. .
The survivors reached this country

without any previous announcement of
their coming, and it was only when they
had reached their homes that their
stories were made public. The men
said that it was 9@ o'clock in the morn-
ing of May 31 when they saw the wakes
of two torpedoes at the same time,

Almaost simultaneously the two dead-
Iy mizsles found their mark, one fore of
the engine compartment, the other aft.
Whether both shots were fired by the
same submarine, or by the pair discov-
cred later, no one could tcll.l

The men took te the lifeboats
perfect order, the survivors said.

Submarines Bob Up

It was while they were in the life-
boats that the submarine, hitherto in-|

visible, popped into sight. First one
snowed a periscope, then the second
one, The men in the hoats were sing-
ing, “The Gang's All Here,” rejoicing
ut the foct that almost all ef them
had been able to get away
when their glee was brought to an
abrupt halt by the hail of the U-boat
commander.

“Where is your captain?' he shouted,
As no one could or would tell him
witere the Lincoln’s commander was,

the hifebosts and life-rafts for several
hours, peering at their occupants in
hope of recognizing the captain in this
way,

Giving up the quest finally as hope-

less, the U-boat, according to the sur-
vivors, came alongside one of the boats
and took off Lieutenant Ismacs, who
happened to be the highest officer in it.
That was the last seen of the Ameri-
can, according to the survivors. He
was seen to disappear inside the con-
ning tower of the undersea boat, which
then submerged.

Charles McLaughlin, of 4 Palisade:
Avenue, Yonkers, one of the seamen,
said last night:

"I was able to get aboard one of the
lifeboats when the Lincoln was hit, For
three hours, while we stood by, one of |

U. SClerk Seize
In Search for
Russian Jewels

Dispatch Box From Copen-
hagen Legation Found
in His Room

DALLAS, Tex., June 12—Silliman
Evans, Texas newspaper man and for-

 mer clerk in the Ameriean Legation at

Copenhagen, was remanded to jail
late to-day in defuylt of $5,000 bail
after having been I1n  custody of
Federai officers since Tuesday on
charges of smuggling. A small box
bearing the Copenhagen iegation seal
for which Federal authorities have
searching in conneetion with
the suspected smuggling of Russian
crown jewels into this country, was
found ‘to-day in Evans’s apartmenta.
The box, it is said, contained several
undelivered letters addresseq to vari-
ous governmeintal departments at
Washington., Evans’s hearing was set
for June 2a,

Evans went to Copenhagen last De-
cember in the capacity of clerk to the
legation. Owing to ill health, he re-
signed and only recently returned to
Dallas, Judge Barry Miller, counsel
for Evans, said to-day his client is
desirous of returning to New York
immediately to assist the povernment
in the alleged smuggling case. To
that end he urged that his client’s hear-
ing be advanced as much as possible.

Evana, according to Federal officials,
admits he met on the boat coming to
New York one of two men now under
arrest in the East in conneetion with
the Russian crown jewels smuggling
case, and became friendly with him. Ha
has no knowledge of that case, he says.

Judge Miller issued the following
statement in behalf of Evans:

“The arrest of Mr. Evans in Dallas
wag cauged by the filing of & warrant
in New York City. When he left Co-
genhagen to return to the United

tates an attaché in the office asked
him to bring a box to the United
States, the box to be left in Washing-
ton. When Mr, Evans arrived in New
York, in the rush of getting back to
Texas, the box was checked with his
other baggage to Texas, and it was
through carelessness that the box has
not been sent on to Washington. Mr.
Evans did not open the box—does not
know now and did not know when the
box was handed to him what it con-
tained.” |

Jewels Continues

WASHINGTON, June 12.—It was|
said at the State Department tiat the
first information received there that
Evans had severed his connection with
the legation at Copenhagen was when
he arrived in this ecountry. He .was
appointed last December from Texas. |

Officials of the Stute Department de- |
nied knowledge of any connection of
an attaché of the American legation
at Stoekholm with a plot to smuggle
fewels into the United States. It is

elieved, however, that inquiries con-!
cerning the Stockholm attaché may he
made of the State Department by cus-
toms officera who are still at work
upon the smuggling plot. The wife of
the Btockholm attaché, who is in this
country, is said to have received jew-
els. Two pearl necklaces that are be-
ligved to have srarted upon their sur-
reptitions journey to the United States
are not to be found.
