Facts and Fancies

Sign of the Times
THIS week, for the first time since last football season, wo hap¬

pened to get n first hand view of the athletic activities of
some of our sailors and observe the enthusiasm with which

they have taken up sport. Upon the beautiful, rolling lawn of the
Château Laurier, on City Island, which lies near the Pelham Bay
Naval Training Station, some two hundred or more sailors were

gathered for a field day.
The events apparently were being run under the auspices of

the Young Men's Christian Association, as two omnipresent young
gentlemen, in the swagger uniform of that service, with red triangles
upon their sleeves and coats with turndown collars, seemed to have
more to say than any one.excepting a United States Navy ensign.
as to what would be done now and what would be done next.

The first event our party saw was one in which a medicine ball
is thrown backward over the head. A medicine ball is a large,
leather-covered sphere, weighing fifteen pounds or more, and, like
all large, bulbous articles, it is not easily handled. Anyhow, our

white-suited sailors did not find it so.

The art of throwing the ball over the head, in addition to

strength, is to toss it neither too high nor too low. In either case
distance is sacrificed for altitude, or lack of it, and, of course, like
putting the shot, throwing the hammer, heaving the 56-pound weight,
etc., distance is the important or, anyhow, the winning thing.

In the majority, we can safely say, our young tars were inept
or unathletic at throwing the medicine ball. A large number of
them lost their balance and fouled, thus nullifying their effort, and
others tossed the ball almost perpendicularly or held it too long and
bounced it on the ground nearer their heels than the Young Men's
Christian Association field judges, who stood some distance behind
them with measuring tape.

At length one tall, slim sailor, getting perfect rhythm into his
toss and, as importantly, retaining his feet after it, whirled the
yellow spheroid forty-three feet over the grass, and generous cheers
proclaimed that he had won.

The Tug-of-War
THE next event we chanced to see was a modified tug-of-war, in

which a dozen sailors on each side were lined up twenty feet'
on both sides of a rope stretched across the lawn. At a given sig¬
nal.a gunshot from the businesslike looking revolver sported by
the ensign.the young jackies rushed for the rope, and upon attaining
it began tugging for dear life toward the direction whence they
had come.

This was somewhat like the conflict that ensues when two foot¬
ball lines charge each other, save that in this victory rested in the
pull instead of the push. We are inexpert in the matter of a tug-
of-war or a modified tug, but it appeared to us that this game is
somewhat severe upon a portion of dress known a» the seat of the
trousers. Invariably, when one side sensed that it was losing, its
members promptly sat down upon the grass and compelled the op¬
position to pull it over the line to gain victory, struggling every inch
of the way and causing great friction between the seat of the white
trousers and the green grass, quite to the disadvantage and dis¬
coloration of the former. We understand the sailors wash their
own suits.

Being, as we have intimated, uninitiated in the inside tactics
of the tug-of-war, we presume that we are wrong when we hazard
the opinion that the slight incline of the lawn had something to do
with the repetitive victories of the side which had this downhill
advantage, which was easily perceptible from the side lines. At any
rate, the team that pulled down hill always won, and we immediately
made up our mind that if we ever should captain a tug-of-war team,
or become a member of one, we should maintain a sharp lookout for
a slight incline upon which to put forth our best efforts.

»

Boxing Attracts Most Interest
HpHE three-round boxing bouts were objects of great interest.
¦*- They projected in enthusiasm and ambition what they ob¬
viously lacked in science. Still, we felt certain that any German of
equal poundage would have been given' all the entertainment he
cared to handle at the hands of any one of the six boys who slugged
one another about the lawn of the Château Laurier.

The first bout was between two lightweights, whose names, re¬

spectively, seemed to be Mac and Bill. Mac was small and red
haired; Bill taller and less excitable. Mac fought on the principle
that a man should sacrifice everything, including caution, in the hope
of landing one gorgeous knockout punch, while Bill was content to
jab away, roll up points and fight like a wildcat when forced to
close quarters.

Personally, we thought Bill won all the way, which shows how
a man's critical faculties are misdirected by beholding professional
bouts at Madison Square Garden, for when the ensign held aloft
the hand of each man in turn, seeking cheers to indicate the winner,
Mac's friends made such a to-do about it that the layman's impres¬
sion v/ould have been that the red-haired sailor won easily, which
was not the case.

The second bout was between a Jew and an Irishman, each
weighing about 170 pounds. Mike, as they callod him, began with
a wild brandishing of fists that made the immediate future of his
opponent look dubious, Mike lost some of this belligerent flourish
when the Jewish sailor twice hit him flush on the jaw with full
right swings. Indeed, toward the end of the round Mike had cooled
down to that stage where it was not beneath his dignity to clinch
and save himself, and if he had been at Madison Square Garden
Fred Hawthorne probably would have technically described his
condition as being "out on his feet."

Between rounds they restored Mike, who had been bleeding at
the nose, to somewhat of his pristine self, or a fair imitation, but he
had all he could do to weather the ensuing two rounds. All through
the bout the Jewish sailor fought with great singleness of purpose,
never smiling nor heeding the remarks cast his way, while Mike
seemed to think it incumbent on him to exchange pleasantries with
the gallery. But at the end of the bout both smiled, and the Jewish
sailor kissed Mike on the ear, which shows how the practice of
bestowing French war medals on our men is influencing their eti¬
quette.

