Flag Will Be Given
To Police of Paris

Patriotic Ceremonies To Be
Held AH Over the

Country

Wherever an American and n French¬

man meet on July 14, whether it be

back of the lines, during a lull in the

fighting, or in army camps here or

on the streets of Paris or New York,

greetings will be exchanged in honor

of the great day of French freedom

which the United States has chosen

this year to make their own.

From across the seas have come mes¬

sages that American soldiers expect to

join in the celebration of Bastille Day,
just as their French comrades observed

Independence Pay. More than two

hundred communities in this country
have signified their intention of pay¬

ing homage to France. Seven Gov¬

ernors of states have recotrnized offi¬
cially the préparations which their

people are planning for Sunday. The
fervor with which the proposal of a

reciprocal fête to celebrate French in-
dependence has been received in the
United States indicates that there

probably will be no hamlet on Sunday
next which does not pause to remem-

ber the significance of July 14 to.

France and to the world.

Many Celebrations Here¬

in New York City there will be cele-
brations lasting throughout the entire
day, from the early morning church ser¬

vices to the close of the monster fes¬
tival to he held in the ever ing in
Madison Square Garden. A proclama¬
tion issued yesterday by Mayor Hylan
placed New York officially in the Bas¬
tille Day celebration. It is the re¬

quest of che .Mayor that all citizens
of New York celebrate Sunday as a day
of rejoicing and acknowledgment of
the common cause in which the Allies
are engaged. He directed that the flag
of France be displayed upon public
buildings, and he called up citizens to
hang beiide the American flag the
French tricolor.
During ail celebrations of which the

committee on allied tribute to France
has been notified there will be air¬
plane manoeuvres. The airplanes will
be under the direction of the French
aviator Captain 0. J. Poyriven, who
has planned the most elaborate flying
stunts yet seen in New York.
In the evening a public demonstra¬

tion will be held at Madison SquareGarden, with the Ambassadors of
Prance, Italy and England as speakers,with music by the famous Garde Ré¬
publicaine and the Pelman Bay bands,with a pafeeant in which soldiers, sail¬
ors and marines of the Allies will par¬ticipate, and with singing by Lieutenant
Lucian Muratore.

At the (¡arden celebration DeputyPolice Commissioner Rodman Wana-
maker will present to the New York
City Police Reserves a flag similar tothe one which Lafayette presented to
Washington. At the same time he will
present to the police of Paris a hand¬
some French flag. While he and the
police reserves are enacting one-halfof a tableau here in token of this
presentation, the French police will be
completing the tableau.-* in the ParisPrefecture with appropriate cere¬monies.

Senate Calls Upon America
To Make French Holiday Ours

WASHINGTON, July 12..The United States Senate to-day unan¬
imously adopted the following revolution, introduced by Senator Walsh,of Montana:

'"WHEREAS, The people and government of France have ex¬
pressed their friendship fr r the United States by celebrating our
national holiday, the Fourth of July; and

"WHEREAS, The 14th of July, France's national holiday, is
similar in meaning to our 4th of July; and

"WHEREAS, It is fitting that the American people should
express its appreciation for the celebration in France of our Inde¬
pendence Day and its admiration for the sublime courage with
which the people of France has for nearly four years defended the
liberties of the world and give voice to the unalterable determi¬
nation of America to support the common cause of free nations
to the utmost limits of our resources;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
"RESOLVED, That the Senate and House of Representatives

of the United States of America, in Congress assembled, hereby
tender the fraternal greetings of the American people to the peo¬
ple and government of France and urge all citizens of the United
States to observe the national holiday of France, the 14th of July,
as a mark of special regard for our ally.

"FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Secretary of State be
directed to transmit a copy of this resolution to the government of
the French Republic."

