WASHINGTON, July 16.—Govern-
ment demand for steel has reached such
proportions, it was learned to-day, be-
cause of the prowth of the war pro-
gramme, that oflicials of the War In-
dustries Hoard fear present sources of
supply soon will prove inadequate.

Action wag taken at to-day's meeting
of the hoard to prevent steel from find-
ing ita way, through reselling, to indus-
tries not holding war contracta. Manu-
facturers were warned thut those who
have obtained stesl on priority orders
for war work and later were found to
be reselling it to non-war manufact-
urers would have their supply cut off,
This practice has been in vogue, the
board learned.

All private consumers of steel and
steel products may be required to sub-
mit. sworn inventories of their stocks
on hand, Mary manufacturers had ab-
tained large quantitics of egteel before
the government took econtrol of the en-
tire output, it was found. Dy means
