Hot Weather, Here and There

THE majority of our tourists never fail to assure me that St.
Louis is tho hottest town in the United States; and maybe
it is, next to New York. I think there are more things here

to make you hot. Still, Los Angeles never will have to take off its
thermometer to any one. It was pretty hot out there. 1 remember
one day when an asphalt paved street melted and ran pell moll down
hill and out into th3 country, carrying with it a lot of Fords and
peanut wagons. In those days a Ford could do anything but swim.
I understand the newer ones can do that. A citizens' committee was
organized to go out and bring back the street, but it melted, too. Yes,
it was pretty hot out there.

If worst came to worst in St. Louis one could always sleep in the
bathtub. One had only to half fill the tub with cold water. The great
danger in this lay in the fact that during the night the water might
begin to boil and fatally scald the sleeper. Still, those of us who
tried it knew there was small chance of one sleeping in a tub. Per¬
sonally, I never saw an asphalt street melt in St. Louis, but I can't
say the same for a keg of.say, Budweiser!

El Paso is one of the few towns I know where the heat goes to the
feet; that is, exclusively to the feet. The rare air I suppose ac¬
counts for that. A man might be comfortable as you please north of
his hip pockets, but the heat and the sidewalks certainly evened up on

his feet. Feet in El Paso on a hot day are either fried or boiled. The
advantage in the first is that it is not necessary to remove the foot
with the shoe.

Sidewalk Cooking
T HAVE heard it said that you could fry an egg on the sidewalk in
¦*¦ El Paso, but no one ever made much of that. 1 did know a man
who was proud of the fact that he once baked an angel's cake on the
etone steps leading to his veranda. ,

Hawaiians Are
Ready for Huge
Aquatic Meet

Under the auspices.of the American
Red Cross, Duke Kahanamoku, the cel¬
ebrated Hawaiian swimmer and Olym¬piad champion, will compete in New
York on August 7. He will be accom¬panied here by his two Hawaiian swim¬ming companions, Harold Kruger, backstroke champion, and Clarence Lane.Arrangements have just been com¬pleted by the Winter Pool managementat Brighton Beach to bring the famousPacific Islander here and to presenthim and his companions with the
strongest competition that can be of¬fered them at present, in New York.To that end the tentative programmefor the Brighton Beach meet calls for
a 220-yard swim between Kahanamokuand Leo Giebel, the sensationalsprinter of the New York AthleticClub. In the fifty-yard swim Lane willin all probability meet Hal Vollmer, ofthe New York Athletic Club, who is
now instructing at the Naval AuxiliaryReserve School at Pelham. The speedyN. Y. A. G natntor already has signi¬fied a willingness to meet Lane if hefeels he can do justice to himself.
Kruger, the back stroke champion,who recently lowered Harry Hebner'smark for the 100 metres in a race atChicago, will swim any one in the

metropolitan district who ha.> a recordof not faster than 1:10 for the 100
yards, his opponent to swim free styleand Kruger back stroke.
That Kahanamoku is quite himself

this season was indicated recentlyin Chicago, when he tore off sixtyyards in 25.1 seconds, thereby lower¬
ing the record for this distance by four
and four-fifths seconds. There is also
in contemplation a race at 440 yards
to be swum probably between Krugerand John Zimloch, of the New York
Athletic Club.

In addition to their competitive
swimming, the nawaiiar.s, who have
contributed many dollars *o the Rec
Cross fund on their present tour, sing
ami play the ukalele and offer a varied
programme of water sports after the
competition. Inasmuch as Kahanamo¬
ku has not been seen in New York City
in several yeats, it is anticipated that
his appearance will be especially wel¬
comed. Kahanamoku, by the way, is
probably the only celebrated athletic
champion to make a specialty of knit¬
ting. Ho already has knit a sweater
for President Wilson, and other prod¬
ucts of his handiwork have been
turned over to the Red Cross.
The tank in which the Hawaiians will

swim at Brighton Beach is one of the
fastest in the country. Charlotte
Boyle, who recently made a tour of the
country, said lust week that she ex¬

pected many new records in swimming
would be made at Brighton Reach this
summer, as the new seventy-se ven-foot
salt water tank is the fastest she ever
has swum in, with less backwash than
is combated against in smaller and
narrower indoor pools.

Used Car Prices Advancing
EquallyWith Higher Charges

for the New Machines

It. is really remarkable how the

prices of used-cars are holding up until
one realizes how much the prices of new
cars have advanced in the past eighteen
months. There are some machines
which are selling at close to double
what they brought less than two years
ago, and advances that represent 50
per cent of the original charges are
far from rare. It is hardly to be won-
dered, therefore, that used car prices
are ranging high, for each price in¬
crease on a new machine has its effect
upon the second-hand ones of the like
series or something approaching it.
For instance, there are some used

cars which are to-day bringing a little
more than they did this time a year i
ago. The ordinary laws of deprecia-
tion appear to have been suspended
for the benefit of the used car men.
The greatest trouble in the way of

used car men is the impossibility of
getting adequate mechanical help to
put these second-hand cars into good
shape. With the best intentions in
the world, many of these machines are
going out "overlooked" rather than
"overhauled."

But if the business keeps up as it
has been for the past few months, and
Fifth Avenue continues to exert it's
siren influence over the new car men,
we may expect to see Broadway, from
end to end of the "Row," a solid front
of establishments of the second-hand
car men, dealers in used, rebuilt, ex¬
changed, renewed or what you will
automobiles.

