Public to Curtail
Its Use of Paper

Private as Well as Business
Supplies Must Be
Conserved

WASHINGTON, July 25.—A peneral
publicity campaign will be launched
by the War Industries Board shortly,
having for its aim the education of
the publie to the importance of con-
servation of paper of all kinds ass a
war measure. War conditions, it was
stated, demand a radical change in
the habits of consumers, and the War
Industries Board has asked the co-
operation of the press in spreading
the conservation propaganda, as the
government's need of chemicals and .

other materials makes it necessary to |
prevent as much waste ag possible.

Printers and publishers, stores, of- |
fices, hotels, clubs and private homes
will be asked to cobperate to climinate
all waste, und to return paper, rags |

and other things of which paper is |
made to the mills to be remade. |
The War Industries Board issued a

statement, which says in part:

“Paper has been so clieap and plenti-
ful in the past that people little real-
ized its wvalue. But war conditions
and a prompt and radical change
in the habits of consumers, and the
members of the pulp and paper section
are confident that when the consum-
ing public is shown the reason and
necessity for such change it will re-
epond to the appeal for conservation.

“It is the intention of the paper
section, with the codperation of the
daily press, to show how the demands
of the government for various kinds
of paper and various chemicals and
other materials used in paper making
are increasing rapidly, and how every
pound of paper wasted represents not
only the waste of valuable materials
such as eoal, pulp, chemieals, ete., but

also the waste of productive labor,
working eapital and transportation
space, in all of which there is an

inereasing scarcity.”

Separatists Prove
Germans’ Greatest
Belgian Dilemma

Mercenaries in Flanders
Graft Right and Left; Ber-
lin Must Protect Them

Hold Best Offices

Movement Dying, However,
Under Growing Antipathy
of Populace

(Special Dispateh to The Tribuna)
WASHINGTON, July 25-—The im-

portance of the separatist manecuvre

of the Germans in Belgium has been'1

exaggerated abroad, according to the
testimony of a Belgian who has just
ercaped from the occupied torritory,
seys a report made public by the Bel-

gian Lepation. The largest number
of activists, as the separatists are
called, was 1,600 in February, but

the number has decreased since then
owing to the anti-activist eampaign
conducted in Flanders. The popula-
tion is 6,600,000,

In Flemish communes the Germans
have given special facilities of trans-
port and purchase of certain commod-
ities to the activists, who are mon-
opolizing trade and are able to under-
gell their competitors. In this man-
ner the little band of traiters is main-
tained. One of their organizations was
set up in Brussels, but the citizens
boycotted it.

Are Grabbing Offices

“A similar policy with regard to the
activists has been pursued lately in
every department of life,” the report
states. “Some of them fill several offi-
ces, being at the same time professors
in the German-Flemish University at
Ghent and chiefs of some departments
of the new Flemish Ministry in Brus-
sels. The place of every patriot who
resigned was filled hy some activist
without any elaim or right to it.

“This policy is not without some in-
convenience wnen dealing with such a
motley crowd of shady characters,

| About a dozen activists who had been
| given important posts in the new ad-

ministration have had to be dismissed
for accepting bribes.

“No doubt the governor general
wonld have tried to adapt the same
method with regard. te judges and
magistrates if he had not been con-
fronted with the recent strike af all

| Belgian courts whieh followed the de-

portation of the two presidents of the
Brussels Court of Appeals. In this
case, however, he was obliged to nomi-
nate German magistrates, as he conld
not find any reliable man on his
activist staff.

Germans in a Dilemma

“The importance of the separatist
manetivre has been greatly exagperated
abroad, and those who come from Bel-

| gium cannot understand the importance

attached to it unless it is due to the
indirect influence of the German press.

“The Germans are in a cruel dilem-
ma. Desiring to represent the move-
ment as spontaneous and popular, they
avoid as much as possible using their
bayonets to protect their agents, The
patriots have not been long in using
this opportunity. The activist has ba-
coma the seapegoat en which they un-

burden their indignation after three

vears and a half of relentless oppres-

enabling legislation, along the lines of
the Democratic platform regarding!

To Lay Cable Lines
To Trade Outposts

Council of Relations Calls

for Closer Association
With Antipodes

The Council of Relations took ocea-
sion yesterday at its luncheon at the
Lawyers' Club to the Australian press
representatives now passing through
this country on their way to the West-
ern front to bring forward a resolution
looking to closer relations with the Far
Fast and with South America which, it
18 expected, will exert a highly salutary
influence upon our commercial pros-
pects in those vast markets.

The resolution, it was explained, was
based upon the conviction that com-
merce, no less than armies, depends
upon its lines of communication, and |
that our trade expansion in far ports !
cannot proceed aeccording to our pres- |
ent hopes until this basie factor has
first been more fully taken into ac-
count. In full the resolution reads:

“Resolved, That 3t should be the pol-
icy of the United States government, in
the furtherance of international and
commercial relations, to establish ade-
quate cable communications with those
countries with which our international
and commercial relations are of suf-
ficient importance, even though the
commereial demand for such commani-
cations is not sufticient to the extent of
justifying the construetion of such
cable communications by private enter-
prise, and that this committee be
authorized to codperate with the proper
governmental departments in an effort
to establish sueck a policy.”
