Jogle, United States Steel Administra- |
tor, said the stecl production situation
had been canvassed thoroughly and
that at a meeting to be held in Wash- |
ington either to-day or to-morrow be- |
tween the War Industries Board and
the Emergency Fleet Corporation ar-
rangements would be made to provide
a muech larger tonnage of stecl plates
for shipbuilding. At the same time
definite allotments of steel will be|
made to the less essential industries.
It was made quite plain that the needs |
of the Emergency Fleet Corporation
in the way 3f steel plates will be taken
care of first.

Dr;ft Boards Close
Enlistment Door to

Men in Class 1-A

Boys Under 21 Expected to
Keep Ranks Filled by

Enrolments

Draft rogistrants in Class Al can
no longer obtain releases to enlist in
the navy, marine corp and emergency
fleet mervice as a result of an order
iqsuad yesterday by Martin Conboy,
director of the draft here, to the 180
local boards of this city,

Officera in chuarge ofv the local re-
eraiting stations predict s downward
sweep of the enlistment totals, which
gradually have been climbing to un-
precedented heights. 1In the navy re-
cruiting the blow was lightened slight-
ly by a notice received by Commander

. T. Conn, raising the maximum age
limit from thirty-five to forty years.

Officers now base their recruiting
hopes largely on the young men he-
tween the ages of eighteen and twenty-
one, who have been flocking to the
colors in ever increazing numbers.

Mr. Conboy's order followed the re-
ceipt of a telegram of instruction from
Provost Marshael General Crowder. The
new regulations are issued, the mes-
sege states, 'in order to insure that
o local board shall always have avail-
abla & sufficient number of men to fill
calls made upon it.”

“No registrant, either of the 1917 or
1918 registration, shall be released to
enlist in the navy or marine corps or
be placed om the emergency fleet classi-
fication list who has been finally classi-
fied in Class 1 or heﬂl1 found physicully
fit for general milltary service,” the
order states, "or who has not heen
finally classified or whouse reclassifica-
tion into or out of Class 1 is still
pending elther before the local or dis-
triet board or on appeal to the Presi-
dent or who, having been finally classi-
fied in Class 1, has not had his phys-
icnl examination completed. This pro-
hibition applies even though there iz a
surplug of Class 1| men over and above
the number necessary to fill July and
August calls.”

The order is not retroactive. Men
who were granted permission to enlist
in other service before July 24, and
who have not yet bheen called, will not
have their status changed.

Since Commander Conn took charge,
May 23, 5,541 New Yorkers have donned
the navy blue. Of this number 1,385
have been under twenty-one.

Lieutenant Kneller, in charge of
marine recruiting, estimated that about
30 per cent of the marine recruits
taken here ara under twenty-one, Of
the six hundred enrolled last week
about 30 per cent will attain their
majority while in khaki, ;

It iz not expectad that draft regis-
trants in deferred classes will offer
themselves in any great numbers, re-
cruiting officers say. The practice of

draft beards has been to regard the re-|

| quest of a registrant in class 2, 3,
| or 4 to enlist in the navy or marine
| corps as an sutomatic surrender of all
deferred clessification privileges, The
applicants have been placed in Class
1 and released only if the current
| quota is assured.

“New York World"” Project
Is Placed in Hands of
Prominent Men

The work of raising & popular fund
for a fitting memorial to the late
Major John Purroy Mitchel, former
Mayor of New York City, was taken
over yesterday afterncon hy a Citizens’
Memorial Committee from “The New
York World,” which launched the proj-
ect. A fund of about $22,000 received
by “The World" from friends and ad-
mirers of the late former Mayor will
| be turned over to the committee,

The new committee was organized
in tha Council Chamber of the City
| Hall. Cleveland H. Dodge, named by

“The World"” a3z temporary chairman,
was  elected permanent chairman.
Colonel Theodore Roosevelt was named
honorary chairman, on the motion of
Frank L. Frugone, editor of “Bolletino
della Serra,” an ltalian evening paper.
The other officers elected were: Vice-
chairmen, George MeAneny, Henry
Morgenthau and John Mitchell; treas-
urer, Jacob W. Schiff; secratary, Jus-
tice John J. Freschi, of the Court ef
Special Sessions.

Mr, Dodge praised “The World” for
having launched the memorial project
and said that it immediately had met
such popular approval that it was felt
the raising of the funds and the se-
leetion of a suitable memorial should |
be in the hands of a large citizens'|
committee. Mr. Dodge said it was too |
early yet to say just what sort of a|
memorial was to be selected. |

Tribute to Mitchel |'

Mr. Dodge delivered a touching trib-
ute to the former Mayor.

“Nothing we can say or do can add
to the lustre of Major Mitchel,” he
rsaid. “None of us who worked with
him and loved him can forget him, but
we want to have something that will
stand for years, so that future genera-
tions may ask whe was John Purroy

Mitchel and may learn of his noble
work.,”

President Alfred E. Smith of the
Board of Aldermen, suggested that

should the Citizens' Committes receive
any proposals for naming ,streets or
parks after the late Mayor it might be
well to consult him before any action
was taken. He said the Board of
Aldermen had many suggestions for
naming public landmarks after Major
Mitchel, adding that the Citizens' Com-
mittee and the Board of Aldermen
eould obtain better results by working
together in this matter.

William A. Brady, representing the
moving picture industry of the city,
and Marcus Loew, representing the the-
atrical managers' body, offered to co-
nperate with the committes in raiging
funds for tha memaorial.

George McAneny, who was president
of the Borough of Manhattan when
Major Mitchel was president of the
