tracts yesterday, withdrew his plea of
not gu1«ty an^ substituted a plea of
»ruilty-
Jast beforo Vaughan changed his

plea his attorney, Edward Freshman,
had put ap a hail bond of 510.000 for
him. After the officer had changed his
plea Mr. Freshman immediately com-

¦aiamcated with Assistant United States
Attorney Joseph Bordeau and made
known the facts.

In commenting on Captain Vaughan's
»ction, Mr. P'rcshman said:
"Certain facts have developed which

resulted in Captain Vaughan changing
his plea, and as soon as I learned these
facts, with Captain Vaughan's consent,
we came here. The captain has de¬
cided to make a full admission of the
facts in the case as' mentioned in the
indicîment."
Mr. Freshman said, in answer to

questions, that he thought the high
cost of living in Washington had
tempted Captain Vaugr.an to take com¬

missions from the manufacturers. He
said that the officer found it difficult
to live with his wife and four children
on JSA a week. The change of plea
¦was brought about, according to the at-
'tomey. because Captain Vaughan was

worried and wished to have it all over
with. Mr. Freshman in conclusion
said to the reporters:
"I want it understood that Captain

Vaughan does not mention any other
officer** in any statement he has made
or will make."

It is believed that Captain Vaughan
made a complete confession to .Mr.
Bordeau and J. Brewer, special assist¬
ants to Attorney General Gregory, who
is in this city investigating the rain-«
coat Bcanda!. Mr. Bordeau refused to
discus«, the case after his interview
with the captain. He said that there :

Bomb Suspect Says
Detective Lit Fuse

NEWARK, X. J., Aug. 1..WilliamHeinemeier, also known as Heineman,charged jointly with Dr. Frederick W.BischofT with attempting to blow upthe Gould & Eberhardt factory in Irv-
ington last Saturday morning, deniedhis guilt to United States AttorneyCharles F. Lynch to-day. He had
pleaded guilty to lighting the bomband placing it at the factory when ar¬
raigned before United States Commis¬sioner Feeney last Saturday. Bischoff,who also pleaded guilty when ar-
raigned, repudiated the plea Monday,Heinemeier. who was questioned byMr, Lynch and Department of Justice
men for several hours, said that he
thought he was pleading guilty to hav-
ing been present when the bomb wasdiscovered. Mr. Lynch says the pris-
oner told him that he went to the fac-
tory with Bischoff and the Xew York
detective, who posed as a Germanbaron, for the purpose of meeting a
man who was to give them work.
He denied knowledge that a bomb

was carried from the hotel to the fac¬
tory. The first he knew about a bomb,he told Mr. Lynch, was when the detec¬tive produced it and lighted it from a
burning cigarette. At the point of a
revolver, he said, he was forced to
carry the bomb to the power house
and leave it at the door. He snd
Bischoff were then o.rdered to hold uptheir hands, and were held until em¬
ployes from the shop arrived.

Frock and Revives the "Slit-Skirt" of

Former Years

A gown that l.as nine lives, like a

cat, and is warranted to last for the
duration of the war, serving all pur¬
poses from canteen breakfasts to the
last dance before Johnny sails to
France, was the centre of attraction
last night at the war fashion show
given by the Fashion Art League at,
the Morosco Theatre. The proceeds
were for the benefit of the apparel
unit of the Women's Overseas Hos¬
pital, which is equipping a lifty-bed
hospital in France.
The gown of nine lives, designed byAlia Ripley, of Chicago, is fashioned

on a satin foundation, with varioussets of sleeves, which slip on by meansof a net bodice. There are also sev¬eral assorted tunics to match thesleeves, and others which can be wornwith no sleeves at all for eveningfunctions. There is a serge tunic formorning wear, a black satin tunic, with
a high-ruffled neck for afternoon andbrocaded satin, or Cleopatra ribbon,invampirish colors for evening.War has decreed two things for worn-

en's wear this winter, according to thedesigns seen last night, most of which
are "Made in America." First is that
no woollen suits are to be worn. Wom¬
en will hav«° to keep warm either in
furs and velvet or in silk suits heav¬
ily interlined. The wool has to be
use fo rmilitary uniform?. The sec-
ond effect of the war is seen in scant
draneries and slit skirts.
Even evening gowns are made ex¬

ceedingly narrow at the hem, and if
they have trains these are of brocade
or ribbon, seldom of the fabric of the
gown. Most of the so-called "eveninggowns," however, are really only res¬
taurant frocks made of less expensiveand more durable fabrics than the old
gorgeous, before-the-war costumes,which used to grace fashion shows.
Black predominates in the street cos¬
tumes.

He stales that on September 17, while
Mrs. -Meilen was absent from the
household, she learned that he had ac¬
quired possess en of letters written by
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Mrs. Mellen and that she had since re¬
mained away.

It is Vsaid that these '.¿tiers were
written by Mrs. Meilen to H. DouglasBrown, one of the assistant managersof the Vanderbilt Hotel, New York.
On November 23. 1917, Mrs. MargaretB. Brown, his wife, brought a suit for
$100,000 against Mrs. Mellen, allegingthat Mrs. Melien had alienated the af¬
fections of Mr. Brown. She chargedthat immediately after the marriage of
Mr. and Mrs. Brown Mrs... Mellen
wrote affectionate letters, gave him
expensive presents and sought oppor¬tunities to be in his company.
Mr. and Mrs. Mellen were married

in Brooklyn in 1893. They have five
children. Mellen is sixty-seven years
old and Mrs. Melien is forty-six.

Stock of Cyanide
Given to German
Firm, Says Witness

Alien Property Custodian
Hears Testimony About
3 Chemical Companies

TTie existence of another paper that
is thought of considerable importance
in determining the statua of the three
chemical concerns now being investi¬
gated by the Alien Property Custodian
was revealed at the hearing yesterday
before Assistant Attorney General
Becker.
Oscar R. Seitz. the confidential agent

of the Roessler & Hasslacher firm,
who had been sent to Europe to pur¬
chase the German holding- company's
stock for American interests, stated
that he had executed a certain power
of attorney while there in favor of
George Dubois, a director of the
Scheide-Anstalt, the German mother
concern. This instrument, Seitz be-
lieved, gave Dubois authority to turn ¿
over into the custody of the German
corporation more than $1,000,000 worth
of cyanide which the American firm
had purchased in Germany.

Seitz said he could not recall the
exact powers given Dubois in this in-
strument, but understood the Scheide-Anstalt \*.ou!d safeguard the propertya? long as it was risky to ship it in
war time.
Fran? Roessler, vice-president of theRoessler-Hasslacher Company, andWilliam A. Hamann, treasurer, bothtestified that they had never heard ofthe execution of this paperboy Seitz;until this investigation bega"n. Seitzsaid he ieft a duplicate of the paperwith a sister in Switzerland.During the morning Roessler de-Iclared that before the United Statesentered the war he was in sympathywith the German people, but not withtheir rulers.
The hearing will continue to-day.
