Municipal Verdict in Fa-
vor of Landlord

Landlorde of heatleas apartments
will derive cold comfort from a de-
cigion yesterday by the Appellate Term
of the Supreme Court, which reversed &
municipal eourt decision in favor of a
landlord who sued a tenant who refused
to pay rent because his apartment was
not properly heated last winter,

The ruit was breught by A. C. Bliss,
landlord, against Roy C. Clark, tenant.
Mr. Clark not only refused to pay rent
for February, but provght s counter
claim for gas stoves and gas used by
him in heating his home during that
month.

In reversing the lower court's find-
ings in favor of the landlord the Appel-
late Term =aid: “It follows where there
is no express covenant to furnish heat
the tenant may abandon the premises
and sucecssfully resist a elaim for rent,
but such lack of heat cannot be m basis
of an action against the landlord, and
the tenant c¢annot continue to occupy
the npartment and counter claim in an
action for rent.”
