Each German woman applyving for
u permit to be within the restricted
areas mentioned must secure male
American citizens as sponsors or
surety who will vouch that she iz a
nroper merson to receive the permit.
In the cases of women who are em-
ployed by male American citizens
the employer or a proper officer of
the corporation, if the employer be a
corporation, will be aceepted as
sponsor. In the cases of unemployed
woemen two male American citizens
must aet 48 Sponsors.

Any permit that may be granted to
unnaturalized German women to be
within the restricted areas will not
constitute o permit to enter into the
vwaterfront barred zone mreas or in
any other restricted area that may
hereafter be preseribed,
