Epidemic Not Yet at Peak
in New York, but Danger

Is Thought Lessened

The theatre managers ©f New York
must conform strictly to the refla¬
tions of the Board of Health and eo-

cpcvate in every way in fighting the
menace cf Spanish influenza, or every
theatre in the city will be ordsred
closed. Commissioner Copeland an¬

nounced tiiat as bin programme late
yesterday afternoon. To assist hira in
ascertaining just how thoroughly tho
?heatre managers are obeying nia In¬
structions, the Commissioner has
plated n pfclicGman in each playhouse
;n the city to check up and report,
The increase in new ease» reported

yesterday, 2,930 being reported, un¬

questionably led to this decision of the
Commissioner.
The National Association of the Mo¬

tion Picture Industry was in session

vesterday afternoon and evening de-
bating the advisability of ordering the
closing of all motion picture theatres
.'or the duration of the epidemic. It
was said that one-half of the picture
beatres in the United States h ive al¬
ready been closed by local edicts be¬
cause of influenza.
William A. Brady, president of the

National Association of Motion Picture
industries, announced last night that
ata meeting of the organization it had
been determined to suspend the releas-
:ng of new feature pictures on Mon¬
day, October 15, until further notice.
Another meeting of producers will be
¦icld to-day.

Danger Seen on Trains
\. H. Smith, regional director of

railroads for the Eastern district,
.-.as been requested to confer with the
liealth Commissioner this morning
in reference to further steps to curb
...rowding on trains entering New
V'ork. This conference was announced
after it had been brought to Dr.
.Jopeland's attention that the city
running great risks through the

inns which aro being permitted on
'.rains in the tubes under the North
River, on ferries and on commuting
rains running to and from New Jersey
joints where the epidemic of influenza

ä raging.
The Public Service Commission re¬

ported improvement in transportation
conditions on the subways and ele-
¦ated trains of the Interborough and
Brooklyn Rapid Transit systems as a
result of. the emergency opening and
closing hour schedule for all business
places fixed by the health authorities.
Many complaints continue to pourinto the Health Office, however, from

people who assert that the transit com¬
panies have apparently simply meas¬
ured their service with the new condi¬
tions and are furnishing just enough
..¡1rs to carry the people, with just as
ninny straphangers as before.
The McAdoo tube situation was de-

scribed in a complaint to Commissioner
Copeland yesterday. Thousands of
men. it is said, who are engaged in gov¬
ernment work in Manhattan and Brook-

.. ii try to get home by way of the
.ubes every night at practically the
same hour, and in the morning the
¡am is repeated. The fact that manyof these men come from points where
a practical quarantine has been estab-
lished by Jersey officials has aroused
the Health Department here to renewed
'Vorts to copo with the situation.

Theatres Are Warned
ín announcing his decision in refer¬

ence to theatres Commissioner Cope-md paid.
"Tho theatrrs and other amusement

'daces in this city have been allowed
to remain open during the period of
this epidemic because the managers of
hese places have promised strictly to
conform to the requirements of the De¬
partment of Health, bo aa to prevent
the spread of the disease through this
source.
"The conditions laid down by the de¬

partment require that each theatre,
naiiager or tho manager of any other

i lace of amusement shall prevent
crowding by eliminating standing
room; that no children shall be ad¬
mitted to performances, even though
accompanied by guardians; that the
ventilation during tho performance
shall bo adcqr.ate; that, no dry sweep¬
ing shall at any time be permitted in
Buch theatres, and that th<se who
:ough and sneeze without using the
UftTidkerchief to collect the spray must
be required to leave tho theatre. Fur¬
thermore, it is required that every
theatre manager shall, before the be¬
ginning of each performance, advise
i!,e respective audiences to observo
care with respect to coughing and
sneezing and that those who will not
.¦y heed to tiiis admonition will bt>

required to leave."
Tho "peak" of the epidemic has not

been reached in New York, as the
:.umber of new cases reported yester¬
day indicates, but Commissioner Cope¬ad is still hopeful that there will be
nothing like the sudden lean in the
.epidemic's suread that has teen tho
.xperienco elsewhere.

Service Board at the Health Depart¬
ment by telephone at any hour ot the
day or night.

Epidemic Conditions Elsewhere

Philadelphia reported a big increase.
in Spanish inflncnaa yesterday. There
were 4013 new cases. Albany banned
all public gatherings, including public
funerals, when the day'o report show¬
ing a total of 1,185 cases was received
by th. health officials. BufTulo's
Health Commissioner has asked the
city council for permission to clos«;
tbo schools, churches and theatres.

Thirty thousand cases of influcn¿n
are reported in Connecticut and the
state has sent out an appeal for nurses.
Public funerals and wake_ have been
stopped in Hartford.

