And the end is not yet. The sport of kings switches to theEmpire City racetrack to-day, and the- committee in charge, which hasalready performed financial miracles because of the innate patriotismsnd sportsmanship of racing following, are rolling up their sleeves foranother week of successes at the Yonkers course.

"When first it was decided to launch this commendablo drive at theJamaica track the committee hoped to realize a grand total of $1,800,000.That sum represented one one-thousandth of the Liberty Loan quotaassigned to New York. The excellent responses already received haveguaranteed a sum more than the fondest expectation at the start. Itis difficult to conceive of Empire City falling down to such an extent asto disappoint now. Less than one hundred thousand dollars is neces¬
sary to carry the drivo beyond the original hope. And it is fair to be¬lieve that before sunset, Monday racetrack followers will have carried
over a thousandth of the financial succor expected of the metropolis.Indeed, there is every reason to believe that the week's subscriptionsat Empire City track will swell the racetrack bond fund to more thantwo million dollars.
