Prove Successful

- Authorities Notified of
4,733 New Sufferers in

Five Boroughs
The influenza scourge showed signs

of abating yesterday. Up to noon,
4,733 new cases were reported to the
Bo&nd of Health, 3S0 less than those
recorded Wednesday. This is the first
time since the epidemic began that
mid-week reports have shown a falling
off. Health Commissioner Copeland
said he considered it a most encourag¬
ing sign.
Further encouragement has come

thnough favorable results of the first
trials of the influenza serum in con-

tonmentB about the city. These, Dr.
Copeland said yesterday, give every
reason to believe that the preparation
is a success. The vaccine, prepared by
Dr. William H, Pank, director of the
Bureau of Laboratories, ontained only
one bacillus-.the germ of the "old-
fashioned grippe."
"The fast that immunity to the dis¬

ease," the report of the laboratories
bureau says, "is pnoduced by the in¬
fluenza vaccine, is the strongest pos¬
sible indication that Pfeiffer's bacillus
the germ of the grippe) is the cause

of the disease. If we can prevent the
initial disease (influenza) we need not
worry about complications (pneu¬
monia)."

Vaccine for Everyone
The Health Department announced

that the vaccine would be made avail¬
able at once to evenyonc.
Martin Conboy, director of the draft,

yesterday ordered the suspension of
all activities of the city's draft
boards to avert danger of infection
through bringing men together for cx-
aminaion. Circulating libraries have
also been asked to suspend.
Manhattan reported 1,843 new cases

of influenza yesterday; Bronx, 689;
Brooklyn. 1,391; Queens, 596. and
Richmond, 214. Manhattan leads the
horoughs in deaths, with 144; Bronx,
43; Brooklyn, 117; Queens, 21, and
Richmond, 11.

In the pneumonia reports. Manhat¬
tan showed 370 new cases; Bronx, 69;
Brooklyn, 134; Queens, 67; Richmond,
6. In deaths from this disease, Man¬
hattan reported 116; Bronx, 61;
Brooklyn, 103; Queens, 14, and Rich¬
mond. 3. The pneumonia fatalities in
the city were 29 below Wednesday's
ligures, while the new cases showed
an increase of 61.
By action of the Board of Health

yesterday, refusal to furnish heat in
a home or place of business by a
landlord is declared a misdemeanor,
punishable by a fine of $250 or six
months' imprisonment. I

Dr. Copeland has appeared to child-
less people of means in this city to
take into their homes for a few weeks
the children of mothers and fathers
who have been stricken by the epi¬
demic. The children are not infected
and their private entertainment would
relieve the strain on the Health De¬
partment. The same appeal is made to
those who arc willing to entertain con¬
valescent soldiers and pailors who are
not yet able to return to ship or bar¬
racks.

f§ Persona stricken witli influenza,r physicians say, should treat them¬
selves, pending the arrival of physi¬cians, first with a dose of castor oil
or sails. The sufferer must be rea¬
sonably, but not too warmly, covered
and the sick room must be well ven¬
tilated. Plain, simple food, such as
milk, gruels and cereals, should be the
diet, and alcoholic drinks should be
taboo.
The patient, must not leave the bed,

and no medicine should be taken un¬
less ordered by a doctor. He should
drink plenty of water. After the fever
has disappeared he may leave his bed,
but it is not. advisable to leave the
house for two or three days there¬
after.
The New York Infirmary for Women

and Children, on the lower East Side,
which has been closed for months be¬
cause of lack of funds, will be re¬
opened to aid the health authorities.
Women physic/ass and nurses will con¬
tribute their services.
Four hospitals have asked the Na¬

tional League for Women's Service for
men helpers in the wards.

Epidemic Conditions
In U. S. Army Camps
Reported Improved

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17. Continued
improvements in the prevalence of
Spanish influenza in army camps was
shown by reports reaching: the office
of the Surpeon General of the Army
up to noon to-day. New cases of influ-
eriza in all camps during the twenty-
four-hour period up to that, time to-i
tailed 4,464, as against 5,668 the day be-
lore. Pneumonia cases decreased from
1,895 to 1.S0Ü and deaths were 684, a;
decrease from yesterday's total.

In disctissincthe improved conditions
in army camps to-day, Secretary Baker,said no time had been decided upon for
heginnijj the induction of registrants
into the camps. The military authori-
ties now have the matter under consid¬
eration, he said, but they probably will
fix no date until the epidemic has fur¬
ther subsided.

Influenza Stops Games
CHICAGO, Oct. 17.- Because of the

influenza epidemic all athletic contests
which attract crowds, whether indoors
or out of doors, probably will be pro¬
hibited for an indefinite period in Illi¬
nois by orders which it is expected will
be issued to-day by the state health
authorities.

This action will cancel all arrange¬
ments for football cames, wrestlingmatches and similar contests after to-
day. f |

Slavic Socialists
Desert U. S. Leaders!

