Commissioner Ennght's explanation

for the upheaval was that at present
the command of the vice actuad was
divided between inspectors Costigan
and McDonald, and that he was dis-
satisfied with that condition. He
offered no explanation of why he chose
Inspector McDonald to head the con¬
solidated squad with a new staff of
men as against Costigan with an ex¬
perienced staff. McDonald has been
.loinc vice work exclusively in Brook¬
lyn for about live years and Costigan
lias been at it for fifteen years in
Manhattan, and when necessary in a!:
other boroughs.
Commissioner Enright began his

ilrive on Inspector Costigan soon after
assuming office bv taking from the
ice squad many of the men who had

helped build np Costigan's reDutation.
He then moved Costigan's office from
-hi-> top to the ground floor of Police
Headquarters and eliminated Costi¬
gan's private office in which many oi
the stories regarding vice conditions
iH'l grafting policemen's activities
were unfolded.

During the height of District Attor¬
ney Swann's vice investigation of sev¬
eral months ago Commissioner En-
ight, over the District Attorney's pro¬

tests, put Costigan in charge of an in¬
spection district in addition to his
other duties. Since then the inspector
has been gradually stripped of his
power, until for the last three months
ho has had only minor investigations
to make.

Inspector Costigan was placed in
charge of the vice squad about fifteen
years ago by former Commissioner Mc¬
Adoo, now chief magistrate. lie was

retained by Commissioners BinghamT
Baker, Cropsey, Waldo, McKay and
Woods, and in that time became the
'error of vice purveyors and the dere¬
lict policemen. He played a prominent
mart in the Lieutenant Becker scandal,
in the cases against the four grafting
Harlem inspectors and in the Ruth
Cruger case.

Butcher Profiteer
Refuses to Pay Fine

Franz Michel Will Close
Shop for Two Weeks for
Breaking Price Rules

Tho Federal Food Board here, in its
campaign to eliminate profiteering in
meats, yesterday fulfilled its threat to
close fur two weeks the shops of
butchers who refuse to accept the pen-
altien imposed by the board's exam-;
iner«. j
Franz Joseph Michel, of 1687 Am-

sterdam Avenue, refused to contributo
8100 to the American Red Cross when
offered that alternative by Examiner J.
L. Lindner. Michel was found guilty
of overcharging from twelve and a half
cent) a. pound on loin lamb chops to;
two and a half cents on stew lamb, con¬

tinuing to overcharge on chops even

after the inspector's visit. Michel was

then ordered to close his shop for two
weeks.
Twenty-nine other offending butch¬

ers agreed to contribute amounts rang¬
ing from $10 to $150 to the Red Cross,
i o refund overcharges and to post.
signs advertising their violations.

Soldier Proves a Patriot
Charges against tnree butchers were

dismissed. Max Braun, 1625 Amster¬
dam Avenue, at first refused to pay
$100 to the Red Cross, but. a brother,
Frederick, who is in the current draft,'
loaned him the money, after remarking
that he refused to go to France to tight
with a stigma on the family name.

Signs were sent by the board yes-
terday to the butchers who have been
convicted of overcharging. They must
be displayed for one week. Reports to
the board showed that they were being
conspicuously displayed without pro¬
test.

1
butchers summoned before the board
will be taken up to-day.

"I Do Mot Read Hearst Newspapers"
buttons. These arc being distributed
by E. E. Ferris, secretary to Professor
A. E. Wells, who is circulating the peti¬
tion.
The petition was circulated to-day

among tin- business men of Ithaca.
Among those who have signed it are
Ross W. Kellogg, secretary of the
Board of Commerce; L. C. Bement, or¬
ganizer of the Unconditional Surrender
Club here, and R. J. Reilly, chief of. the
Fire Department.

' Several members of the faculty to¬
day issued statements in support of
the fight against Hearst.
Dean Creighton said: "For the first

months after the United States entered
¡the war Hearst papen-, did all they
could to oppose the War an«l to create
a hostile feeling toward our allies, par-
ticularly England.
"Why the government did not insti-

tute proceedings against them 1 du not
know, Lately they have been more
careful, though even editorials that
profess to be ardently patriotic con¬
tain skillfully inserted sentences and
phrases that tend to create a feelingof suspicion and discontent. Every man
who does nothing to light them is re¬
sponsible for the existence of paperswhich do not hesitate to sail ander the
black flag."
"For the last trti years I have con-sidered Hearst papers a menace to the

good of the country and I haven't
bought one or read one in that timo,"said Professor A. E. Wells of the WarVocational School.

Italy
Whilo ¡Major I". If. La Guardia is

leading America!: air squadrons against
enemy forces in Italy Socialists arc

making a house to-housc canvass of the
15th District in an effort to elect the
pacifist Scott Nearing to the Congres¬
sional seat of the absent hier.
Major La Guar lia, recently decorated

and promoted for gallantry in action,
went to Italy in command of the first
Yankee battle squadron and has been
in the thick of the i'iave fighting for
months. Scott Nearing, his Socialist
opponent, was indicted last March lot
violation of the espionage act and faces
trial for persistent interference with
America's prosecution of th«} war.
Major L;t Guaidia is the Fusion can¬

didate in the 14th District. He was
nominated by the Republican prrty and
received tho. indorsement of the Demo¬
cratic organization. Besides appealing
to the patriotism of voters, his friends
urge his trades union record as an
additional reason for the solid support
of hin old constituent;-'.
"Nearing's managers claim that La

Guardia i;; receiving two salaries trom
the government," said Harry Andrews,
who is in change of the absent Con-
gresämati's campaign. "This i» a bare-
faced lie. lie hasn't received a penny's
nay rts Congressman since the day he
entered the United States army.
"Major La Guardia foresaw Ameri-

ca's entry into tho hostilities long
before war was declared. lie entered
an aviation school in L916, and when
wc finally took our stand he was ready
to fight. He went to Italy as a mem¬
ber of the United States aircraft com-
mission and for a "îong time was ir.
command of all our aerial operations
on that front. He has fought in a
number of battles and has taken part
n a great many bombing expeditions
against tho Austrians.
"The people of his district are as

proud of Major La Guardia's political
record as they are of his military rec¬
ord. On March .". 1917, the day be¬
took his seat in Congress, he intro-
duccd n. bill calling for the death of
war profiteers. He served as attorney
for the Garment Makers' Union and
acted as arbiter in a number of trade
strikes. Dis friends hope he will be
rible to return to New York in time to
make a brief canvass of his district."

Scott Nearing was indicted with the
American Socialistic Society for the
publication and circulation of a pamph-
let entitled "The Great Madness."

Because the Allies
would suppress a revolution in Ger¬
many if one sprang up there, just as
they have suppressed the revolution in
Russia."
