Books and the Purse
Desirable Articles of Purchase Which Have Not Gone Up

to High War Prices
THERE ure no war prices for books. That is one of the most striking

facts concerning the publishing trade to-day. It is also a fact of
much significance to the general public. For books are almost the

only importnnt articles of general use which have not greatly increased in
cost. The "increased cost of living" has long been a commonplace of com¬

ment and complaint. Rentals have increased. Furniture is more costly.
Food and fuel have soared in price. Clothing costs far more than it did.
Drugs and medicines have enormously risen in prices. Taxation has
reached a point unknown before. There is scarcely a tiling needed for the
material man, not merely for his luxury or even comfort, but for the bare

necessity of living, that is not now much more expensive than it was.

But the things which minister to the intellectual and the. spiritual
man remain unchanged in price; or have suffered a change so slight as

to be insignificant and unnoticed. It is true that publishers (.rive warn¬

ing in thci>--caialogucs that prices may be increased at any time; but
that time is not yet. In nine cases out of ten the old figures prevail.
And this is the more noteworthy because the cost of production has
certainly increased. Print paper, binding material-, ink-, and what not,
all cost more than they did; the wages of typesetters and binders havo
increased, and we have, not heard of any decline in royalties and other
payments made to authors and artists.

Nor has there been any general deterioration in quality, either materially
or intellectually. Now and then we find an inferior paper used, in cases

in which a depleted market could not supply the better grade; but generally
the stock is as good as ever, and so is the binding. There is about as large a

I roportion of sumptuous editions; by which we do not mean showy gift
books, of which we shall expect, a scarcity, but simply editions of important
standard works manufactured in the worthiest style of the printer's art.
The intellectual quality of books of all kinds has seldom if ever averaged
higher than at present. In fiction, we are in something like a golden age;
as also we certainly are in biography and autobiography. The war has inspired
many books of classic excellence. Many poets are singing sours well worth
the singing and the hearing. History books and works on diplomacy an 1
international relations are appearing, of great and permanent value. Hy no

means least, the fine art of e?3ay writing is enjoying an auspicious renascence.

And to those of the most utilitarian turn of mind there is a simply unexampled
multitude of books on technology, business, economics and kindred themes, by
indubitable authorities, to be commended.

Here, then, are compensation and consolation for Hie otherwise increased
cost of living. After all, there are no more desirable objects of purchase than
books, whether for the buyer's own possession or for Rift:-. Not all of us can

secure Boche helmets or other such mementoes of the great war; but we can

all get book?, either about the war or of the war period, which will lie a

present, blessing and a lasting joy books which, because of the inspiration of
this cataclysmic epoch, are invested with unique interest, and which, in spite
of the vicissitudes of that epoch, are easily accessible and acquirable by all.

It is seldom that, wc find a book
which so dramatically and yet so truth¬
fully puts before one a picture of life
in China as does this. Hooks of travel
cannot very successfully perform this
function, because, as a rub', they are of
greater value to the author in clarify¬
ing and staling his ideas, in recording
the things which seem to him of par¬
ticular interest too often such trivial
things as food and hotel accommoda¬
tions .-uhI to the traveller who enjoys

¡living over again familiar scenes than
to the ordinary reader soaking iñstruc-
tion.
The author of "My Chinese Days" has

chosen as her medium a series of
sketches or vignettes selected from
real scenes out of her four years spent
in China as a physician and missionary.
Her viewpoint is human and under¬
standing far from the shocked sur¬
prise that tills the heart, of the good
Christian sent to minister in what he
considers "heathen land-." Sin- sees
the life of the Chinese as it full of
a crude materialism which somehow,
loses i!s grossness because of its ex¬
treme and almost innocent frankness, a
materialism touched, too, by the deep
and unconquerable idealism of the
East. The little stories from real life
are written with power and pathos.;
with dramatic feeling and keen under¬
standing anil sympathy. She sees the:
woman's side and tin- problem, and
there is a great woman's problem for
China to solve, on«; before which our
own shrinks to insignificance.
The book has unity because of a real

