'Heisman Shift, 'Responsible
For Georgia Tech 's Success

ATLANTA, Oct. 28. Few football
formations introduced in the last
dozen years have caused greater dis¬
cussion than the "Heisman jump
shift," which has been worked with
such remarkable results by the
Georgia Tech elevens of 1915, 1916,
1917 and 1918.
"But there is nothing complicated

about it," insists John W. Heisman,
the originator, who lias been coaching
Georgia Tech elevens for nearly fif¬
teen years. Explaining the play, Heis¬
man said:
"When the shift is put into effect

every man except the centre is bock
of the scrimmage line. The distance
that the guard:;, tackles, ends and
backfleld men are removed from the
line sometimes depends upon what
kind of play the boys arc about to
make. The whole idea of pulling ten
men of the team back of the line is to
give to the team concerted action anda
preponderatine; force when it is driven
agi-.ir.st the enemy line.

"In 1910 it occurred to me that noth¬
ing much was gained by asking mytackles and guards, standing shoulder
to shoulder with the enemy linesmen,
to batter down those men. It was a
task almost impossible because, to getramming power into a drive, a certain
momentum is necessary. And that
momentum is gained only by a run.
"So I pulled my guards and tackles

back to form a first line of interfer¬
ence. The halfbacks and end form the
second line. The moment the ball is
passed, the two lines of interference
move forward with all possible speed,
and when, in a concerted formation,
it hits a straggling enemy line, the
opposing defence line is knocked
down. In cases where an end run, a
fake kick, a forward pass or some
trick play is to be engineered« the
double line of interference serres as
an effectual -mask." J

Wins 2-Year-Old Racing Crown

Admirably Ridden by Jockey Andy Schuttinger, the Son of
Sweep Flashes Past Judges' Stand in Wonderful

Time of 1:12 Flat

LAUREL, Md., Oct. 28..J. W. McClelland's grand two-year-old colt

Eternal sports the racing* crown of the class for 1018 to-night. Admirably
ridden by Jockey Andy Schuttinger through every inch of the six furlongs
championship test this afternoon, the dark brown son of Sweep conquered
the sensational Billy Kelly, by many excellent turf authorities deemed un¬

conquerable at even weights by any contemporary, in a duel that will go
down in the annals of American racing as one of the very greatest of all
time.
Not at least since Domino and Ilcnr

of Navarre raced their classic dea.
heat of the halycoh past were rnc

lovers treated to such a soul-stirring
nerve-wracking contest as that whic'
featured to-day's well-balanced card a

picturesque Laurel and attracted to th
course one of the largest multitude
that have seen racing in Maryland, am

certainly the most enthusiastic.
The clean-limbed, glossy-coated, dar!

brown (almost black) Eternal raced t-
the highest standard of approved thor
oughbred class to gain the highest hon
ors of this racing year. He ran lik«
a thoroughbred.a thoroughbred of th«
richest blood strains.and finished hi:
six furlongs as resolutely as ho be
g an.

Some »Mighty Leaps
This son of Sweep and Hazel Burke

with machine-like precision, spurnet
the ground in mighty leaps till he hat
flashed past the judges in the wonder
ful time of 1:12 flat, perhaps the great
est performance of a brilliant career.

Commodore J. K. L. Ross's Billj
Kelly, the Dick Welles gelding, was
beaten but not disgraced. This sensa
tional racing machine of sinew and iror
muscle fought as courageously from
start to finish as his illustrious con¬

queror. A short neck only separated
the hope of the hail Canadian sports¬
man from his most cherished guerdon
of the 1918 racing season at the end
And at that end Billy Kelly was draw¬
ing up on the colt that had shown him
his heels for most of the journey.
There are those who thought Kelly
might have won in a few strides more.
But there are. always counter claims

and counter arguments to bo laid
against the title of every champion be
ho man or beast. And on the race run
one would be brutal indeed to try to
take anything away from the gallant
Sweep colt. He did everything that
a thoroughbred could be asked, even
to winning, and apparently well within
himself in heartbreaking time.
And the time of this particular race,

it would appear, is rebuttal enough to
those who would belittle the perform¬
ance of Eternal. Here is the fractional
time by furloughs: 12 3-5, 21! 4-5,
35 2-5 47 2-5; 59 2-5, P/_. You cannot
go far behind such an even perform¬
ance as that.
Yet there are those who will tell you

Billy Kelly , should have won and
among the number is H. G. Bedwell,
who trains Commander Boss's horses.
Mr. Bedwell was a very chagrined
gentleman when it was all over, far
more chagrined than Commander Ross,
whose heart was »so set upon winning
the guerdon.
Trainer Bedwell ascribed the defeat

of Billy Kelly to jocky Sande's failure
to follow instruction-;. He told the
boy that if Eternal drew away to the
lead, as was expected, Sande should
be sure to keep Billy Kelly to the
outside when he made his run. On
the turn Sande at first thought of
moving up on the inside then changed
his mind and thereby lost a length or

more.
Eternal Appears Fresher

Now. a length more as the thorough¬
breds finished would have given Billy
Kelly the victory cleariy enough. But
the question remains, could not Eternal
have finished more than that distance
ahead had he been really crowded at.
the end? Of the two. Eternal appeared
the fresher. Billy Kelly had begun toi
pant in his closing f-trides.

It cannot be denied thnt Schuttinger;
outrode Sande.outrode him and out-
jockeyed him, too, all the way. He
even outjockeyed him at the barrier,!
for though the pair broke off almost
as a team, Billy Kelly was not quite on'
his toes and set. at the barrier rise-
But Sande gave him fr«-eh eftdway, and
in a few great strides he made up the
half length's difference in the break.
And then for a furlong the pair of

them raced head to head and nose to
nose in as pretty a struggle as hasi
been seen all season, and it must be
remembered this season has seen a]
number of thrilling struggles through
the- backstretch- Then gradually inch

by inch Billy Kelly fell back from his
resolute foeman.

It was almost imperceptible at first.He was on even terms at the end of a
furlong in 12 3-5, but the 11 1-5 secondsthat Eternal flashed for his second
furlong was too much for even thisI spirited gelding. At the end BillyKelly was a half length to the bad andthreatened with the loss of tho rail.Sande eased up a bit when it was
evident Eternal would rob him of theinside position anyhow, and to thehalf-mile mark gave Billy Kelly a bit
of a breathing spell. Meanwhile Eter-I nal shot out to a lead of two goodlengths. Billy Kelly came on againgrimly, resolutely, as they approachedI the turn. He had whittled away ahalf-length's lead as they circled thebend, then crept closer still as thostretch turn neared.

Sande Draws ^Yhip
For a time it looked as if Billy Kellywould try to crowd through on tho rail

as Eternal threatened to bear outslightly. Sande drew his whip, therput it up again. Irresolutely he deeided upon tho overland course. Anrthat hesitation, his critjes swear, cos'him the race. The fact was Schuttinger had outgeneralled Sande. II«simply wouldn't let Billy Kelly com«through.
For Eternal skimi.ied that rail aiclosely as our old friend Gillette Bkim

a pimple, and straightened out for tinrun horn holding an advantage oflength and a half at least.
