Canada to Meet U. S. in War

One odd effect of the sports drive

in befcalf of the United War Work
Pond will be the reopening of most of

fthe major league baseball parks irf
mid-November, when it was supposed!all, or nearly all, had been sealed tight
in early September, to remain closed
until the Yanks returned from over¬
seas.

Soccer football is to make use of
the baseball park« in a majority of the
major league cities for tho more im¬
portant among some 800 matches being
arranged from Boston to San Fran-
cisco and from Seattle to Baltimore.
to swell the war work treasury. The
baseball magnates have come gener¬
ously to the fore with offer« of their
parks, and wherever practicable soccer
promoters have accepted the tenders
of facilites that will make possible
vastly greater revenues from tine, kick¬
ing exhibitions than could have been
hoped for at the less accessible soccer
fields with their limited seating accom¬
modations.
Games in the interest of the War

Work Fund already have been arranged
for Braves* Field, Boston; one of the
Philadelphia ball parks, most likely the
home of the Phillies; Forbes Field,
Pittsburg; the native haunts of the
Detroit Tigers and Cleveland Indians;
Comiskey Park, Chingo, and Robinson
Field, St. Louis.

son. He had a good lead in points whenhe stopped. When he did come backit was too late to make up the pointshe lost by his absence.The antipodei" i* a versatile ath¬lete. He plays, otball well and isconsidered one c the leaders in hockey.Spears was one t the leading amateurboxers in Aus -alia. His wonderfulphysique fits him for the ring.Spears is twenty-four- years old,;weighs in condition 195 pounds, andstands over six feet tall, is a cleverboxer and puts a lot of heft behind hispunches. Spears saw Deinpsey stopFulton last summer and wlrat he sawconvinced him that he has a goodchance to win the heavyweight title.He called on Jimmy Johnston and thelatter plans to start him on his pugilis¬tic career after the six-day grind.Spear wants to annex a six-day eventbefore he retires. Trotting Season Flourished
Despite Warand Influenza
Various Tracks Distributed

$471,742 in Purses, a

Gain of $25,000

Just what effect the war would have

on their favorite sport was a matter
of great concern with votaries of trot¬
ting and pacing last win'ter. Some
feared there would be embargoes
against shipping; that many of the
cwners would let up for a while, and
so forth; but statistics for the season
show that a splendid gain was made
in all directions.
There were thirteen weeks of racing

in the Grand Circuit this year, as

against twelve in 1917. Detroit had
dropped out for a time and Toledo and
Readville had stepped into the breech.
At these meetings 261 races were con¬

tested, against 23-1 the year before, and
the gain would have been even greater
but for cutting four days from the
Lexington programme owing to in¬
fluenza. Also Keadville lost two days
through rain and Hartford one.

The various tracks distributed $471,-
742.75 in stakes and purses, a gain of
about $25,000. while the gain in paid
admissions is believed to have exceeded
that amount.

Big Gain in Horses
The fear tha't there would not be

enough horses this year was discount¬
ed, as 1,764 took part in these races,
a gain of 192, or nearly 15 per cent,
which is the notable feature of the
year and perhaps the real guarantee
of the stability of the chain of mile
tracks, where the star performers are
wont 'to display their be¡A licks.
The number of heats tflia year was

825, or thirty-two more than during
the 1917 season. The reason that this
gain was not greater is the fact that
the three-heat plan was adopted by ;«,

majority of the tracks, cutting out the
long drawn-out contests which horse-
men thought they must have to get
their money's worth.

it is likely that the winter, or coal-
stove season, will be prolific with good
things for the future of the sport.
Some of the men who are. the real
sportsmen and have deepest, interest
in the welfare of the trotter have been
working quietly toward the hoped-for
amalgamation of all the associations,
and it is possible that the project

1 will mature.
This would call for one governing

body taking the place of the Ameri¬
can and National Trotting associations
and the American Trotting Horse

In the table of dams
but one is by Peter the Great, while
two are by Axworthy and one by his
son, General Watts.

A Merry- Battle
So the battle for colt honors is a

merry one and honors are more even
than ordinarily, with the score in favor
cf the Axworthys, as eight, figuring
sires and dams, are of that tribe,
against seven from the Peter the Great
family.

This again calls attention to the won¬
derful progress made by Dillon Ax¬
worthy as a aire. But eight years of
age, this horse won the two-year-olddivisions of the Horae Review and Tho
Horseman futurities in 1912 and the
three-year-old division of the American
Horse Breeders' Futurity in 1918. JoeSerrill trained and drove him, having
won the Kentucky Futurity with Peter
Thompson in 1911. Since then Serrill
has developed all of the baby trotters
by Dillon Axworthy and has gainedfor himself a place second to no crafts¬
man in the business.
