Frank T. Hedley, vice-president and |
general manager of the Interborough
Rapid Transit Company, in answer to
the order of the Public Service Com-
mission to increase the express ser-
vice during the morning and after-
noon rush hours, submitted a schedule
esterday which represented, he said,
gha max:l:num service possible with the
employes the company has at pres-
ent. With more employes, he said, the
service could be further Speeded up.

The commission had ordered a two-
minute interval between trains during
the rush hours. Mr. Hedley said he
had been able to bring the headway
down to two minutes and fifteen sec-
onds with the men he has now. He
said by the end of the week he thought
he could make the two-minute mark.

There had been no great increase,
he said, in applications for positions,
He still needs 400 men to maintain
the schedule without working men over-
time. He needs 1,000 men to bring the
service up to the full requirement.
The company has 300 cars ready for
use when the new lines are opened,
said Mr. Hedley. He runs ten-car
trains in the subway #xpress and six-
car local trains,

Mr. Hedley produced a table to show
the difference in operating expense in
September, 1914, and September, 1818,

d with $968,318 in September, 1918,
!%he operating cost for the subway in
1914 was $461,644, while in 1918 it
was $1,039,382.

$026,583, and the expenses, based on
the plana of the commission, were
$1,042,962. He said there was an ac-
tual deficit, and that unless some way
were devised to reverse the figures the
company could not live.
