Average prices for fashionably bred

young stock at the New York vendue
were such that the future of the sport
of the sulky is one of the most secure

among the luminaries that make up the
sporting firmament. Competition which
characterised the racing this year was

reflected in tho eagerness of patrons
of the light harness horse in securing
what they deemed to be the heat pros¬
pects.

While there wore some notable
transactions in the instance of tried
and true race horses, interest centred
in the yearlings which come from the
great breeding establishments of Ken¬

tucky and Indiana i id always appeal
to Eastern horsemen.
When it comes to bidding on one

he wants, nobody has anything on that
shrewd Yankee tramer Walter R. Cox.
Evidently he knew a thing or two about
General Knight, a bay yearling by
Moko out of Sibyl Knight, for he had
to pay $6,025 for this precocious baby
trotter.

Moko. the sire of this colt, is the
sire of The Real Lady, the champion
two and three year old trotter, and of
many others, also of the dam of The
Harvester, former stallion champion.
Sybil Knight is by Prodigal, a great
broodmare sire, and her dam, Red Silk.
is of the famous «Si«k family and the
dam of seven, including Helen Hale.

Ben White's Purchases
The wonderful yearling Miss Em,

that trotted in 2:23 a few months ago,
was bought by ben White for $6,600,
and it is hinted that she will be in the
Pastime Stable. Miss Em is by J. Mal¬
colm Forbes and her dam by Axworthy.
White also bought for $5,000 Great Ex¬
citement, a filly by Peter the Great and
out of Miss Busy, the dam of Busy's;
Lassie, 2:Ü4V¿, and counted one of the,
best of the young Paters anywhere.
Ben White figures as one of the com-

paratively recent additions to the list
of great trainers and drivers. For years
it was known that he was clever, but it
was not until the sickness of W. J.
Andrews that he was given full rein.
and then he fairly bounded into promi¬
nence, driving the late Lee Axworthy
to the stallion championship in 1:68-J4.
The success achieved by White this

year is one of the bright pages in the
chronicles of the turf. The three out¬
standing two-year-old trotters and win¬
ners of all of the juvenile classics were
trained by White, who is from East
Aurora and a uupil of the master, Ed
F. Geers. This trio consists of Brusi-
loff, 2:08-14; Princess Etawah. 2:09%,
and Periscope, 2:10%.

In addition. White won the Kentucky
with the roan gelding Easton, and in so
doing he established a new world's rec¬
ord for three-year-old geldings when
he stepped home the second heat in
2:061.. With the three-year-old pacing
filly Edna Early he gathered in several
events, and her record mile, 2:07%. is
the best performance of the season for
the age and gait.
During the Lexington meeting White

started three youngsters and all of
them were successful. Princess Etawah
won the junior division of the Kentucky
Futurity, Brusiloff captured the Lex¬
ington Stake and Easton the Kentucky
Stake, an achievement that is without
duplicate.

More Than Twenty in Stable
White's stable for 1919 will number

upward of twenty at the present rate.
He left sixteen at Lexington when he
went to the New York sale, intendingto ship them this week to Macon, Ga.,for their winter work.
Among the record horses in the lot

are Volga, that took a three-year-old
record of 2:04%, was hurt during the
year, but has so entirely recovered that
she is counted among the great pros¬pects for 1919. Then there are Princess
Etawah, Brusilotf, Kathleen Gale,2:0614, and Easton and Edna Early are
to join him soon. The others are most¬
ly yearlings and two-year-olds.
Under the time allowance rule

Volga, whose record was made in 1916,will be in the 2;07 trots next year.fîince her retirement Volgu has become
a matron, having a foal by Lee Ax¬
worthy. The story of Volga is unique,
as related by Frank Ü. Ellis, of Phila¬
delphia. Mr. Ellis knew the HappyMediums in the days of the road races
in his section, and he did not like them,
so that for years he refused to believe
Peter the Great the sire that he was
proving himself.

Finally Mr. Ellis relented, paid some¬
thing like $9,000 for Volga, and gaveequal shares in her to his three as¬
sociates in the Pastime Stable as a
peace offering for what he had said
about Happy Medium, grandsire of
Peter the Great.
When racing Volga never was beat¬

en as a two or a three year old. She
won $25,645 in the two years, rivallingher illustrious brother, Peter Volo, as
a trotter of speed.

Early Shipments to Thomasville
Early shipments to Thomasville have

been made, the first one taking a num¬
ber of the Pastime horses, and the
next the personal property of H. K.Devereux, who is one* of that syndi¬
cate.

Black Greeted as Fellow
YaleMan by U-Boat Officer

captain, but did meet up with a sub¬
mersible chief who recognized him as

a fellow Yale man and therefore spared
his life.
The story has been circulated gener¬

ally that when the President Lincoln
was torpedoed Black was taken aboard
the U-90. When an American destroyer
was seen approaching the commander
of the submarine was reported as shov¬
ing Black below deck, fastening down
the hatches and scooting oit" for Ger¬
many. The submarine leader recog¬
nized Black, and said that he played on
a Harvard football team against the
Elis when the New York roly poly was
at Yale*.

