WASHINGTON, Nov. 28..To ade¬
quately provide for pirl war workers,
Secretary of War Baker has suggested
that it probably will be necessary to
have a joint resolution passed by Con¬
gress appropriating money to provide
transportation home when the girls
are released.
Secretary of Lab«. Wilson has issued

a statement discouraging any more
¦workers coming to Washington.
» "Such available reports as arc now

before mo indicate that more clerks
are in Washington than are needed,"
he says. "Persons contemplating com-
;ng to Washington for work should
have assurance from some authorized
government officials in Washington
statin»? that they will be needed."

In appreciation of the excellent ser-
vice rendered by the girls, he said:
"They £>11 deserve much credit and

are truly civil veterans-of the great;
war."
Major General C. C. Williams, chief

of ordnance, announces that the re¬
duction of the civilian personnel of his
department will be carried out so as to
impose the least possible hardship on
civilian employes. All unfilled requi-
Bitions for civil employes are to be
cancelled or filled by reassignment
from other positions no longer re¬
quired.

If voluntary resignations and re-

assignments do not reduce the per¬
sonnel sufficiently, each employe
whose services are no longer required
will be asked to decide on one of the
following courses:
To resign immediately; to resign at

a specified date in the future; request
for permanent employment with the
government in Washington; request to
be assi'ted in obtaining employment
near residence.
.General Williams has directed that
in order to avoid unnecessary unrest,
among efficient employes the greatest
calmness and consideration bo used in
handlir.tr each individual case.

Certificates of faithful service are to
be issued on request to each employ--
in sen-ice during the war whon such
employe is discharged from ordnanco
work after date of November 11.

Mrs. Borg Would Save
Civilians as Incurables

Mrs. Sidney C. Borg, whose particu¬
lar task it is to find jobs for the dis¬
abled civilians discharged from the
Monter!ore Home for Incurables, would
have legislation pertaining to disabled
soldier» and sailors extended to in¬
clude civilians.
"Every woman," Mrs. Borg urges,

"should urge the passage of the Smith-
Bankhcad bill, which authorizes the
Federal Board for Vocational Educa¬
tion to arrar.ee with the various states
for vocational rehabilitation of their
own maimed victims of industry and
their return to civilian employment.
This is a reconstruction problem as
much as any other and should receive
Immédiat, attention."

100,000 Women Will
Stay With Railways

WASHINGTON, Nov. 28..-Women
railroad employes,' about 100.000 in
number, who were added to the pay¬
rolls on account of the war, mainly as
clerks and stenographers, probably
Will be retained permanently, it was
said to-day at headquarters of the
raiiroad administration.

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Women Form Motor Corps
For Emergency First Aid

Eighteen Red Cross Chapters, With 839 Drivers Enrolled.
Ready for Service Night and Day.Immediate Work

Will Be Transporting Wounded Soldiers

The Red Cross Motor Corps an¬
nounces the organization of a Metro¬
politan District for Motor Corps Work,
with eighteen Red Cross chapters rep¬
resented and an active membership of
839 women drivers.
The resources of the Metropolitan

District Corps includes 509 private
cars, 63 ambulances and 15 trucks.
Headquarters were opened yesterday at
17 Park Avenue, formerly the residence
of John Flagler.
There will be a squad of Red Cross

Motor Corps officers on duty at these
quarters night and day, ready to re¬
ceive calls from government officials or

others, and to send out an order for
the mobilization of the required num¬
ber of vehicles.
"By means of this system it will he

possible promptly to mobilize as many
cars as are necessary in any local
emergency, without depleting entirely
the motor service at the chapter sta¬
tions represented in the district," said
Dr. Dorothy C. Smyley, head of the
corps. "The new organization, wc
think, will he particularly serviceable
in sues emergencies as the munitions
explosion disaster at Morgan, N. J. By
telephoning to the eighteen chapter
headquarters we can requisition as

' manyi cars'Jasf may be necessary and in
short order.
"The servicibility of the Motor Corps

I in emergencies was proved at the time
of the munitions explosion. With New

| York and Brooklyn supplying the
j nucleus, we found it possible to mo-
bilise at Newark, N. J., in a remarkably
brief time a large number of am-
bulances and cars driven by our uni-

| formed women. From Newark we were
able to proceed to Perth Amboy with
ample facilities to handle the situation.
"Of course, the great immediate ser-I vice of the Red Cross Motor Corps isin aiding the government in transport¬ing wounded soldiers from piers to hos¬pitals or to ferries. Our corps withinthe past week has transported morethan a thousand wounded soldiers inthis way. Under oor new arrangementit will be possible to even more! promptly meet any requirement of theÍ government."
Dr. Smyley explained that the routine

work of the Red Cross ?Iotor Corpswill continue. As an illustration oíwhat the Red Cross Motor Corps doesDr. Smyley showed that last montlthe Nassau County chapter had coveret82,845 miles in its work; WestchesterCounty chapter the next highestshowed 18,316 miles, and Montclaichapter had run up 18,141 miles.The total mileage of eleven chaptersexcluding New York County, Brooklyiand other chapters in i he greater citywas 96,287.

