I as greetings to his many friends, as per his request,

| “As you know,” the letter runs. “The regiment returned in June

| from the British front to do some important railroad work near Nevers.

i The part I had charge of was finished a couple of months ahead ¢ the

{  rest, and I was placed in charge of the construction of a mammoth

| hospital, probably the biggest in the world, When the regiment had

‘ finished this railroad work it was ordered back to the front and I
was yanked off the hospital work and placed in command of it. This
letter is being dictated on the way to the front. We are going up
to our own American sector, where the work is the hottest. We are
all glad to go, notwithstanding the dangers and privations which con-
front ua.

“I am really very glad to hear that friend Ed Barrow won the
world championship. I would like yery much to have been down at
the Boston Tavern for the celebration. Hope to be there in 1920,
There will be none in 1919. This war isa h—— of a long ways
from being over."

This part of Huston's letter was penned on October 24 last. Tt i
gelf-evident. that, keen as is his perception, Til never suspected tha im-
miedlate collapse of Germany. His reference to the baseball situation of
1919, therefore, would hardly hold good in the face of what has happened
subsequently.

In lead pencil is added a postseript of the date of November 4
cna week before the unconditional surrender of Germany:

“We are (working) on the light and heavy railroads leading up
to the front. Wa are under fire continually. Hava already lost a
lieutenant, two privates from my old A Company, besides several
casualties.

“It’s hell a mile. At one place we are working close to a bunch
of our batteries and shells go back and forth quite merrily, Many
of the Bosche’s fall on our batteries and hit our little old 7. B. No
place for a nervous gent. I am going over every inch of the line {o-
morrow, all of which is under observation and fire.

(Signed) T. L, H.”
