Griffith Suggests Reforms

A ND speaking of organized baseball, Clark Griffith,

manager of the Washington Senators, is pre-
pared to sugeest to the biz leagues a number of
reforms which, on the face of them, appear timely
@nd worthy of deep reflection. These reforms are to
huild around the three prineipal rules of the funda-
mental povernment of the game—the reserve rule, the
draft rule and the waiver rule.

The old Fox advocates the prohibition of purchase
or gale of major players, except by the waiver route;
that waivers cannot be recalled; that the clubs work
under a. close player limif; that all minor league
players shall e eligible to draft; that no elub be
allowed to trade a player; that the waiver price of
players in same classification Le the same amount:
that c¢lubs of the same elass only shall have the privi-
lege of exercising waiver rights on a player with
whose serviees a club wishes to dizpense.

Eisewhere in these columns the Griffith ideas are
claborated upon in detail. They are radical, indeed,
hut worthy of deep thought. Certainly reforms are
needed.  And Griffith's suggestions appear, at least, the
best solution to various vexing problems advanced so
