Conboy, director of the
Draft for New York. Advices were

receive«! rom Provost. Marshal Gen¬
eral ("tow ier that Secretary Baker had
announced that draft boards will not
participât«1 in the demobilization of
the troops and that the organization
built up during the last' eighteen
months will pass out of ex. stance
when the recent registrants between
the ages of IS and 36 years are clas-
iided.
Although this announcement is keen

to members of advisory boards who
have advocated the uso of the draft
machinery for demobilization, there ig
still hope, they maintain, that Con¬
gress will endow the boards with new
.powers. Another week will conclude
the work and Ufe of the boards, it is
expected.
Orders also have been issuel for the

demobilization of the limited service
men employed at the local boards,
abo at 200 in all.

In the Meuse-Argonne assault of theAmerican army, this division tookj t'hatel-Chehery in the action which* broke German resistance on this front.
Of the Seventy-ninth Division, Gen¬

eral March said it was in action eastof the Meuse, advancing toward Dam- jvillers when the armistice ended hos-tilities. Details of its operations have
not been received.
Reports from General Pershing show-

that American soldiers captured byGermany are returning to the Ameri¬
can lines from day to day, General
March said, and the department has
received no report of mistreatment of
them by the enemy. Most of the men
are entering the lines of the American
army of occupation, since that armyhold's the front line.

The disposition to be mr>de of Ger-j man or other enemy subjects intern-ed in this country, General March
thought, would be worked out at the
peace conference.
