These =«ix greens have all been
ploughed up and will be made over and
woeded in the spring, and it is believed
they can he put in commission by the
latter part of June,

benuty, as the tee is on high ground
with n deep hollow of from 150 to 250
vards to carry to reach a fairway on
the same level.
