Sport Policy
At Columbia

Modification of the restrictions and
conditions upon which Columbia Uni-
versity restored foothall in 1915 may
be asked for hefore pluns for the foot-
ball  meason of 1919 are definitely
made.  These conditions have still
another year to run, but there is a
feeling among the alumni that some
changes should be permitted now, inas-
much as this is virtually a transition
stage in intercolleginte athleties. If
the conditions are not changed this
year serious difficulties might be en-
countered in making ehanges in 1920,
or football on Morningside Heights
might be 80 hampered in its develop-
ment next fall that Columbia would be
unable to {ake its normal position
among the college teams in 1920,

Chief of the restrictions which are
eausing concern among those interest-
cd in the developmenut of the sport

is that preventing games between Co-
lumbis and Yale, Iarvard, Princeton,
Pennsylvania and Cornell. There is a
desire that this condition be so modi-
fiedd a5 to permit of pames by Colum-
bin with Pennaylvania and CorneH, and
there has even been some talk of

i wiping out this restriction altogether.

The schedule for next fall is in the
making now, and it i3 believed that it
would be highly advantageous if Co-
lumbia eould work in & game with
vither Cornell or Pennsylvania, both of
which were Columbia's keenest rvivals
in the golden days of football on Morn-
ingside Heights in 1005 and hr't'orc.l

Bound up  with this restrietion
against playing with Cornell and the
others is one Tuhihiting Golumbia
from playing games on other than col-
lege grounds. There has been no ban
ngainst playing games away from New
York, as the schedules of the last four
seasong might have indieated, bhut it
has been impossible for Columbia to
urrange to play any of its games at the
Polo Grounds or any of the other parks
in New York City,

Il is coneceded that if Columbin were
to pluy & New York game with either
Cornell or Pennsylvania it would be
manifestly impossible to seat the erowd
that might be expected to attend such
4 contest at South Field, which, with
cvery hit of standing room occupied,
could not jaccommodate more than
H,000 persons, Therefore, there ia the
feeling that this restriction should be
removaed,

And oven if the ban against Cornell,
Pennsylvania and the others should
not be lifted it iz believed that the
restrietions  apainst using the Polo
Grounds should he removed for
the reason that it would militate
aguinst games with such teams as
Syracuse or Dartmouth, either of which
may he on Columbia's list next season.
It iz regarded that a game with Dari-
mouth would almost ¢ertainly be played
in New York, Mo try to have this Eame

o height of folly unless there was a Je-

sive on the part of the athletic as-
sociation mot to reap the finaneial
profits whiech would normally accom-
pany such a contest.

Another restriction whieh is cause
for speculation among alumni is that
against the playing of students other

than those vegulurly enrolled in Co-
lumbia  College  for the aeademic
course. This bars the playing of stu-

dents in the engineering schools or in
the other professional schools. There
are students in Teachers College, the
Sehool of Architecture and the School
of Journalism who eannot be cansid-
ered pradunte students, but none the
less they are harred from plaving
football,  This is a subject that has
been discussed pro and con on Morn-
ingside Heights ever since 1415, but
there is a chanes now that zome defi-

nite action will be taken upon it this |

year. There is no disposition to mod-
