Unem¬
ployed laborers have been otfered work
by the city at -i marks a day, but only
a few have accepted, as thi ordinary
wage is <*> marks a day.
Reports from the country indicate

there is plenty of work there, but
official« have found difficulty in in¬
ducing laborers to leave the cities,
particularly in a time of social unrest
like th.: present.

May I'pe German Cloth
More than 200.000 yards of gray Ger¬

man uniform cloth has come into the
hands of the Americans from the ware¬
houses at Coblenz, and th«* Américains
are considering t<> u3e it. It may be
practicable to dye it and release it for
use. In n warehouse in Coblenz-Lutzel,
across the Moselle River from this city,
«Americans have found 80,000 pounds of
shoe leather and machinery for repair¬
ing shoes. A pian is under consider-
utior to use this repair factory by the
army of occupation.

Material abandoned Ly the Germans
includes harness lade of paper and
steel breastplates worn by snipers. At
Mülheim the Germans left so many
shells that the work of counting them
ia barely begun, although American
soldiers ¡-.ave been busy at the tes»
for more than a weeK.

Representative Kelly, of Michigan,
asked the. secretary when he first came
to the conclusion that America should
have a navy second to none in the
world.

"I came to -that conclusion when the
v.ar broke out" was the reply. "Until
that time I believed that the working
people who suffer most from wars, and
bankers and business men who pay for
wars should be considered before the
militarists. But when I realized that
the militarists of another nation might
plunge the world into war at their will,
I realized that I was wrong. Unless
we have a navy which can lick any-other navy in the world, we may as
well have -lone."

Mr. Daniels said the war had brought
out that national differences and greedfor power are unsafe and must be
eliminate«:, and that a national tribunalwith power to enforce its rulings is
essential.
"Assuming that the peace conference-will give birth to a loajrue of nationswith power to enforce a «decision oncemade," he said, "it must he realizedthat a tremendous police force will bo

necessary. If such a police force isdecided upon the United State« will bemorally compelled to contribute aslarge a unit a-: that contributed by anyother nation. It would be contrary toall of our ideals to take a second placein an undertaking designed to assurethe future security of freedon anddemocracy."
