
owning interests in the city were!

they no longer are bound by their con¬
tract to arbitrate.

In this the boat owners set their
cpinion up against that of the War
Labor Bonrd as cxpressed by Judge
William H. Taft, who in speaking for
the board in December 21 ruled that
the contract to arbitrate is in full
force and effect..
The principal effect of thc strike

yesterduy was the tnarooning of thou¬
sands of persons employed in New
York and living on Staten Island.
These commuters were worse off than
the larger number who live in Jersey,
for these, at least, could come to New
York by tube nnd return in like man¬
ner. True, many were late in reach-
ing their places of employment and
later in getting home, though they
atarted earlier. Some Staten Islanders
same to town on mine sweepers, but
until the city used nolicemen to oper-
ate the boats of this line these had
their doubts as to how they were going
to get back home la.sr night.

In consequence of this unprece-
dented demand upon the tubes. it is
estimated that they carried four time3
as many persons as they ever did be¬
fore. P*rsons who had participated
in the rights which marked the few
days the origional shuttle plan was in
operation at tho Grand Central Station,
following the opening of the new sub-
ways, declared the eongestion was

greater in the tubes. Thc only saving
feature was that every one knew where
he wanted to go, and the excellent
manner in which company guards and
the police handled the crowds.

Thoutjb tlie polic* doubted up to thc
last minuto that there would be any
atrike, they had no trouble in meeting
the situation. In this they were aided
by the lack of disorder on the part of
the strikers. These as a rule kept
away from the piers. There was some
confusion at the Staten Island ferry,
where -.evera! hundred boat builders
employed at Shooters' Island were
demonstrativc, and again at thc Hud¬
son Termir-al. but in neither case was
it necesrsary to make arrcsts.

Submarine Chaser Used
A picturesquc feature of the situa¬

tion was the employment of a subma¬
rine chaser to supply Staten Island
with mails. This boat, bearing the
number 373, was placed at the disposal
of the Postoffice Department after.
Postmaster Thomas L. Patten had com-
piained that his office was being inter-
fered with. The chsser also carried a
few commuter3 to and from the island.
Othor naval were requistioned under

the directicn of Collector of the Port
Newton, for the protection of muni-
tion and power boats anchored in the
harbor. Under tho law, where ten or
morc of theso are assembied, a tug
must stand by at all times to rcmove
any vessel that may become a menace
to the others.
Mr. Newton followed this up with

orders to Port Captain Godfrey li
Carden to seize as many privately
owned craft as he might need for this
work.
The jam on the Brooklyn Bridge,
.ii?ed by the shutting down of tne
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ferries, was one of the worst in the
history of the structure. There was,
however, no diborder and very little
confusion.

Near Riots Occur as

Crowds Rush Boats,
Eager for Passage

The first serious effect of the walk-
out was felt at thc f* rry terininals
whcrc the congestion began to assume
troublcsom... proportions with the ar-

rival of the early morning tlirongs on
their way to an dfrom Staten Island
and Jersey City.
As the day progrcssed thousands of

belated travellers, at their wits' end
what to do, lined the waterfronts, and
eventualiy, at a late hour, disperse'd to
make the most of it wherever they
happened to be. Staten Island is said
to have harborcd at least 40,000 ma-
rooned workers alone.
The faintest measure of relief came

about 6:51 p. m. when the municipal
fcrryboat Manhattan, operated by a
crew of the marine division of thc
Polico Department and a few volunteers
under command of Captain James W.
Halleck, made a round trip between
Manhattan and Staten Island, with pas-
sengers jamming every nock of the
boat.
The Manhattan arrived at South

Ferry from St. George at 7:25 and
made the return trip at 8:15 with about
3,000 passengers, many of whom had
been waiting in the terminals for three
hours. They had been advised that the
police were making efforts to get them
to their homes across the bay. The
serviee way continued intcrmittentlyfor tho rest of thc night.

