There are many of these defrctives
m the eriminal ranks, and they con-
stitute a big class of eriminals which
has not heen clearly recognized. We
all of us know people who, we think,
are a bit queer, and possibly same of
aur acquaintances think we may he
little unusunl in some of our ways and
manners  and  customs.  We  don't
| bother much about this, and it cer-
teinly almost never occurs to any of
U8 to connect our queer acquaintance
with the idea that he might be a
eriminal,

We are right in not so eonnecting
| him, for it would be very far from the
tact to state thut all persons who are
a little gueer, a little abnormal, are
criminals. It is not so far from the
fact, however, to state that persons
who are queer to the extent of being
shnormal probably lack strong wills,
and ave without the power of inhibi-
tion,  which would keep them from
yielding to strong temptation. 1 can-

Child Ts Not to Blame

A mental defective iz a person whose
brain development halted at some time
during his young life, so that he grew
up with the body of an adult, but the
mind ‘of a child. Defectives are classi-
fied according to the age at which the
brain =topped growing. Every ono re-
alizes that a child 1= not responsible,
snd must he watehed and taken care

af and treated with kindliness and pa- |
tience until 1t grows up and can take

curve of itself, No one would think of
turning a child loose on its own re-
sources, and no one minds particulariy

if ehildren do things which are char- |

acteristic and tolerated in children,

bul whien would not be expeected of |

grown-ups, Wa know fow easily chil-
are ted, we know how their chur-
r5 have tp be
s jdeas of truth telling and re-
i#ibility are, and we treat them in
the full retognition of these facts,
making allowances, and accepting the
job of bringing them up.

The defective has the limited brain
development of ‘a ehild, with all its
lack of responsibility, its

the truth, of duty te others, of ro-
straint, of cons ation. But where-
as in the ehild limited physical power
necompanies this limited charncter (de-
velopment, it is quite otherwise with
the grown-up defective, in whom we
tind the dangerous combination of the
mind of & child governing the body of
an aduit, :

What we should never call erime if
done by a child becomes crime when
done by an adult, These mental defoc-
tives, with capable hodies, are often
experts in erime, hut are no more re-
sponsible for what they de than a child
would be.

who s extremely defective s easily
distinguished and  looked oot  for
Although the progress of scientists in
the study of mental abnormality has
been rapid, it is still very difficult to
determine  borderline cases, to  tell
surely whether a patient is a little de-
feetive mentally, or perhaps only
little stupid. In many country dis-
tricta we find the village idiot, whom

every one knows and tolerates and has |
But if a defective |

a kindly word for, 3
Iy ¢lose to the horderline he is hard to
distinpuish, and all the more o menace.

It is probably true that a large number

of persons are somewhat mentally de-
feetive, hut are fortunate enough to

have such a careful education and are
exposed to so few temptations that the
defigleney is never noticed, I cannot
emphasize too strongly that the mental

defective is not ipso faeto a criminal.

If subjected to temptation, however, he
fulls more easily, and therefore is more
likely than the normal man te become
a4 criminal.

What Records Showed

A little while ago 4 man was hrought
into the psychopathie laboratory which
we started at Police Headquarters., He
had been arrested on the charge of rob-
bery, His fingerprints' record showed
that in 1910 he had been convieted of
felonious asssult and sentenced to Rl-
mirn Reformatory. In 1813 he was con-
vieted of grand lareeny and sentenced
to the eity penitentiary, In 1916 he way
vonvicted of disorderly conduet anid sent
to the workhouse. Here he was again,
after three terms in prison.  Hefore
urraigning him In court this time we
had him examined. The doctors found
that his father had been intemperate
antd tuberculous. The mother had been

give much wuttention to bringing him
