WASHINGTON, Feb. 17. Survivinga
broadside of vigorous Republican crit¬
icism, the Democratic rivers and har¬
bors "pork barre!" bill went sailing on

its way in the Senate to-day, with every
prospect of a safe passage, It' carries
an appropriation of $33,000,000.
On a test n otion put by Senator

Smoot, of Utah, for the expressed pur¬

pose of "te! tine the taste of the Senate
for pork." the appetites of those favor¬
ing the measure were upheld by a vote
of 34 to 29.

Senator Smoo 'ai d smacking strongly
of Sou' ty."

its way through the storm of 'protest
were many projects that were old and
many that were new.

River's Commerce Dwindles
The it- m ad been excluded by the

House, bul was proposed by Senator
Fletcher on the floor to-day as a rmii-
mittee amendment. Information broughl
out in '

.¦. >ate disclosed the fact
that the commerce of the Oklawaha,
which amounted to 99,000 tons in 1910,
when the government first undertook
to improve it, had dwindled to 11,265
tons in 1917. Rocks and dirt, rolling

plained Senator Fletcher, defending it.
had been partly responsible 'or this
decline.
Senator Smoot, attacking it, declared

that the river was a mere stream run¬
ning through a swamp, and read from
a letter written to the committee by
J. D. Young, a real estate operator in
Florida, saying that If the government
would only expand the project to in¬
clude drainage as well as dredging, he
would gladly share in the expense, con¬
tributing at the rate of $10 for every
acre of iand bordering the stream
which he controlled.
Senator Kenyon, referring to the

river as the "dusty Oklawaha," likened
t to the item in the bill for deepening
Raccoon Creek, New Jersey, the loca¬
tion of which, he apologetically ex¬
plained, he had been un.;.hie to give

Conferrees Reject
Pue itm a t i c Mail
Tubes forNew York

Week's Deadlock on Post-
office Bill Ends; 3-Year,
$200,000,000 Road
Building Plan Is Retained

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17..Senate and
House conferees reached an agree¬
ment to-day on the $400,000,000 post-
office appropriation by eliminating the
Senate amendment providing for pneu¬
matic tube mail service in New York
City and Brooklyn and retaining the
Senate amendment appropriating $200,-
000,000 for road construction duringthe next three years.

The pneumatic tube amendment,
over which the conferees have been
deadlocked for a week, authorized the
postmaster general to contract, fortube service in New York and Brook¬
lyn and prohibited removal of theservice from postoffices in other citiesin which it formerly was used for mailtransmission. Continuance of the tubeservice has been a source of conflictfor many years in Congress and thelast postoffice appropriation bill wasvetoed by President Wilson becausem' Postmaster General Burleson's op¬position to its appropriation for thetube service.
The Senate provision for a road-building programme provides $50,000,-000 for this year and $75,000.000 foreach of th etwo following years. TheHouse conferrees also yielded on theSenate appropriation of $300,00 formotor truck service. The House billset aside $1.000.000 for this service.The conferrees voted to retain theprovision granting salary increases forpostal employes, but accepted the Sen¬ate recommeneiation limiting this in¬

crease to the present fiscal year. Es¬tablishment of a commission to inves¬tigate the salaries of postal employes,which the Senate inserted, also was re¬tained, as was the Senate provisionappropriating $850,500 for the airplanemail service. The House bill appro¬priated $300,000 for this service.

The state convention in Greensboro

on Saturday drew 2,000 Republicansfrom all sections of the state. NprthCarolina Republicans never had a big-
ge-r convention. The pyrposc of the
convention was to register a protestagainst the dishonest election methods
employed in North Carolina and to
pass resolutions petitioning the Legis¬lature fe>r an honest election law. The
North Carolina Legislature is now in
session.
The leading Democratic daily news¬

paper of Greensboro said it. was the
opening gun in a pivotal state to break
the Democratic solid South, and warned
its readers to keep an eye on Chair¬
man Hays and the Republican organ¬ization both in state and nation.