The Fighting Heart

THE third bout was even stormier and bloodier. A long-geared,
blond sailor who weighed more than 200 pounds, fought a squat-

built, dark haired youth, who carefully described his weight as "two
hundred and nine pounds and three-quarters."

The long-geared, good looking blond had a very nifty left mitt,
with which he constantly goaded his opponent, who had more of the
fighting heart than anything else. As usual in such matches, the
bout hadn't proceeded in orderly, approved method more than five
seconds before the overmatched brunette resorted to the old practice
of out-and-out slugging. This deprived the blond of the natural ad¬
vantage accruing to his left hand, and both the referee and he tried
to restore some of the accepted order of milling without much success.

In the second round the long-geared blond cut his opponent over
the «ye with a swordlike thrust of his left, and some of the specta¬
tors were in favor of terminating the bout. They did, in fact, pull a

"short bell" on the round to save further punisftment, but the bru¬
nette, unmindful of the cut» insisted on boxing the third and final
round. This he did with such a saturnine expression and so much
action that he held his rival fairly even, if clumsily so, and, sur¬

prisingly enough, at the conclusion of the bout there were many who
thought he was entitled to the decision. That was another chance
for the study of psychology.

New York Dealers Will Hear
Government Orders to

Them in War Time

Automobile dealers of this section
will meet on Monday at Reisenweber's
to hear F. W. A. Vesper, president of
the National Automobile Dealers' As¬
sociation, outline the recommendations
approved by the Commercial Economics
Board at Washington for the conduct
of motor car dealers in wartime. The
officials at Washington made the rec¬
ommendations some time ago, leavingit to the dealers to adjust their busi¬
ness accordingly. If not carried out bythe dealers voluntarily the governmentwill take its own measures to enforce
the suggestions.
The primary object is to release as

many men as possible of the trained jmechanical type for war service. In a
story which appeared June 3 in The
Tribune the estimate was made that as
many as 30,000 men would be so re¬
leased.
The recommendations made to this

end are:
Elimination of unnecessary service,which would free many men.
Elimination of all Sunday and nightservice, except on cars used for com-

mefcial purposes.
Education of mechanics, so that a

greater number of new men will betrained in the handling of internal com-bustion engines and motors.
Education of automobile owners in

making minor repairs and adjustments,instead of depending on service sta-
tions for such minor work.
Establishment of cash basis to elimi-

nato clerical help and office main-
tenance.
Economies in the use of fuel andlubricants and reduction in demonstra-tions and similar uses of cars which itha« been necessary for the dealersthemselves to maintain and to keep outof more necessary general use.

Dodge Row With
Woman, Advises

Justice Ford
Judge Lauda U. S. Chivalry in

Refusing to Set Aside
Assault Verdict

Justice Ford, in the Supreme Court,'yesterday delivered a brief address on
the subject, of chivalry and the
equality of women in the United States,which country, the justice said, is
woman's paradise."
"1 do not think much of a man who

would use violence toward a woman, no
matter how great the provocation," said
ustice Ford.

No woman could have
a physical encounter with mo unless:
she could show herself a better runner
than I am. One of the things the Huns
have slurred us about is our goodnesstc and extreme consideration for
woman. I thank God th_t the UnitedStates is woman's paradise. It is the
best evidence of our civilization and
of our preeminence among nations."

This judicial comment was called
fcrth by a motion by Edward Devlin
to set aside a verdict for $250 which
Mrs. Anna Kennedy obtained againsthim in a suit charging assault.
Counsel for Devlin told Justice Ford

that he should not consider the sex
of the plaintiff, as she was the ag-
gresaor, and since women were given
the franchise they shouli be treated1
the same as men.
"Your application i_ denied," said

.1 ustice Ford. "I cannot believe that
Tou feel as you talk concerning women.
Supposing they have Veen granted
political equality, they are entitled to
it."

Naturalized German
Seized as Enemy

Prisoner Charged With Try¬
ing to Aid Teutons
Through Mexico

PITTSBURGH, June 28..Henry S.
Bubenheim, a naturalized German, and
president of a truck and tie manu¬
facturing concern here, was arrested
late to-day by Federal officials. He is
being held pending trial of a suit filed
against him by United States Attorneys
E. Lowry Humes and Daniel W. Horn
to revoke his citizenship.
The petition, filed by Federal officials

to-day, alleges that Bubenheim recent-
ly directed a young inventor, of Pitts¬
burgh, to take a new style gas bomb
to the German Consul General in Mex¬
ico and that he attempted to contract
with the Carbon Steel Company, of this
city, for the manufacture of a steel
truck, used to transport 'artillery, in¬
vented by him. The trucks were to
have been shipped to Germany through
Mexico.
Bubenheim, the petition says, came

to this country from Germany in 1888.
He was naturalized in 1895, and the pe¬
tition filed to-day avers that he fraudu¬
lently and illegally obtained his citizen¬
ship papers. In event the court re¬
vokes Bubenheim's citizenship, he will
be interned as an enemy alien, Federal
officials say.