Drug Association
Accused of Plot to
Stifle Competition

Trade Commission Says
Non-Members Were De¬
nied Recognition by

Organization

WASHINGTON, July 12, Conspiracy
with the purpose and effect of stifling
competition in the wholesale drug trade
was charged by the Federal Trade Com-
mission in a complaint to-day against
the National Wholesale Druggists' As¬
sociation, the Title Guaranty and Trust
Company, of New York, the organiza¬
tion's treasurer, and numerous indi¬
viduals, including the association's
officers.

Verbal and written notices are al¬
leged to have been given to manufact¬
urers that certain customers or pro¬
spective customers were not entitled to
recognition as legitimate jobbers, ac¬

cording to the association's definition.
Other means said to have been used
were the appointment of committees to
confer with manufacturers or owners
for the purpose of influencing them to
adopt sales methods in harmony with
the policies of the National Wholesale
Druggists' Association; written and
verbal notice given by the secretary ofthe association to manufacturers that
competitors not members of the asso¬ciation were selling below the net pricenamed by manufacturers for resale;the compilation and distribution amongmanufacturers and wholesalers of listsof "legitimate" jobbers, and influence
on varioifd iocal associations of drugjobbers and wholesalers to adoptpolicies in harmony with the policies ofthe National Wholesale Druggists As¬sociation.

War Tax Curtails
Travel, Not Shows!

Treasury Benefits $4,524,900
in May From Pleasure
Seeking Americans

WASHINGTON, July 12. The Amer-i
ican people are spending slightly more
for amusements but less for travel
as the war progresses. This fact is
revealed in a comparison of the May
receipts of taxes collected by the In-¡
ternul Revenue Bureau, which were
made public to-day with the receipts
for previous months. W.ir taxes from
all sources collected in May amounted
to $123,396,104.
Taxes collected during May by the

10 per cent charge on admission to the-
at res, concerts, cabarets an 1 like places
amounted to $4,524,996, indicating that
the American people spent approxi¬
mately $45,000,1)00 on amusements dur¬
ing the month. In February taxes lrom
the same sources totalled $3,708,000,indicating an expenditure oi approxi-tnately $37,000,000.
The 8 per cent tax on passengerfares during May yielded $3,723,920,which shows that approximately $46,-549,000 was spent in travelling during,the month. During February the same

tax raised for the Treasury, $4,465,200,]representing expenditures for travellingof $55,820,000.

Princeton Students
Show How an Army
Can Be Camouflaged
PRINCETON, N. J., July 12.- French,

British and American army officers to¬
day gave the first public exhibition of
landscape target work in muskety prac-
tice, introduced in the Reserve Officers'
training school here three weeks ago.
This method of training officers in
musketry efficiency is a French inven¬
tion and has been adopted universallyin the officers' training courses of the
French, British and Italian armies.
The exhibition, which took place in

the new armory, was attended by Pres¬
ident John G. Hibben of Princeton
University, members of the facultyand the board of trustees and manyFrench, British and American officers.
The students worked with a paintedlandscape of generous proportions,showing the natural colors of fields,woods and other objects of nature.
"It is camouflage applied to armies

after a thorough study of battlefield
colors," said Captain A. Dibrell, of the
Reserve Officers' Training Corps."Troops stationed agi-inst a backgroundof certain color are virtually invisi¬
ble."
The corps was reviewed by the Allied

officers, and the new trenches in Poe
Field named in honor uf Johnny Poe,killed in nction.were christened, each
trench bearing the name of a Princeton
man slain in the war.
The exercises were reviewed by Lieu¬

tenant Paul do Fourmestreaux, French
instructor in the Princeton Reserve Offi¬
cers' Training Corps; General J. C.
Bradley, U. S. A.; Major Dunlap, MajorSimpson, of the British army, and Cap¬tain Roussel, Commander Toujan andGeneral Vignai, of the French army.President Hibben announced thatthirty-five Princeton men had giventheir lives in the European war and
forty had been decorated for bravery.