Genesee Valley
Is Mecca for
War Horses

Cavalry Remounts To Be
Exhibited at Livingston
County Fair, Sept. 25

AVON, N. Y., July 22..Members of
Uncle Sam's official household havingto do with the production of cavalry
remounts will be invited to attend the
Livingston County Fair on September-I 25 at this point by Mrs. Herbert Wads-
worth, who is president of this organi¬
zation as well as of the Genesee Val¬
ley Breeders' Association, which is do-
ing so much for tha improvement of
the general purpose horse of this ic-
ßion. IThe Genesee Valley, with its virgin
pastures .watered by never failing
springs and shaded by superb oaks,
elms, walnuts, sycamores and maples,
has been famous for the qualitv of its
horses ever since the original Wads-
worths came from New England, more
than 150 years ago, and took posses-
sion of upward of 100,000 acres. With
the formation of the Genesee Valley
Breeders' Association, which embraces
in its membership every live farmer
within twenty miles of this town, three
years ago, there has been renewed in¬
terest in horse breeding.The liberal lines under which the
work is carried on has had much to do
with this renaissance. The association,which operates in conjunction with thebreeding bureau of tho Jockey Club,furnishes the mares. The members own
the resultant foals, the only obligationbeing the proper care and feeding of
the dams and a pledge to mate them
with the thoroughbred sires of the bu¬
reau, which have for some years been
stationed here, at Goneseo, Mount Mor¬
ris, Leroy and other points in the val-
ley.

Flan to Improve Mounts
"Our work has now reached a point,"said Mrs. Wadsworth at her Ashantee

stud, "where we can show the results
of crossing thoroughbred sires on every
type of mare from the clean bred to the
draft, and as the Federal government;has inaugurated breeding stations in
Oklahoma, Montana and Virginia for
the production of cavalry remounts, we
are in a position to show what can be
accomplished along the lines they have
planned.
"With this end in view, we shall in¬

vite to our fair on September 25, Sec¬
retary of Agriculture Houston, Chair¬
man Lever of the Committee on Agri¬
culture, Dr. Möller, chief of the Bureau
of Animal Husbandry; his chief aid,
George M, Rommel; Colonel John S.
Fair, head of the Remount Commission;
Lieutenant Colonel M. C. Bristol and
others who are active in the promotion
of the plan to give our troopers better
mounts.
"We shall have classes for stallions

and their get; mares and foals, year¬
lings, two-year-olds and three-year-
olds.some of them with upward of
twoscore of competitors.and it cannot
fail to be illuminating and instructive
to these gentlemen, who will not have
to wait for a period of years to see
what types will be evolved as a result
of tho work they have undertaken.

"I find an increasing interest in
breeding the type of horse 1 term 'use¬
ful.'" resumed Mrs. Wadsworth, "and
by 'useful' I mean a horse that can
do anything that any other horse can
do and then accomplish something
more. This the half and three-quarter
bred animal can do. If he isn't high
class enough to command the top fig¬
ure as a hunter or show horse he has
a future as a cavalry remount or as n
work horse on the farm. In the latter
capacity there is ample evidence up
and down this valley that he is supe¬
rior to the draft type for the needs of
our people.
"Many farmers in the past have re-

parded the horse as an implement in
fctead of a product. He was bred with
one particular object in view.the till-
ing of the soil and the marketing of
the crops. Beyond that ho had no
function. Tho type we are evolving
can do these tasks with efficiency and
then go on and do its part in the fields
of war or pleasure, his period of use-
fulness extending beyond the farm.
For that reason I term him a product,
just as wheat and corn are understood.

Thoroughbreds on Farms
"Breeders who have no first hand

knowledge of the thoroughbred," con¬
tinued Mrs. Wadsworth, "and who have
been wont to hear him referred to as
'hot and weedy' and unfitted for any
purpose but racing, should pay a visit
to this valley. On Saturday morning
last they would have found Estimator,
by King Hanover, one of the Jockey
Club's sires, raking eight acres of hay
in company with a draft marc, while
mares of pure blood and others of vary¬
ing degrees of blood were helping to till
and house the crops the length and
breadth of the valley. If they could
have seen Eyebrow, by Star Shoot out
of Eyelet, by Onondaga, on the weigh
scales at Avon that same morning they
would have revised their opinion of the
breed, as in only fair condition, with
his ribs showing, he tipped the beam
at 1,300 pounds, while the standard
showed him to be 17 hands high. A
steel tape revealed a girth of 78 inches
and the possession of 8V2 inches of
bone below the knee. Here was a horse
capable of accomplishing any task al-1
lotted to him. Viewing him from an
adjacent paddock was a group of three-
year-olds bred in the valley, among
them a clean-bred filly, 16 hands high,
which weighed 1,150 pounds last March,
and a three-quarter bred miss which
at the same time stood 16 hands Vi
inch and weighed 1,250 pounds.

Plan to Breed Horses
"What we have done," said Mrs.

Wadsworth in concluding, "the Federal
experts also could accomplish here in
the Genesee Valley, and I should like
to see this entire zone divided into dis¬
tricts eipht m-iles square with a good
stallion in each of them. The govern¬
ment could have a central station
where these horses could be kept
through the winter, and they could lie
under the supervision of an expert
during the breeding season. The
farmers would, I am sure, welcome
such a plan, as at present we are un¬
able to reach all who want to breed.
In taking the thoroughbred as a top
cross the government has made iio
mistake, and in this community the
field is fallow, as there are few farm¬
ers and h^rse breeders who do not
recognize the merits of the work and
the necessity for its prosecution."