"She chief surgeon at Camp Mills.
Major G. L. Jackson, ordered the camp
under quarantine yesterday.
Justice Kcough adjourned Supreme

Court in Westchester County to-day
until October 21 on account of the epi¬
demic there. In Mount Vornon, New
Kochelie and Yonkers Bchools and
theatres hare been closed.

Epidemic Hite Jersey
Conditions in New Jersey are re-

ported growing woree, as the epidemic
is spreading rapidly. Rahway seems
to be the heaviest sufferer, one-fifth of
the population being victims of the
disease. The Women's Motor Corps
will make a daily house-to-house can-
vass for new cases.
Following a conference of the Jer¬

sey City Council yesterday, an order
was issued closing the 840 saloons of
the city, together with the moving
picture bouses and theatres, liven
Liberty Loan meetings and other
gatherings in the open air are for-
bidden by this order. New cases num-
bering 450 were reported in the city.

\ At Camp Dix it is reported that the
number of existing pneumonia cases
now exceeds the total of influenza pa-
tienta. Of the latter there are 1,155,
while 1,164 are suffering from pnou-
monia. A total of 755 deaths have oc-

| curred.
1.434 Cases in ManhaLai,

Manhattan leads the boroughs in the
number of new cases of influenza to¬
day, showing a total of 1,436. The
Bronx reported 414; Brooklvn, 764;
Queens. 213. and Richmond, 103. The
deaths were distributed as follows:
Manhattan, 30; The Bronx. 26; Brook-
lyn, 45; Queens, 6, and Richmond, 11.
tt total of 124. New pneumonia cases
numbered 212, against a total of 282
during the preceding twenty-four hour
period. The deaths from pneumonia
also showed a decline, 166 being re-
ported, against 190 for the preceding
day.
The statement of authorities that in-

fluen-a in New York is confined to a
great extent to families is illustrated
by the removal of a family of nine to
Bellevue last night, all suffering from
influenza. The patients are Mr. and
Mrs. August Gargia, of 315 East Twen¬
ty-fourth Street, and their seven chil¬
dren, ranging in ages from three to
fourteen years.

75 Die of Influenza
In Day at Camp Meade

BALTIMORE, Oct. 9.Seventy-five
men died, 166 were stricken with in¬
fluenza and 289 new cases of pneu¬
monia developed at Camp Meade dur¬
ing the past twenty-four hours, it was
announced to-day.

It was the second largest death list
reported from the camp for any one
day, but the new influenza cases
showed a marked decrease, while no
increase was noted in pneumonia cases.

Uncounted Dead of
Jersey Blast Buried
in One Grave

Eighteen Unvarnished Pine
Boxes Used in Last Rites

for the Victims

(Special Dispatch to Tho Tribune)
PERTH AMBOY, N. J., Oct. 9..-South

Amboy to-day buried the lirst quota
of its dead.
At the edge of the Earnston Ceme¬

tery, on the outskirts of the town,
eighteen unvarnished pine boxes were
lowered into a»singlc mammoth grave.
In each box were the charred frag-1
ments of three or four bodies.in some
cases possibly live.
"The services were of the simplest,"

is the conventional funeral com-

mentary. Never was it more literally
applicable than to-day. Theer was not
even the assemblage of relatives in at-
tendance, for these men who were
buried in a single grave arc: of tho.
company of the unidentified.those
who, in Jersey's" most terrible war dis-
aster, were blown into pieces past all
hope of recognition.

Early this morning word was sent
to the officers of the Gillespie plantthat the funeral was to be held to-dayand that a contingent of grave digger-would bo most welcome. The answer
arrived in the shape of half a dozen
workmen, former employes at the
wrecked factory.
A little after 2,' o'clock four ambu¬

lances driven by members of the Wom¬
en's Motor Corps arrived at the ceme¬
tery. Undertaker John J. Scully and
his assistants accompanied them. Rep¬resentatives of tin; Unite«! States Em¬
ployment Compensation Commission
were already on tho scene, and from
the cemetery gate a little handful of
refugees closed in about the waiting
grave. An employment compensationofficer began calling olf numbers in a
crisp voice. The undertaker's men bore
forward the unwieldy pine boxe« as the
number of each was pronounced.
The only two ministers who have rc-

mained in South Amboy-- the Rev. Mr.
Shaw, Methodist, and the Rev. Mr. M«
Curry, Presbyterian.made their waythrough the little knot of onlookers.They wen: joined by the Jewish rabbi
from Perth Amboy. In turn these three
read their burial services. A handful
of gravel fell from the undertaker's
hand onto¿he topmost, box at the words"Dust to dust, ashes to ashe:.'."
And the six survivors, with theirshovel?, briskly filled tho hole withearth, the ambulances turned back tow¬

ard the wrecked town, and tho firstburial of victims was over.
In the near future day it is ox-

pected the ceremony will bo rcpoa'ted
many times. More, and more fragmentsof bodies uro being recovered fromthe ruins. *Meanwhile tho epidemic of Spanishinfluenza, which it was believed yes-terdav was safely in hand, has de-
veloped aiarmingly both at South
Amboy and Perth Amboy. At the lat-
ter place seven deaths were reportedto-daj and HeaVth Inspector Willseyto-night estimates the total number of
ensea in town at 6,000.