Bohemians, Czech-Slovaks,
Serbs and Slovenes Join

Pro-War Faction
The Social Democratic League of

America was notified yesterday that
South Slavic organizations long aflili-
nted with the American Socialist party
had broken away from it and would
send delegates to the pro-war confer-
ence which the Social Democratic
League is to hold in this city October
20 and 27. Those who have withdrawn
are the Bohemian or Czecho-Slovak
group, the Serbian group and the Slo-
venian group.
The action of the South Slavic

groups was due to a memorandum sent
to the National Socialist Executive
Committee by these groups in July,
which clearly indicated a break was
coming, since the federations jointly
demanded the party take an honest
stand on the war.

"If there could have been," says the
memorandum, "any doubt at the time
the St. Louis convention was called, as
to the character of the present war,later events entirely eliminated the
anti-war Socialists contentions. It.
must be clear now, that the defeat of
Austro-German autocracy and militar-
ism is an inevitable pro-requisite for
the safety of democracy."

Austrlaian Mission Here
Henry W. Braddon to Work

for After-the-War Trade
Henry Y, Braddon, commercial and

financial representative of Australia in
the I'nited States, arrived here yester-1
day on a mission to develop after-the-
war trade between the two countries,
lie will establish headquarters in
Washington.

Creel Says Sisson
Should Testify at
Bolshevik Trial

Declares U. S. Agent Can
Better Establish Authen¬

ticity of Documents

Willing to Appear
Defence Expected to Put Rob¬

ins on Stand in Opening
Its Case To-day

Edgar G. Sisson, who obtained in
Russia the documents purporting to
prove the Bolshevik government pro-
German and the Bolshevik leaders

j bought off by the German government,
probably will appear in place of George
Creel as a witness in the case of
Gabriel Prober and five others on trial
before Federal Judge Henry D. Clayton
for alleged conspiracy to violate the
espionage act.
Mr. Creel, who as chairman of the

Committee on Public Information, made
public the documents to expose the
Bolshevik government, yesterday wrote
a letter to Judge Clayton, saying Mr.
Sisson was better qualified to speak-
on the subject. Harry Weinberger, at¬
torney for the defence, had Mr. Creel
served with a subpeena to bring the
original documents into court, he said,
to attack the authenticity of the Sisson

j papers, and thus justify the contention
of tho defendants that, "the Allies were
not warranted in intervening in Rus¬
sia,"

Defendants Opposed Intervention
All six of the defendants are charged

with having distributed a leaflet on the
East Side, headed "The Hypocrisy of
the United States and Its Allies" and
containing an nrgument against the
intervention in Russia.
Mr. Creel's letter to the court said:
"I have received a letter and tele-

pram from Mr. Weinberger stating- hi«
intention of summoning me in the gov-
ernment's t'ase against one Prober. I
shall be entirely willing, as a matter
of course, to proceed to New York at
once if you desire my presence. How-
ever, my duties are very heavy at this
time, and if there is any way of avoid-
ing appearance I would like it very
much.

Creel Suggests Sisson
"It is also the case that Mr. Edgar

G. Sisson is the proper person to be
summoned in event. $he Bolshevik doc-
uments are brought into the trial. He
was the representative in Russia who
secured tho papers, and, more than any
other, he has first-hand knowledge con-
cerning them. Mr. Sisson, holds him¬
self ready at all times to answer either
a subpoena or your request. Under no
circumstances do f wish it to appear
that there is any desire on our part to
avoid discussion of the authenticity of
these documents."

Mr. Weinberger said Mr. Sisson prob¬
ably will appear when the defence
opens its case to-day. Raymond Rob¬
ins, former member of the American
Red Cross Commission to Russia, also
is to appear as a witness, called by the
defence. ¡

Asserts War Risk
Bureau Is Inefficient!

Representative Madden Tells
House That Department Is

"Filled With Idlers"
WASHINGTON, Oct. 17. Partisan

political discussion and criticism of the
War Risk Insurance Bureau delayed j
action by the. House to-day on the $6,-
000,000,000 military deficiency bill.
Leaders hope to pass tho measure to-
morrow, and send it '.o the Senate; but
Representative Sherley, of Kentucky,
in charge of the bill, warned the House
that this was impossible unless discus¬
sion wns confined to "what is in the
bill."
Commendation and conoemnation of

the work of the War Risk Bureau
were voiced freely during the two-hour
discussion of appropriations of $7,000,-
000 for clerk hire and $70,000,000 for
additional family allowances, both of
which were aproved.

Representative Madden, of Illinois,
Republican, denounced the bureau as
'outrageously inefficient" in adminis¬
tration, and said it was "filled with
idlers.'' Representative Treadvvay, of
Massachusetts, Republican, defended
the bureau for accomplishing a greatvolume of work in a short time, while
other members exchanged information
regarding the bureau's work, seekingexplanation of delays in checks goingto soldiers' families.

In the political discussion which
closed general debate the bill went to
amendment under the five-minute rule.
Representative Magee, of New York,and Campbell, of Kansas, Republicans,advocating a Congressional committee
to supervise government expenditures,
appealed for election of a Republican.