love story which runs through its pages
and binds the sketches together into a
logical whole. "The Coolie's Wife" is a
sharp picture from life, full of tragedy'
and pathos. "The House of the Dead"
and "The Wives of Li" give the prob¬
lem of the Chinese wife from hei own
lips with a realism, a sharpness and a
poignancy that wring the heart and a
truthfulness which compels belief. But
every chapter is worth reading, and the
whole book is one which those who de-'
sire an understanding of the problems
of the different people who inhabit the
various portions of the globe on which
we live cannot afford to miss. It is,
seldom that understanding is evoked;
with such art and with such clean out-
lines and in such a clear picture.

CAN GRANDE'S CASTLE. By Amy Lowell.

There can he no questioning the

genius of this amazing little volume.
We hail read its contents before, in
the periodicals which were privileged
to publish them, and were impressed
beyond expression with the poetic
grace, the artistic color and the dra-
matic power of them. But wo did not

fully appreciate them; perhaps be-
cause of inability to dismiss altogether
the stupid and baseless distinction be-
tween a periodical and a book.as
though n work of literary genius were
not as great on a newspaper page us
in a royal octavo de luxe! But in this
dainty little volume was no such ghost
of a barrier to appreciation even to
satiety, if satiety were possible to the
insatiable.
These four poems, then, in "poly-

phonic prose," must be acclaimed as
epics. Their themes are epic, the
author's vision of them is epic, and
the orchestration, with its modula-
tions. arias, chords and recurring
"motives," is as epic as a Beethoven
symphony, of which indeed it irrosis-
tibly reminds us. More graphic pict-
ures of immortal scenes never were

painted, with more vivid colors; or,
with a single -gigantic exception, with
more accurate drawing. And that ex¬

ception we most pardon, for its very
audacity. There is only one moment
in all our life when we can idealize
Emma Hamilton, and that is when we
are under tho spell of Miss Lowell's
magic muse. At all other times we
must see her as she was, vulgar and
vile.

Best of all, perhaps, wc would ac¬
claim "('uns as Keys"; both because
of the brilliance of the poet's por¬
trayal, and because of the epochal
significance of the event, which has
never hitherto had the recognition in
literature and art which it so richly
merits. .Miss Lowell has rightly nieas-
tired its proportions in the history of
the world, and has discerned not alone
ihc unsurpassed picturesquenoss of
the outward show, but equally the
meaning of its very heart of hearts.
She has thus placed in the gallery of
American history a dramatic scene
vying triumphantly with the most
striking that any "hands have placedthere of any event in all our annals.

and taste, and with a knowledge of the

subject which makes it a true picture
of scenes and doings long since passed
away; a worthy addition to the excel¬
lent juvenilia which the Page Com-
pany is periodically putting forth.

Mr. Comstock gives a collection of
short stories, of land and sea, in all
parts of the world, all telling of brave
deed., bv boys of resource, quick wit
and heroism. An air not merely of
plausibility but of actual verity infuses
them all, while they are every whit as

thrilling and exciting as the most ex-

travagant inventions could be. The
volume is also worthy of note for the
beautiful style in which the Putnam»
have printed it.

Mr. Dugmore's contribution to our

budget is a sort of twentieth century
Robinson Crusoe, story, of boys cast
away upon the coast of Labrador and
left to their own "devices for a pro¬
spective winter in the wilderness. The
narrativo is entertaining, and it is re-

pleto with natural history and wood-
craft presented in attractive guise.

Mr. Beard's encyclopaedic work is one
of the "Woodcraft Series" of the Boy
Kcouts oí America, and is the result of
years of painstaking study of the iden-
graphs, signs and symbols used by
Indians, gypsies. scouts, trappers,
tramps, crooks, and. indeed, by all who
make use of such things. But the book
goes beyond all those, and presents
a compendium of military signalling,
wigwagging, signal flags', steamboat
whistles, gesture language and the
signs and omens of nature among
plants and animals. Profusely illus-
trated and interestingly written, it is
of encyclopaedic value not only to
boys but scarcely less to adult's as
well.