Bancroft's version, however, is en¬
tirely düíerent. He says:
"A friend, Captain Leslie Clyde, a

Harvard graduate, was returning to
this country on the President Lincoln
last spring when it was torpedoed by
a German submarine. "Cupid" Black
was an ensign on the President Lincoln.
It seems that after the boat was tor¬
pedoed "Cupid" Black and Captain
l lyde found themselves with others in
the same lifeboat. The German sub¬
marine« had stayed in the vicinity and
maneevred around among ,thc* different
lifeboats. When it came up to this
particular one* a German officer spoke
v/ith Black, recognizing him as a fol¬
low Yale man, although the German
officer was of an earlier class than
Llack.

"It seems thai Captain Clyde had an
oar in the lifeboat, and in keeping the
boat oil the* submarine his oar supped
and hit one* of the German sailors. The
tailor turned quickly on Clyde, drew
his gun and threatened to shoot. The
German l'licer yelled at the sailor in
German to the effect that if there was
to be any shooting around, there he
would do it. Soon afterward the sub¬
marine disappeared and Clyde, Black
and others were rescued by the U. S. S.
VVarrenton. /
"The story was told mo by Captain

Clyde soon after he landed in this
country, and although 1 only made a
mental note of it at the time Ifeel sure
of the main facts, and have since con¬
firmed them with Clyde's uncle."

One of the greatest fiasco.«-, that has
ever attended a schoolboy event in thin
city occurred In the annual High
School 'cross-country championship
run held over a course of about three
miles in Jamaica, L. I., yesterday. The
trouble was caused by olTiciuls, who had
charge of mapping out the trail, plac¬
ing this work in the hands of boys.
The latter failed to map out the offi¬
cial course thereby cutting the ojurney
by about half a mile.

Albert Tracey, of Flushing High
Shool, who was looked upon as a strong
favorite for the individual honors, was

the only one of the ninety-one starters
that went over the proper course.

Tracey knows the trail perfectly, as ho
lias competed over it muny times. The
boys who placed the flags, denoting the
course, went off tho track half a mile
from the starting point. Therefore,
with the exception of Tracey, none of
the runners passed the first checking
point.
That the runners cut the course is

manifest in the time of 13 minutes 25
«seconds credited to Marvin Rick, Era.-
mus Hall High School, the winner. In
comparison to this time can be named
the figures of Walter Higgins, Morris
High School, who won this event ovûr
the same journey last year in 15 min¬
utes 14 seconds. Second to finish be¬
hind Kick was Eddie Hock, Kvander
Child., while William Allen, StuyveB-
nnt, was third.

Tracey, who had run almost half a
mile more than the other runners in
the course, finished far back in fifty-
sixth position, in the time of 16 min¬
utes 44 seconds.

After the race, Police Lieutenant H.
McQueency, the referee, was sought to
settle the dispute*. However, he had
left the grounds. Thereupon, A. H.
Killan, representative of Flushing High
«School on the high school games com¬
mittee of the Public Schools Athletic
League, announced that he would pro¬
test the result on the grounds that the
athletics did not completo the full
course.

These international
events for the recognized world's titles
are being put on as a sort of a cocktail
to the six day races which will start
at midnight on Sunday.
The programme arranged for next

Saturday is one of the best ever offered
indt>ors in this country. The list of
events includes a ten-mile motor paced
race, in which the champions of the
United States, France. Italy and Aus¬
tralia will ride behind spitting motors
that will be tuned up to circle the ten
lap saucer track under a mile a minute.
The hi«- feature, however, is a race

of liv<> one-mile heats, under a noint
system, in which are entered Frank
Kramer, the world's greatest sprinter;
Bobby Spears, of Australia, who often
has taken the measure of the Newark
flier; Francisco Verri, the best rider
-ver sent here from Italy, and Marcel
Pu noy, the champion of France.
This race is to be a thorough test for

every entrant. Fach man will ride in
four heats. This is made possible by a
different rider resting up in each of the
first four heats and all five meeting in
the fifth or l'uni heat at one mile. The
v.-inner of each of the first four heats
will '--core five points, the second three,
t.nd the third, one.

In.the final heat the winner will be'
credited with fifteen points, the second
man five and the third three. In this
way every rider will have a chance to
c'.isplay his real ability.

In the championship motor paced
race the entries are Oscar Eeir. Swit¬
zerland; George Wiley, champion of
America; Vincenzo Madona, Italy's pre¬
mier pace follower, and George. Corry,
¦hampion of Australia.
The half-mile handicap for profes¬

sionals will bring out the best men in
the world, and the ten-mile open cliam-
pionship will see all the leading for¬
eigners in competition.