Wilson Asked Not
ToNameWoman as
Peace Delegate
New Jersey Antis WriteIHim Mrs. Catt Doesn't Rep-

resent Sex in America

The following letter from the New
Jersey Anti-Suffrage Association hasbeen sent to President Wilson:

November 25, 1918.Hon. Woodrow Wilson, White House,Washington, D. C.
Dear Mr. President: Vvro respect¬fully urge your consideration ofthe fact that the clamor for yourappointment of one or more Ameri¬can women as delegates to the peaceconference is not in accord with thesentiments or the judgment of a largenumber of your countrywomen.All American women who have giventhemselves unreservedly to the serviceof their country must regard with re¬gret and mortification the demand ofMrs. Catt and other suffragists thatwomen should have a representativo oftheir own sex at the peace table. Mrs.Catt is neither qualified nor authorizedto be spokesman for these women, whowould leave the settlement of the con¬ditions of peace to the men who, by ex¬perience and training, are fitted to havoa -ioice in matters pertaining to racialand international relations. They de¬plore the demand for recognition, inone form or another, that has beensounded all too loudly during the yearsof a war whose deepest lesson has beenone of self-abnegation and self-sacri¬fice.
Even if it were conceded that womenshould have a part in the peace con¬ference, it is not the women of Americawho have the prior claim to that honor,but the heroic women of those countriesthat have entered most deeply into thobitter experience of war.The inclosed authentic record ofthe two women who have been mostloud in demanding the appointment ofwomen delegates to the peace confer¬ence is such as to destroy any influencetheir requost might otherwise have, andshould disqualify them ever to pose asloyal supporters of our country's bestinteresta. 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Drama
"A Place in the Sun" Is Seen

at the Come4y

Such merit as "A Place in the Sun"

possesses is limited almost entirely to
the acting of the author and the writ¬
ing of the part which he plays. Un¬
doubtedly Cyril Ilarcourt did not set
out on an adventure in personal glori¬
fication, for the character which he as¬
sumes should rank not more than
fourth or fifth in order of importance,It is a comparatively short part, but in
at least one act it was played with a
brilliance which quite blotted out the
other members of the company, and in
a later scene, when the playing was
merely good, it still sufficed to make
the other members of the cast seem
clumsy.

The new play at. the Comedy is not
a good play, but it deserves better
acting. At least two shockingly bad
performances were disclosed last
night. Misa Peggy Hopkins, the lead¬
ing woman, was hugely inadequate.She also played the piano badly. She
is pretty and wears a very fine ermine

I coat. The -.-art entrusted to George
Fitzgerald was conventionally drawn.
but it need not have been as dull as
he made it.

In many places the play discloses
a very earnest effort to get away from
the conventional. The wronged worn-
an, for instance, says, "It is 1 whoshall have to pay." This is strikinglydifferent from the usual, "It is I whoshall have to pay, and pay, and pay!"Occasionally the author has achieved
an actual .íote of novelty in characterdrawing and in dialogue, but more
often he has been led merely intothe conventional unconventional. Nor¬
man Trevor, for instance, played the
part of a man who tried to be rude,but his effort to say biting things was
so obvious that they seemed merelycamouflaged compliments.We understand that the plot of thepiece was foreshadowed in a naivedrama of another generation called"The Farmer's Daughter," but Mr. Har-court'g development of the theme hasadded sophistication. The sister of a
commoner Is ruined by the son of anobleman who refuses to marry her
even when her exposure becomes in¬evitable. The daughter of tho noble¬
man loves the commoner and offers toput herself in his power in order thatthe wayward lordling may be coercedinto doing what is known as "the rightthing." The commoner refuses to takeadvantage of her, but a happy endingis achieved just the seme by a suddenrepentance upon the part of the younglordling.
There are elements of interest and ofironic humor in the young master's de¬fence of his own position, but the dia¬logue which is built up around thecharacter is impaired by Unnecessaryelaboration. Even smart artificial talkshould have at least a semblance ofsimplicity.
Them are a few moments in "A Placein the Sun" which may remind the au-dience that its author wrote "A Pair ofNilk Stockings," but for the most partit seems the work of a playwright whoknows his craftsmanship well enough,but is just a little tired.