Only Three Ferryboats Running
This, with two boats running from

the Lackawanna freight piers at the
foot of Twenty-third Street, were thc
only ferries in servict during the day.As a result tons of perishable food¬
stuffs bound for New York were tied upin trucks a.ong the Jersey side. In ad¬
dition hundreds of all manner of
vehicles crowded at the entrances to
the ferries on the Manhattan side, the
lines of these wagons in many cases
rcaching five blocks, until thc true
state of affairs dawned upon the
drivers.
At the Larkawanna piers at the foot

of Twenty-third Street thc congestion
was particularly bad, despite tho fact
that two boats were in serviee here
all day. Matters' beeame worse duringthe afternoon, when teamsters made a
rush to this terminal when theylearned that it was the oiiJy means
to Hobokeu.
The extraordinary crush here gaverise to rumors that. trouble was brew¬

ing, and large detachments of polie-.-,
armed with night sticks and revolvers.
were sent to the scene. The workers
ori these ferries arc not affiliatcd with
the striking boatmen, having- an or¬
ganization of their own. It was feared
that'attemnts of the strikers to induce
these men to leave their posts would
cause a row.

No Controversv Expected
Captain John M. Emery, marine su¬

perintendent of thc Lackawanne fer¬
ries, stated that he would do his best
to keep these boats runnnig. "There
has been no trouble so far." he said,"but the union delegates have been
permitted to enter the ferry slips nt
the two Hoboken terminals, and al¬
though I do not expect any contro¬
versy, you never can tell what will
happen."

All day and far into the night hun¬
dreds of trucks gathered along Tenth
Street, West Street and the extensive
plaza in front of this ferry, the drivers
crowding the neighboring restaurants
ond saloons, knowing they would prob¬
ably have to wait for three or four
hours. It is expected that the situa¬
tion at this point will be aggravated to-
day.

It was intimated by the marine work¬
ers' leaders that these tow boats would
be permitted to run in any event, be¬
cause of a special request having been
made that they be aLowed to carry thc
mails and wounded soldiers. lt wa?
later stated that milk and newspaperswould aiso be allowed on the vessels
with the full asent of the strike head¬
quarters.
Never in the history of this porthas the harbor been so inactive. Apartfrrom a few tugs, lighters and launches

of the army and navy that sped by
occasionally, the upper br.y was devoid
of activity. But on short from Har-
lem to the Battery, wherever ferries
are operatod, there was a congestion of
persons and trucks such as one may
see on foggy morning when the
weather paralyzes traffic.
^U least 15,000 persons engaged in

business or labor on Staten Island
were on hand at 6 a. m. to take thc
early boats for St. George.
Municipal Employees Gave Warning
Lawrence Hanlon, the superintendent

of municipal ferries, was informed at
12.15 a. m. yesterday that the men on
the municipal ferries would quit, and
true to their threat they walked out
at 6 a. m.

When this information reached the
Police Department the police boat Pa¬
trol was made ready, and at 8:45 a. m.
she took aboard 170 city employes at
Pier A and landed them at St. George.
Meanwhile, word had been sent to thc
.ferry houses at St. George that city
employes living on Staten Island would
be taken to the city on the Patrol, and
the police boat returned to the city
with eighty travellers.
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British Secret
Service Ran Down
Agents of the Foe

Gernians Had Plaimed to

Make Isle of Wight Land¬
ing Place and Afterward
to Bombard Portsmonth

LONDON, Dec. 30 (Correspondence'
of the Associated Press)..Sccrets of
the war work of the British secret ser¬

vice now revealed show that German
spies, or agents of the German govern-
ment, were making active preparations,'
even before the beginning of hostili-
ties, to use the Isle of Wight as a

landing place for German forces and
for tho bombardment of Portsmouth.
One of the rirst precautions taken in
August, 1914, was to place close re¬
strictions on persons trying to land
upoi; or leave the Island. From Harwich
to Hampshire, along the south and
southeast coasts of England, nests of
German spies and agents were en¬
gaged in desperate missions in the
early days of the war. One of the ur-
gent tasks of the British secret service
waff to stamp out the operations of,
these men.