Trade Embargo
Urged to Keep
Germany Meekj
War Board Official Says

Blockade Must Continue
Until Peace Is Complete

WASHINGTON*, Feb. 17.--The con-
,. ,

tinuing necessity under the armistice
terms to maintain the economic block-
ade of Germany by prohibiting the ex-
port to European neutrals of American
goods which might find they way into
the Central Empires was emphasized
to-day by Clarence M, Woolley, vice-
chairman of the War Trade Board, in
a letter to the House Interstate and
Foreign Commerce Committee in re¬
sponse to a resolution introduced byRepresentative Fuller, of Illinois, in¬quiring why the War Trade Hoard hadplaced embargoes on the export ofAmerican goods to neutral countries."The whole question of the extent
to which the blockade of the Central
powers shall bo maintained," continuedMr. Woolley, "has been the subject of
serious consideration by the repre¬sentatives in Paris of the United
States and the Allies. We are in-
formed by them that, for importantpolitical and military reasons, it is
regarded as highly desirable for the
present to continue the Wockade in
its main features, and that removal
of the blockade would eliminate one of
the most persuasive reasons for the
acceptance by Germany of the terms of
peace which the associated govern-
ments desire to impose.
"Marshal Foch has stated omphati-

cally that so far as it concerns war ma¬
terials, it is, from a military point of
view, a matter of the utmost import¬
ance that every effort be made to pre¬
vent Germany from obtaining any com¬
modities which could be used by her
to resume military operations.

"It is the view of our delegates at¡the peace conference that the enemyshould not be permitted to revive his
commerce and industry and return to
pre-war conditions before he has as¬
sented to grant to the associated gov¬
ernments the reparation to which they
are entitled, and until he has delivered
into their hands satisfactory guar¬
antees that he will perform the cov¬
enants into which he must, enter to the
making of peace.
"The associated governments are also

considering whether Germany should
he allowed to reestablish her indus¬tries and again to become a competitorfor the commerce of the world, beforesimilar industrial establishments in the
invaded areas of France and Belgiumhave been rehabilitated and placed in a
position where they will he enabled to
compete on at least, equal terms with
the nation which has been the cause
of their devastation.

Eternal Turmoil." Two canvases hungabove the line, but charming in qualityand sentiment, are "Milton Pond," byA. T. Van Iiaer, ami "The CypressGrove," by E. Irving Couse.
A lurge portrait of President Wilson

is by Stanley Middleton, painted in
rather a tight manner, but having cer-
tain pleasing qualities. Jan Chelmin-
ski shows a characteristic group of
horsemen with Napqjeon in front
"Toward Madrid." "In a Cotton Gin,"by Harry L. Hoffman, attracts quite a
bit of attention with its brightlyclad negro women in a dark interior.
The unobtrusive charm of "The ValleyFarm," by J. Francis Murphy, is like
a beautiful chord in a rather jangled
melody. Among other artists repre-
sented are, Reynolds, Heal, Charle1*
Dewey, William Robinson, II. B. Snell
and Bruce Crane.

Rodeheaver Lauds 'Y' Work

Says All Organizations (¿ave
Valued Aid at Front

Homer Rodeheaver, the Rev. Billy
Sunday's slide trombone artist who has
been brightening corners in France in
the uniform of the Red Triangle, told
last night of the difficulties the V. M.
C. A. had met abroad. His address
followed a concert given by the SundayCampaign Chorus at Carnegie Hall.

"I could talk for a long time," ho
said, "about the mistakes which the
V M. C. A. and similar organizationsmado in France, but it would take meforever to tell you the things which
they did right and a mighty long time
to tell you the impossibilities they ac-
complishcd."
He praised all the war welfare or¬

ganizations highly, but he spoke par-ticularly of the Y. M. C. A., with whose!
work he was most familiar. One of the"in possibilities" it grappled with and
eventually overcame, he said, was the
taking over of the canteen.

"Seven hundred of the Younp; Men'sj Christian Association boys were right
up witlr the front while it was beingpushed through the Argonne Forest,"he said. "When the soldiers said,'Let's go!' those field secretaries!
ambled right along with them. Seven-
ty-six of them were killed, wounded
or gassed."
Tali Essen Morgan was director of

the concert. The soloists included Mil-
dred Reunion, Hans Kronold, Edna
White and Howard A. Murphy. Edith
Morgan Savane was the accompanist.

marketing is concerned. It will react
to the benefit of the American lumber
industry by affording it. a great dis¬
tributing agency and stabilizing com¬
petitive conditions so far as foreign
markets are concerned."

ownership and are proclaimed the
property of the whole nation.