Lutherans in America
To Adjust Differences

Merger of Three Branches of
the Faith Is Considered

Likely
ATLANTIC CITY, July 12..Decisionsof importance to the 1,300,000 Luther¬

ans in the United States and Canada
were reached to-day by the three com¬
missions, representing the threebranches of the faith, who were au¬thorized to compromise any differences
which appeared in the way of bringingabout a merger under the title of theUnited Lutheran Church of America.
Adjustments were secured beforethe conclusion of deliberations whichlooked to the merging of churches and

parishes where they overlapped each
other.
A jubilee celebrating the event willbe held in New York City on Novem¬ber 12, when final plans will be per¬fected within the new organization.

Indicted Banker Gives Bail
William H. Rose Is Accused of

Larceny of $29,000
William II. Rose, secretary-treasurerof the Broadway Savings Institution,5 Park Place, who was arrested a week

ago, charged with the grand larceny of
$29,000 from the bank, was indicte«! bythe grand jury ycBterday. Rose was
arraigned before Judge Mulqueen inchambers and was released in $15,000bail.

Rose is charged with the theft of
$29,000, which, it is said, he took from
the vaults of the institution and lost
in speculation. At the time of his ar¬
rest his bail was furnished by John J.
Lyon, former candidate for Sheriff, whoappeared in court when Rose was ar-
rested yesterday.
The missing money, District Attor¬

ney Swann's investigation showed, wastaken from a «lozen envelopes, in one
of which was found a cheek made byJohn J. Lyon to the order of WilliamH. Rose for $5,700. This check was
dated April 29 and protested July 9.

Because' of this discovery Mr. Swannasked the court to demand anotherbondsman besides Lyon, and bail wasfurnished by George Noakes, a down¬
town restaurateur. Lyons declared
thut the check in question would be
used as one of the strong links in the
case for the defence.

Rose, after his arrest, was arraignedin the Tombs ns William II. Ryan, and
it was not until last Monday, a week
later, that his real identity was dis¬
closed.

War Opens Places
For Old Men to Do
"Bit" for Victory

Labor Board Says Women
Should Not Be Used

in Night Positions

Plenty of Vacancies
Girls Put Under Ban for Many
Jobs Where Elderly Males

Can Be Employed

A plea for the widespread employ-]
ment of older men, between thirty-i
eight and fifty years of age, was con-jtained in a resolution adopted ycster-1day by the National War Labor Policies
Board, of which Felix Frankfurter is
chairman.
The greater part of the statement

was taken up with the problem of how
best to engage women in industry to
take the part of young men who are

being withdrawn for military purposes
at the rate of a quarter of a million
a month.

Floor walkers, soda water and drugclerks, cashiers and accountants are
some of the men who could be easilyreplaced by women, according to theboard's findings. Among the occupa-tion.s they found unsuitable for the'
gentler sex were jobs in barrooms and
saloons, in poolrooms, in and aboutmines, smelters and quarries and in
glass works.

Against Girl Messengers
Girls under twenty-one, in addition.;should not be employed in the follow¬

ing occupations because of their youththe board recommends:
Public messenger service, in street

cars, elevated and subway transporta¬tion service, as elevator operators, and
as bellhops in hotels or as clerks.
Where older women are employed inthese places regulations concerninghours of labor, night work and health

conditions should be strictly enforced,while mothers of young children should
be discouraged from trying to engagein such and other war industries.

Would Employ Men
"Older men should be more generallyemployed," the statement reads. "They,constitute a largely unused labor re¬

serve. In the past, they have been
considered superannuated at early
ages. It is estimated that since the
war began the maximum age of engag¬ing men has advanced ten to twelve
years; that is, from about thirty-eightto fifty years.