To.e Red Cross, which is t ow in
charge of the anti-influenza crusade,has taken over St. Peter's parishhouse and the Elks' Club here and
transformed them into hospital;,, and
the entire populace is being made to
go about with gauze masks over their
mouths and no.;cs as a precaution
agninst infection.
At Soutii Amboy the influenza work

has been taken over by Dr. Tuckler, of
Baltimore. The- armory has been
turned into an emergency hospital.

Money, jewelry. Liberty bonds and
other valuables in huiie quantities
were reported to the police to-day a<;

missing. Attempts at looting are also
said to have occurred at the Gillespie
plant.

Hearst on Germans' Side,
Viereck Wrote to Father

"Dear Papa" Letters Written by Publisher or "The
Fatherland" Also Refers to William Bayard Hale,

Hearst's Agent, as "Our Good Friend"

Correspondence between George Syl¬
vester Viereck and his father, Louis
Viereck, the putative half-brother of
the father of tho Kaiser, throws addi¬
tional light on the activities of German
agents in this country and abroad.
Two of thcío letters, written by the

younger Viereck, publisher of the
"Fatherland" and a paid agent of the
German Foreign Office, are herewith
published for the first time. They were
intercepted by the censors. The
"Fatherland" was subsidized by the
German government.
Tho first letter, which follows, con¬

tains illuminating statements regard¬
ing another one-time paid «gent of the
German Foreign Office, Dr. William
Bayard Hale, formerly Berlin corre¬
spondent for William Randolph Hearst,
and of Hearst himself:

Louis Viereck Once
Tried to Organize
German Army Here

Louis: Viereck fell out with his
royal relatives because lie felt himself
ruined linancially by the parsimony
of his father. He resigned from his
position with the Royal Statistical
Bureau in Berlin, joined the Social
Democratic Party, was elected to the
Reichstag, but afterward expelled
from the "red" organization and won

again the good will of the Hohenzol-
lerns. SoiAn afterward he was ap¬
pointed Badedircktor (manager of the
bathing resort) Swinemuende, but was

unceremoniously discharged in I89t5,
when the Land rath (highest adminis¬
trative official of a district) "learned"'
that Viereck had been a Socialist.
The punishment meted out to 'Vie¬

reck was a blind designed to prevent
any suspicion and to make his activi¬
ties in this country more successfulfor the Kaiser's cause". Viereck was
sent to America in L896 by the All¬
gemeiner deutscher Schulvereiii (Uni¬versal German School Association) a
! ubsidized quasi-official organizationof the Prussian Ministry of Education,to further German education andGerman propaganda in the UnitedStates. AYithout any visible means of
support, he lived in New York for two
years the life of a wealthy gentlemanof leisure. 'Then he became American
correspondent of the "Berliner Tage¬blatt" at a monthly salary of a little
more than $80.
Thanks to the powerful influence ofthe German Ambassador, the Hamburg-American Line, etc., he was chosen bythe Federal government to write thebook "German Instruction in AmericanSchools." Viereck, it must be noted,knew, und still knows, very little Eng¬lish.
He toured the United Stater to lect¬ure on German aifairs, published "DerVorkaempfcr," a weekly subsidized bythe North German Lloyd and the Ham¬burg-American Line, well known di.-.-bnrsing agencies of Wiiheimstrasse,and went back to tho Fatherland in1911.
since v.hafc timo he was tho confi¬dential adviser to Privy CouncillorAlthoif, the most powerful man withinthe Prussian ministry, regarding allmatters pertaining !.> tho United States.It was Louis Viereck who suggested, atthe outbreak of the present war, theraising in the United States of two orthree army corps, consisting of Ger¬man reservists and Landwehr, to in¬vade Canada and thus overawe theunited States government. The planwas f,j seriously considered by the Ber¬lin government that Dr. Dernburg wassent to the United States to organizethat German army on American »oil.The plan failed, as Dernburg was toldit would fail by George von Skal, for¬mer managing editor of the "St.aats-Zeilung" and aid to Captain von Papenand other Dun spy masters.