Representative Hefln, of Alabama,
Democrat, in reply, referring to elec-
tion expenditures in several states,:
charged the "Republicans with, "abso-
lutely trying to buy the House and
Senate."

Pay for the army, amounting to
$696,237,00, was the only importantappropriation considered to-day. It
was passed without discussion.

Legislative sections giving definite
authority for the,enlarged powers of
the Shipping Board for extension of
shipyard facilities were approved, as
also was an authorization fdr $34,662,-000 for building drydockrt.

While the House .vas busy working
on the $6,000,000,000 leficiency bill,
new estimate? of further need of:
money during the next nine months
of the fiscal year were sent to Con-
gress. The Army Chemical Warfare
Serivcc asked for $294,484,301 for train-
ing troops and providing materials, and
the War Industries Board submitted an
estimate for an additional $3,107,000.

Bridge Workers
Join Newsboys in

Fight on Hearst
Union Adopts Resolutions

to Stand by the New-
York Venders

Another labor union joined hands
yesterday with the newsboys in their
fight to escape from the control of the
Hearst newspapers, when Riggers and
Machinery Movers' Union No. 178, In-
ternational Brotherhood of Bridge and
Structural Iron Workers, adopted reso¬
lutions expressing their sympathy
with the venders' stand against Hearst
and pledging every moral assistance.
Union 178, which has an aggressivxe
membership of 1,000, went on record
at its meeting place, No. 12 St. Mark's
Place, after Andrew Stanton, leader of
the newsboys, presented their claim to
the support of organized labor and
William Willoughby, president of the
union, called on his associates to back
up the venders.

In his statement of the newsboys'
case Mr, Stanton laid emphasis on the
oppressive methods used to force
venders to take tiapcrs patriotic public
opinion would not allow them to sell,
and the justice of their demands for
a larger return for their services.
"Nearly every class of workers,"said he, "has received some sort ofincrease in compensation since the

outbreak of the war, so that they mightbe enabled to meet the present highprices. The newsboys, I think, are
probably the only class of workersthat has not participated in thismerited increase.
"The sole cause of our present plightis Mr. Hearst. He was the main in¬fluence that prompted the newspaperpublishers, with one exception.TheTribune -to deny us a reduction in theprice of the papers from $1.40 perhundred, which we now pay, to $1.20

per hundred, which we have asked for."Later, when we tlecided to strikeagainst 'The New York American'and 'The Evening Journal' to attain
our ends, the city authorities, to whomMr. Hearst is very close, threatened
us with the loss of our licenses if wewould not sell these papers."As a matter of fact, in a great manyeases, we cannot, give these papersaway. The people simply will nothave them. They believe them un¬patriotic and often attack newsboys.for carrying them at all. And so herewe have the situation of being com-pelled by Mr. Hearst to handle paperswhich tho people do not want andwhich we can not sell. I'm sure youwill agree with me that this is a formof opression that is worthy of theHuns."
William Willoughby. the president ofthe Riggers Union, urged the membersto back up the newsboys, and a reso- Ilution to that effect was adopted unan-hnously.

trator Garfield. The suspension, how.
ever, is tentative and may be with-drawn within the next few weeks, DrGarfield stated, if stock of gasoline atthat time ar-i found to be dangerouslyiow.
Meantime the Fuel Administration

proposes to give priority at the refin¬
eries to shipments for overseas use.This may have the effect, it is stated,in the event of actual gasoline short
rige, of placing the burden on the do¬
mestic consumer. If a shortage of do¬
mestic gi-solinc follows the issuance
of the priority order, it is expected
retailer will voluntarily inaugurate
,i system of limiting their gasoline*
¿ales in an effort to obtain equitable
distribution of the available supplies.

If the shortage should become acute,
h rationing system might be neces¬
sary, it ia stated, although with the
passing of the heavy domestic con¬
sumption which always ocurs duringthe summer month?, this situation i?
not anticipated.
The "gassless Sunday" order hasnot accumulated reserve stocks, thefuel administration stated to-day. 1*.has, however compensated for the in-creased overseas demands, and main-tained the reserves about as they werebefore it was promulgated. It is esti-mated that at least 1,000.000 barrel?have been conserved by the Sundayorder.
The stocks of gasolene cast of Cali-fornia. it was stated, have not ma¬terially increased or decreased. As ofSeptember 16, the total stocks of gaso¬lene were 2.949.640 barrels of motorgasolene and 340,883 barrels of avia¬tion gasolene; as of October 14 thestocks are 3,134,731 barrels of motorgasolene and 166,369 barrels of avia¬tion gasolene. This represents the en¬tire reserve, and is not all availablefor export, as it is stored in territoryas far west as Wyoming and includesall interior storage in various o*¡producing localities-
The quantity of motor gasolene hadincreased 181,000 barrels, with a de-jcrease ¡n aviation gasolene of appro*;-'mately the same amount.