Thanksgiving at the Metropolitan

was expressed by seduction and suicide
in the afternoon, by murder and sudden
death in the evening. The matinee
opera was "Madama Butterfly," with
Mme. Geraldine Farrar in the title part.
Here there was genuine cause for
thanksgiving. Mme. Farrar had recently
been on the vocal toboggan, and had
succeeded in emitting some of the most
painful sounds ever heard on the Met¬
ropolitan srage. Yesterday she gainedcontrol of herself, and while in former
years she had sung with more luscious
tone her Cio-Cio-San was none the less
a ioving an_ a musical little body. Paul
Althouse, though slightly indisposed,
was execellent as Pinkerton, Mr. Scotti,thrice admirable as Sharpless, and Mme.
Forma as Suzuki excellent a3 ever. Mr.
Moranzoni conducted with fine spirit."La Forzo del Destino" was sung for
the second time at the evening per¬formance, and a huge audience mani¬
fested its delight in no uncertain man¬
ner. The presentation was even more
perfect than at the opening. Mr.
Caruso was in golden voice and Miss
Rosa Ponselle, freed from the nervous
strain of a début, found her voice in
liquid glory.
Miss Ponselle may not as yet be a

perfect singer, her upper tones have
not quite the ease which they will later
attain, but hers is none the less the
voice of a generation. It is a dramatic
soprano of great range, and in the
middle and lower regions already of
surpassing beauty. The upper tones
are vibrant and powerful, though at
times a little constrained. Moreover,she has that rarest of operatic possess¬ions.taste. She knows the value of
mezza-voce, of color, of nuance, and
her native fire she controls to an ex¬
tent truly extraordinary in so young
an artist.

Mr. De Luca sings the music of Don

Carlos with his accustomed skill,
though the part is really beyond his
range. Of the others high praiseshould go to the mngnificent voice of

"Differences in Gods"
Revived at Bramhall

"Differences in Gods," with which the
Bramhall Playhouse opened again last
night, is not a new play. It had a fort¬
night's run at that theatre in 1916. It
is the work of Butler Davenport, who
writes, acts and directs the plays given
at that playhouse.
At the conclusion of the excellent

first act a fine background had been
washed in for the conflict of rivi'l
human wills against the bleak rigidity
of New England Puritanism. It is an
act so well written that it seems to

stand as a play by itself. In the sec¬
ond act tkere were vague betraying
symptoms, that the play was not the
thing, that it was merely the vehicle
for a theory.whether eugenics, femi¬
nism or new thought was not plain. In
the third act the play turned into pul-| pit drama in the most literal sense.
Little Rollo and Elsie Dinsmore werej dramatized and were far more dread-
ful than they ever were between the
covers of a book. In each act the

i speeches lengthened and the action
shortened. Somewhere midway it ceased
being a play altogether and became
exhortation.
The four acts are each set at in-jtervals of ten years apart and show

the sins of a Puritan father visited
upon the children and the family's sal¬
vation by New Thought. Louise Carter
did a fine piece of acting in the first
two acts as the suppressed wife.

As Mr. Rachmaninoff is now amongus it is the fashion to place at least

one of his works on every programme,and so Maurice Dambois began his'cello recital at Aeolian Hal1, last even¬ing with the composer's sonata. Op. 19.The piece, sprinkled with suave andmelodious themes, displays the instru¬
ment; for which it was written to excel¬lent advantage.Mr. Dambois's strong points are afine tone and a flaming temperament.The same volcanic quality that distin¬guished him as a pianist and when heplayed with Mr. Ysaye is apparent inhis performance as

a 'cellist. Still,he is not prone to the exclusive useof fixed and vivid color. His feelingfor delicate nuances was evident inSaint-Saëns's concerto in A minor andin shorter pieces by Rameau, Haydnand others which followed.
Perhaps Mr. Dambois's gift of variedtonal expression was responsible for ithe lack of monotony experienced athis recital. Too often after a 'cellisthas played a few sentimental melodiesand showed his agility in a page or Itwo of bravura his resources are atan end. Listening to Mr. Dambois,however, the temptation last eveningwas not to leave early, but to remainuntil the end.