Flashes Sent to Submarines
For a lone1 time the authorities were

unable to diseover the origi'n of Morse
signals that were being flashed out to
German submarines from the seafront
at Pevensey. Special watch was kept
on a certain cottage and, although no

ligfits were shown, the patient observ-
era finally solved the mystery. They
learned that after dusk several persona
near an upper window rnnnipulated
what appeared to he the dial of an ordi¬
nary clock. A raid on the cottage dis-
closed that the clock dial was fitted
with ;i tl.-i.rk prism. By focusing the
prism on the strong headlight of a f'vsh-
ing smack anchored offshofe it was pos-
sible to send forth signal flashes. These
flashes were not visible to a person
standing on the bench, but out in the
Channel they could be read easily.

Between the coast and Tunbridgo
Wells, which was the headquarters of
a British army corps, a band of gypsies
made the rour.ds of villages undis-
turbed until an officer made the signili-
c;:nt discovery th!it r.one of them could
converse in Romany, the gypsy tonguc.
Investigation by secret service men
proved conclusivcly that the masque-
raders, while pretending to trade with
the country folk and tell fortunes; se¬
cured important information as to the
movements of troops in the southern
command. Prompt and drastic action
followed these revelations.

Dangerous Spies Captured
At the beginning of the war numer-

ous imtances came to light of aliens
attempting to enlist under false pre-
tences. If the recruiting officers were
dissatisfied with a man's appearance
or ficcent he was taken aside and the
cath was administered to him separate-
ly. It is practically impossible fcr a
foreigner to repeat the uiiusual phrasr
ing of the oath without be.traying his
origin, and in that way many danger--
oti" spies were captured.
About Christmas, 191-1. a foreign

diplomat in London received an ariony-
mous gift of pate de foie gras. Su's-
] icion was aroused and analysis showed
the presence of a deadlypoison. Secret
service agents were called.in and they
proceded to work or. the theory that
th te de I'oie _ras had come from one
of three aliens then under survcillanee.
Accordingly, to each of them was sent
anonymously a can of foie graij exactlyaimi'ar in .appearance to the can con-
tairing the poisoned stuff.
The landlady of ono of the trio

oprne.d ar.d Seived it fot his -.stipner,
and it was not until late in the even¬
ing that she told him that thc can had
been addressed to him. Thinkirig that
he had eaten his own poison, thc man
actually became ill. Ilo was promptly
arrested.

Lenine Expected
To Regain Power,

Despite Trotzky
Although news from Russia states

that Trotzky has caused the arrest of
Lenine Albert Rhys Williams, who
was publicity director for the Soviet
Government for several months, says
Lenine will probably gain the upper
hand because he is the better leader
and stands higher with the people.

"I am not surprised that this re¬
ported arrest has taken place," he said,
"because it is typical of Trotzky, who
believes in the strong-arm methods, no
conciliation and no co'npromis..
Trotzky represented tho radical side
of the government. while Lenine stood
for the conservative.
"Lenine eonsiantly preached moder-

ation and diplomacy rather than war.
Trotzky represents the other extreme.
It is not strange that they have c'ashed,
but I do not believe that it wi'l be
permanent. Lenine is the abler states-
man, and so far as I could judge while
I was in Russia, has the unbounded
contidence of the people.

"Firat -hand information as to con¬
ditions in Russia are difficult to ob¬
tain because heretofore the British
and French haw held up the news. It
is not the wild orgy of destruction that
many have been lead to believe. The
future hi.storian will see that the re¬

ports which are purported to reflect
the attitude of the Russians to the So-
viets rea'ly reflected the attitude of
but 5 per cent of the Russians .those
who lost out by the revolution--while,
on the other hand. the attitude of joy
and satisfaction of the great masses
in the Soviet was almost entirely un-j
represented in the newspapers of
Ameriea."

Dr. Thomsoii's New York
To Have 20,000,000

He Would Fill In Old River and
Dig Couple of New Ones to
Make Room for Them

A New York City for a population
of twenty million persons. built by re-,
claiming fortv square miles of land
from New York Bay and by adding
one hundred miles of new waterfronls
for docks ard bv filling in tho East
River, was visualized for the members
of the Rotary Club at a recen^luncheon
at the McAlpin, by Dr. T. Kennard
Thomson. a consulting engineer.
"The first step," Dr. Thom»on said,

"w-uld be to build parallel coffer dams,
about a half mile apart, extending
from the Battery to within about one
mi'e of Staten Is'and, and then con-
nect thc ends of these by another
coffer dam. These could then be filled
with sand up to the low water level.