"7. The distribution and manage-
ment of the appropriated women, in
compliance with the decision of the
above said organization, are trans-
ferred to the Anarchist Saratov.Club.
In throe elays from the publication of
this decree all women given by it
to the use of the nation are obligedto present themselves to the givenaeldress and give the required infor¬
mation.

"8. Beforo the Black Committeeis formed for the realization of this
eiecree, the citizens themselves shallbe charged with such control. Re¬
mark: Each citizen noticing a
woman not submitting herself tothe address under this decree isobliged to let it be known to theAnarchists' Club, giving the full ad-elress, full name and father's name
of the offending woman.

"10. Each man wishing to use apiece of public property should be abearer of a certificate from the fac¬tories committee professional union,
or Workmen's, Soldiers' and Peas¬
ants' Council, certifying that he be¬longs to the working family class.

Providing for Future
"11. Every working member is

obliged to discount. 2 per cent from
his earnings to the fund of generalpublic action. Remark: This com¬
mittee in charge will put these dis¬
counting funds, witli the specifications
of the names and lists, into the state
banks and other institutions handingdown these funds to the popular gen-erat ion.

"12. Male citizens not belonging to
the working class, in order to have
the' right equally with the proletariat,
are obliged to pay 100 rubles monthlyin t he public funds.

"13. The local branch of the state
bank is obliged to begin to reserve
the payment? to the national genera¬tions fund.

"1-1. All women proclaimed by this
decree to be the national propertywill receive from the funds an al¬
lowance of 238 rubles a month.

"15. All women who are pregnant |
are released of the elirect state duties
tor four months, up to three months
before and one month after child
birth.

"16. The children born are given
to an institution for training after
they are one month old where they
are trained and educated until they
are seventeen years of age at the
cost of the public funds.

Prize for Twins
"17. In case of a birth of twins

the mother is to receive? a prize of
200 roubles.
. "18. All citizens, men an1 women,
arc obliged to watch carefully their
health and to make each week an ex-
animation of urine and blood. Re¬
mark: The examinations are to be
made eiaily at the laboratories of-the
popular generation health.

"19. Those who are guilty of
spreading venereal diseases will be
hi>ld responsible and severely pun¬
ished.

"20. Women having lost.theirhenlth
may apply to the Soviet for a pen¬
sion.

"21. The chief of anarchists will be
in charge of perfecting the tempo--
rary arrangements and technical
mensures concerning the realization
of this decree.

"22. All those refusing to recog¬
nize and support this eiecree will be
proclaimed sabotage enemies of the
people and counter anarchists and
will be held to the severest respon-
sibilit ¡es.
(Signed) "COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF SARATOV, Russia."
The following is the translation of

the other eiecree, issueel by the Bol-
sheviki of Vladimir and published in
the official Soviet organ, the "Izves-
tia":
"Every girl vvho has not reached

her eighteenth year is guaranteed
by the local commissary of surveil¬
lance the full inviolability of her
person. . . .A girl having reached
her eighteenth year is to be an¬
nounced as the property of the
state.

"Any girl having reached her
eighteenth year antl not having
married is obliged, subject to the
most severe penalty, to register at the
Bureau of Free Love of the Com¬
missariat o/ Surveillance.

Man May Not Protest
''Having registered at the Bureau

of Free Love, she has a right to
choose from among the men between
the ages of nineteen and fifty a
cohabitant, husband.
"Remarks: (1) The consent of the

man in the said choice is unneces¬
sary. -i2i The man on whom such
choice falls has no right to make
any protest whatsoever against the
infringement.
"The right to choose from a num-'

her of girls who have reached their
eighteenth year is also given to men.
"The opportunity to choose a hus-

banel or a wife is to be presented
once a month.
"Men between the ages of nineteen

anel fifty have the right to choose-
from amont» the registered women,
even without the consent of the lat¬
ter, in the interest of the state.