"It has been found that tasks can be
graded for these workers according to
their strength, and that work unsuit¬
able for women, especially at night,
can be performed by men. In manytrades their experiences is an asset
which offsets less physical strength.!Thus the productive power of this
large class, now wasted, cm be utilized.
"The needs of the country requirethe united efforts of all classes of

workers in accordance with their ca-
pacities, and to maintain the stand-
ards and conditions of labor set up by!the government is, in the words of
President Wilson, 'indispensable to
the nation's full productive efficiency.'";

5,000 Are Caught in
Chicago Slacker Net

Theatres, Hotels, Cafes and
Dance Halls Searched; New

York Man Shot
CHICAGO, July 12. The round up

by Federal agents and the police of al-
leged slackers and unregistered aliens,
which has brought to various police
stations nearly 5,000 men, continued
to-day. Railroad stations, steamship
docks, theatres, hotels, poolrooms, res¬
taurants and other public places were
searched. About 400 were compelledto spend the night in jail.There was great excitement at the
Municipal Pier Dance Hall when the
investigators appeared. Virtually all
of the several hundred men dancers
were of draft age and the majority had
failed to bring their registration cards,When the separation of couples began
sonic of the young women screamed
and two fainted.
The one serious incident was the

shooting by a government agent of
Helga Gustavson. lie attempted to es-
cape from the officers, who wished to
examine his New York card more
closely. He is in a critical condition.

Labor Board to Fix
A Minimum Wage

Decision Also Expected to Set
Basic Day for Labor¬

ers in U. S.
(Special Dispatch to The Tribune)

WASHINGTON, July 12. -In hand¬
ing down decisions in two labor con¬

troversies to-day the National War La¬
bor Board indicated that it is about to
pass generally on the questions of a
basic day and a minimum living wage.
The probabilities are- that it will de-

clan: for general observance of an
eight-hour day and that it will estab¬
lish a minimum wage for unskilled la¬
bor of somewhere around *1() rents an
hour. The eight-hour «lay lias been
discounted in advance, but the mini¬
mum wage as a national measure will
be something novel, though held in
many quarters to be of more social
importance than an eight-hour day. It
will bo something new in American
public, policy.
The case that caused tin* board to

announce that it is considering a gen¬
eral minimum wage was that of some
plants at Waynesboro, Penn., where
some of the men struck for 30 cents an
hour. They had been getting 22. The
board gave" them 40.
The measure of the minimum wag.',

the board states, must be such a sum
as will er.able the laborer and his fam¬
ily to subsist in health and reasonable
comfort. The eight-hour forecast
arises from the board's order in favor
of the eight-hour day in th«: dispute
between the Worthington Pump and
Machinery Company and its employes
in niants at Fast Cambridge, Mass., and
Buffalo, N. Y.

Broker Must Pay Wife
$2,000 for Counsel Fee
Mrs. Rawson Underhill Says
Husband, Who Gives Her
$700 a Month, Is Cruel

Justice Pendleton yesterday granted
Mrs. Rawson Underhill $2.000 for coun¬

sel fees in her separation suit. Her
husband is a member of the Stock Ex¬
change. Mrs. Underhill did not ask
for temporary alimony, as her husband
has been allowing her $700 a month
since they parted. While this amount
is inadequate for her proper support,
said the plaintiff, she will defer her ap¬
plication for alimony until after the
trial. The couple have three children,
whose support is also included in the
allowance.

Mrs. Underbill charged her husband
with cruelty. She said that she accu¬
mulated a substantial sum of money,
but lost it in operations advised by Mr.
Underhill.

Mr. Underhill denied the charges and
alleged that she and their daughter
were too extravagant. He said be¬
sides paying Mrs. Underhill $700 a
month he had permitted her to occupy
his house in West Seventy-sixth Street
and that he is paying many of the ex¬
penses of th«; establishment. He said
that he authorized his daughter, who
is soon to be married, to spend $1,200
on her trousseau and send him the bill.
Mr. Underhill sa.d she contracted a
bill of several thousand dollars.

Metal Bed Makers Agree
To Lower Price for U. S.

WASHINGTON. July 12. Davenport
and metal bed makers have reached a
tentative agreement with the War In¬
dustries Board to reduce their styles
of beds to thirty and patterns of daven¬
ports to twenty.