"Spac.e would be left. in this way,
for rapid transit .subways, conduits
for electric power service, trunk sew-
ore and all of those underground pipes
whioh are an important part of tho
city'n welfare, 80 that it will never be
necep.ary to tear up the streets.

Wilson Alone to Say if
U. S. Shall Quit Russia

Baker Declares Any Order for
Troop Withdrawal Will
Come From President

WASHINGTON', Jan.4 9..If Ameri¬
can troops in Russia are to be reiti-
forced with more troops or be with-
drawn either from the Archangel or
Vladivostok fronts, President Wilson
himself will issue the order. Secre¬
tary of War Baker to-day referred all
inquiries on the future of the Ameri¬
can expeditior.s in Russia to the Presi¬
dent, dcclaring there was no changein the Russian situation and, if a
change is made, the President, as Com¬
mander in Chief of the army and navy,will order it.

Secretary Baker authorized the an¬
nouncement, however, that the total
forces on the Siberian front number
7,52.2 officers and men. The Archangelforces include four units, with a total
strength of 5,419. The strength of
the Western Russia contingent is
based on informatior, furnished byGeneral Pershing December 31.

Sinn Feiners Form
Constitution for
An Irish Republic

Use of Any and Every Means
to Thwart British Rule, Is
the Dominant Thought;
Congress Will Soon Meet

LONDON, Jan. 9.-.The first publica-
tion of what puruports to be a Sinn
Fein constitution for Ireland was made
to-day by "The Globe." This has a par¬
ticular interest in view of the Sinn
F6in proposal to hold an Irish congress
in the near future. The preamble of
the constitution runs as follows:
"Whereas, the people of Ireland

never have relinquished their claim to
scparate nationhood, and, whereas, the
provisional government of the Irish
republic at Easter, 1916, in the name of
the Irish people and continuing the
fight made by previous generations, re-
asserted the inalienable right of the!
Irish nation to sovereign independenceand reaffirmed tho determination of the
Irish people to achieve it; and,
"Whereas, the proclamation of an

Irish, republic at Easter, 1916, and the1
supreme courage and the glorious aac-jriftces of the men who gave their lives
to maintain it, have united the peopleof Ireland under the flag of the Irish
republic. we, the deiegated representa-'tives of the Irish people in congress;
assembled, deolare tho following to be
the constitution of tho Sinn Fein,"
The article then sets forth the Sinn

Fein aims at obtaining international
vecognition of Ireland as an independ¬
ent republic and, having achieved that
status, that the Irish people by a
referendum may freely chose their
own form of government. It says that
the Sinn Fein organization shall "in
the name of the sovereign Irislw.peopledeny the right and oppose the will of
the British Parliament and the British
Crown or anv foreign government to
lcgislate for Ireland."

It also says that the organizationwill "make use of any and every means
available to render impo.tent the powerof England to hold Ireland in subjec-tion by military force or othorwise."
The purported constitution declares

that a constituent assembiy shall bc
convoked .to. formulato measures forthe welfare of the people. he raeas-
ures snecified are the introduction of'
a protective systom for industries and
commerce hy the combined action of
the county and urban councils, the
Poor Law Board, the harbor boardsand other bodies directly rcsnonsible
to tho Irish people; the estabfishment'
of a consular serviee and of a mercan-
tiie marine for direct trading with
foreign countries; the development of
mineral resources; the establishmcnt
of a national stock exchange. a na^
tional civil serviee and Sinn Fein
courts of arbitration; the developmentof transit facilities, of waste lnnd-3
and of sea fisheries; the reform of ed-
ueation. on a national and industrial
basis; the abolition of the poor law
system with. relief for the infirm and
aged and the employment of idle ablc-
bodied persons on pubiic works.

tees to make the arrangements and in-
vite the Pre°ident Supreme Court Jus-
tices, members of the Cabinet and
other officials tp partic-ipate.

pension of $5 000 a year to Mrs. Edith
Carow Roosevelt, widow of Colonel
Roosevolt,. was proposed in a bill intro-
duced hy Repreaentativa Gallivan, of
Massachusetts.