"Children who are the issue of
these unions are to become the prop¬erty of the state."

Overman Committee
Is Told How Germany
Employed Bolsheviki

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17..Roger E.
Simmons, a forestry expert whe> trav¬
ailed all over Russia for the United
States government, gave new evielence
to-day before the Overman investigat¬ing committee that the Germans had
a working agreement with the Bol¬
sheviki anel that they had carefullypicke-il out. the Lénine group as the

most extreme, and therefore best
suited for their use.

Mr. Simmons corroborated the evi¬
dence of previous witnesses as to the
terror, the distruction of industry andthe opposition to the Soviets amongboth workmen and peasants. He told
also of the wonderful record made bythe Allied troops at Archangel, and
predicted that the withdrawal of the
Allies would be followed by a general
massacre.

"All the terrorism was instigated in
Germany," Mr. Simpson said, when he
took up that part of the storv. "I
know of a statement which was made
and sworn to before our Consul Gen¬
eral at Moscow which has never been
published and which I think is known
to few, even in Russia. Its author is
a Russian Socialist exile, who was
teaching in Germany when the warbroke out.

He Picked Lénine
"One day a man came to him say¬ing the German Chancellor, Bethmann-

Hollweg, wanted him to go to Switzer¬
land, which has long been a gatheringplace for radicals of all sorts, and
make a study of the different schools
of Russians, to lind out which was
the most radical. He said that the
German government would be willingto furnish 5,000.000 marks ($1,250,-000) for financing the selected groupin a campaign in Russia.
"The man talked this over with an

American then in Germany, who ad¬
vised that he accept the offer, hopingthat some good for the Allies might
come of it.
"The Russian went to Switzerland

and reported back to the Chancellor
that the Lénine group was undoubted¬
ly the most radical, but. advised
against using them, on the groundthat they would cause complete chaos
in Russia."
"Take that story," said Mr. Simmons.

"Take the fact that Lénine reached
Russia through Germany with Ger¬
man aid. Take the facts revealed in
the Sisson papers, and you will see
that it makes a very strong case. I
would not say that Lénine became a
German agent or did anything he did
not want to do, but certainly he did
what the Germans wanted him to.

Agreement With Germany
''1 have a friend who was close to

Cherkoff, an associate of Bronchke-
vitch, Lenine's intimate friend. II
says the Bolshevik i had an agreement
with the Germans for support against
the Allies in the north and the Czecho¬
slovaks in the cast, and that both
guns and men have actually been sent
north. Also, I have seen a picture of
the officers who commanded the force
that took Jaroslav. In it were many
men in German uniforms and wearing
iron crosses. This was a Red Guard
army."
The terrorism was carefully organ-

ized, Mr. Simmons added, not hap-
hazard brutality. He told of what
might be called "official pocket, pick¬
ing." A previous witness had de¬
scribed how spotters watched inside the
state banks, and pointed out to men
outside those whom it, was worth'
while to rob.
Mr. Simmons himself lost 14,000

rubles this way, the money being taken
almost by force by a man partly
dressed in a Red Guard uniform. The
treasurer of the International Har¬
vester Company was robbed four times.

Silas P. Hubbell Estate
Appraised at $68,452

The supposed $2,000,000 estate of
Silas P. Hubbell, over which long liti¬
gation followed his death in 1913 at
Daytona Beach, Fla., had a net value'
at h.is death of $08,452. Appraisal by
the State Transfer Tax Appraiser fixes
the gross value of the estate at $298,-
919.
Among the deductions was a'debt of

$218,927 to Sharp & McVicar, brokers.
Several years before his death Mr.

Hubbell attracted attention by giving
away more than $1,000.(100 to Miss
Martha S. Hill, who at the time lived
at the Virginia Hotel, Chicago. Later
he brought suit to recover the gift,alleging Miss Hill had used fraudulent
means to obtain it.
Three nieces and two nephews con¬

tested Mr. Hubbell's will.
One of the contestants, Mrs. Ruth

M. Holden, a niece, also sued in the
Supreme Court. Mrs. Holden said her
uncle, Silas P. Hubbell, promised her
one-half of his estate if she would re-
frain from revealing the alleged duallife of her father Sidney Hubbell. She
accepted the offer of her uncle, who
left her only the income from a trustof $20,000.