Captain Roosevelt sent the following
message to Chief Justice McKenna:

"Mrs. Roosevelt requests me to send
her thanks for the action taken bv the
court on the siiggestion of you and At¬
torney General Gregorv. But I wish to
ask you to co'rrect the 'statement of the
Attorney General to the effect that
Colonel Roosevelt's death was 'antici-
pated by his physician and family.' His
death was totally unexpected bv both
his family and his phvsician. aiid was
not caused by the illness which had
previously confincd him to the hos¬
pital."

The Message From Pershing
General Pershing's message, received

to-day, follows:
"Dear Mrs. Roosevelt:.In the un-

timely death of Colonel Roosevelt the
whole nation will deep'y mourn the
less of her great citizen and soldier,and the world one of the most strikingcharacters of our day. I feel most
deeply the loss of a personal friend.
I send you my most' sincere and heart-
¦felt sympathy in this your hour of
scrrow."

Captain Archie Roosevelt sent this
message in reply:
"On behalf of Mrs, Roosevelt and as

one of your captains who has fought
under you in France.' 1 than you for
your sympathy and appreciation.

Fleet Corporation
Ignored Expense,

Declares Calder

New York Senator, Who Has
Been Investigating Opera¬
tions of Shipping Board,
Denounces Its Methods

WASHINGTON, Jan. 9..Senator Cal-
der, of New York, Republican, speaking
to-day in the Senate, charged that the
Shipping Board and the Emergeney
Fleet Corporation have operated in an
unbusincsslike manner with "apparenl
disregard for expensc." ar.d urged that
Congress determine the board's general
policies and limit the scope of its ac-
tivities. Senator Calder is a membdr
of the Senate Commerce Committee
which has been investigating ship-
building for many months.
"The Shipping Board," declared Sen-

ator Calder, "has at no time been made
up of men with a knowledge of ship-

iping or shipbuilding problems. There
have been many changes in personnei
and consequently in its policies. A
very large part of the time and the en-
ergies of the Fleet Corporation has
been given over to building up a great
and cumbersome system of supervision,
with reports and statistics on every
conceivable subject connected with the
work, rather than to the building of
ships as an emergeney measure.

"In the policy toward labor therehas been practically no effort made to
enforce ordinary discipline or to indi-
cate to the workingmen generallv thatthey were expected to render a fair re-
turn of work for the high wages paid.The records indicate that in many in-Btarices men being paid bv the piece,'with the possibiity of making from $20to $30 a day, did three time3 the quan-1tity of similar wot!; performed by men
on a per diem basis.
"This condition is due in large meas-

ure to the apparent disregard for ex-
pe:t?e, the grossly excessive office and
supervising forces employed and the
knowledge among the workingmen of

.the very high salaries being paid. It
is an interesting fact that thc HogIs'and shipyard overhead expenses are
averaging to-day the surn of" $1,700,000
a month. and since the start of the
work in this yard the overhead charge3
up to December 1 have exceeded S16,-
800 000.",
Senator Calder recommended that the

activities of the Fleet Corporation in
connection with the work of privatelyowned yards having contracts for ships,shou'd be limited ^o the proper inspec-
tion of the work nnd to rendering as-
sistance in the supplying of material.
and facilities, and that the work in
government owned yards should be
carried on under the immediate control
and direction of the Fleet Corporation.

Statistics show, the New York Sen-
ator declared, that the shipping pro¬
gramme ir, "progressing at approxi¬
mately 40 per cent of scheduled speed/'
and that "final completion of tho work
under contract will probably take near¬
ly a year lonp-er than the time al'owect
in the contracts."

Contracts for 35 ner cent. or 613
ships, of the total -teel toimag.
olanned. were awarded by the board.
Senator Calder said. to five shipbuild¬
ing concerns, only ono cf which h-.d had
experience in the work. nt an estimated
cost of $745.000 000. This cost hto paid,
would appoacli. nearer $1.000 000.000.
At this rate. the average cost a' ton
wai $275 he estimated. exclusive of the
cost of upervision and control by the
Fleet Corporation.
Of rhe 513 ships only four had been

delivered up to November 11 out of 103
promised by that dute, Senator Calder