Mr. Hubbell owned stocks and bondsvalued at $293,360 at the time of hisdeath. The appraisal shows that the
legacies to twenty-nine beneficiarieshad to he prorated because of the
smallness of the estate. The trust
fund created for Mrs. Holden was pro¬rated to $5,804.

Aliens Advocating Revolt
or Sabotage Must Go,
Says Secretary Wilson

Brooklyn Union Rebuked

Machinists Who Protested
on Behalf of Enemies
Receive a Sharp Rçply
WASHINGTON, Feb. 17. . Aliens

found advocating destruction of prop¬
erty or overthrow of the government
by fore? will be deported under the
provisions of the immigration act of
February 5. 1017. This announcement
was made to-day by Secretary of La¬bor Wilson in a letter sharply rebuk¬
ing Micrometer Lodge 4f>0. Interna-national Association of Machinists, ofBrooklyn, for protesting against thedeportation of fifty-eight "alien radi¬cals." The Secretary denied that thealiens were being "deported withoutdue process of law and asserted thatthey had been given fair trials.

Mr. Wilson reiterated his previously!announced decision that no personwould bo arrested simply for joiningthe Industrial Workers of the World,but that any alien advocating sabotageor anarchy would be deportee!.
Anarchists an "Invading Enemy"
His letter saiei:
''It is my intention, as Secretary ofLabor, now that the unusual danger of

sea travel is over, to C3rry out theclear provisions of the law; first, be¬
cause it is my sworn duty to do so.anil, second, because any foreigner who
comes to this country and advocatesthe overthrow of our form of govern¬
ment by force is an invading enemy,who is treated with great leniencywhen he is simply deported to the
lanel from which he came.
"When our own citizens desire to

change the form of government, they
can do so peaceably in the manner
provided by the Constitution. If we
cannot make progress by the peace¬able' process of discussing anel voting,
we are not likely to make any prog¬
ress by the riotous process of cussing
and shouting. The men who cannot
be depended upon te> vote right can¬
not be depended upon to shoot right."

Mr. Wilson called the union's atten¬
tion tei the fact that passage of the.
immigration act was strongly supporteil
by the American Federation of Labor,
"of which you are a part."

Deportees Treated Fairly
Discussing the deportations, the

Secretarj said:
"Those you refer to as radicals are

being sent out of the country because
they have been found advocating t'.c
overthrow of our government by force.
They have had every possible oppor¬
tunity, both at the places where they
were originally arrested some time
ago and at the department in Wash-
¡ngton, to defend themselves against
the charges made under the immigra-!
tion law.

"All were freely granted the privi-

lege of employing counsel. Some did
so; others, declined; but all, irrespec¬
tive cf whether or not they employed
counsel, were treated fairly, as the de¬
partment never acts or allows any of
its officials to act as prosecutor, but
fsimplv as an agency to »«certain the
truth." The right to resort 1 »urts
was not denied any ? 1 ¡aliens. Some
of them availed themselves of the op¬
portunity. Most preferred to
abide by the department';! decision."

Dr. NathanPeyser, executive director, and thecampaign winch started yesterday isthe first step in supplying this demand."We tire putting this campaign on
a basis of benefit to the individual,"Dr. Peyser said yesterday. "There
must be something concrete as an in¬
centive to learning. We must clize those benefits which the peoplevaguely feel. We point out to themthat they will be better able to usehospitals, dispensaries and other publicwelfare institutions if they know Eng¬lish. We show them how they canbetter keep in touch with the interests
of their children."

There are about 150.000 persons inthis one district. Dr. Peyser said, who
cannot speak English. During thisweek an intensive publicity campaignwill be waged. In schools, movingpicture theatres, churches and settle¬
ments information is being distrib¬uted. Placards nave been spread about
and in library and school books leaf¬

for them. The pupils will be allowed
to choose both the time and the place.Children will be eared for while moth¬
ers are studying. The method or
teaching will be extremely elementary
treatment of t ho parts of an object or
thing.

In three
or four months a fair working knowl¬
edge of English will have been ac¬
quired by the average student.
