John W. Appel, Jr., of tin« Harvard
Club, scored a sensational victory over

Harold W. Carhart, Yale Club, in the
final ronnd match of the annual invi¬
tation tourney of tne National Squash
Tennis Association at the Yale Club
yesterday.
Carhart found it utterly Impossible

to fathom tho intricate game of his
opponent, with the result that ho suf¬
fered a rout by the scores of 15.3,
]5.7, IB -3. The match lasted only
thirty-five minute*«, thereby establish¬
ing a record for the shortest tussle in
a big tournament.
The victor played at his top form

and fully deserved the honors. He
repeated!y used a change of pace that
Carhart had difficulty in solving, while
his "fadeaway" and sharp 'cross-court
shots proved his most consistent point-
iconng assi'fit.
Tho Harvard man drove» the ball with

terrific speed and compelled Carhart to
make spectacular "gets."
Appel clinched the first game early

by his ability to count aces in clustci
His speed greatly baffled Carhart, who
also failed to return his opponent's
service. The second game brought out
the most stubborn playing of the
match. Carhart had finally hit his
stride and, moving around tho court to
Intercept many shots^ forced many long
rallies.
Appel gained a lead of 8 to 2, but

Carh art's "kills" and low returns to
the back wall corners enabled him to
bring the score to 11 to 7. However,
Appel then resumed his lightning driv¬
ing and settled the outcome of the
match.

As Three More Players Fall Into Line

Catcher Truck
Hannah and Outfielders Elmer Miller
and Frank Kane have been garnered
into the Ruppert-Huston fold. And theofficials of the club seem of tho opin¬ion that, now the ice is broken, therewill bo a regular stampede to get intogood standing before the team leavesfor Jacksonville, Fla., three weekshence.
Of the trio who placed themselvesin good standing by the use of UncleSam's mails yesterday, Catcher Han¬nah is perhaps the most important.At least until ho has been displacedfrom the honor he must be considered

as tho Midget Manager's first string

to tho catching bow. Hannah, indeed,did most of tho heavy work of the
receiving for the team a year ago.And at that time Huggins had at his
command no less reliable an artist
than little Al Walters, considered in
1917 about the-, niftiest backstop pros¬pect since the advent of Ray Schalk,of the White Sox.

A Bulky Fellow
Hannah is, at least, a bulky, huskyfellow of "iron-man" tenacity not

particularly brilliant, perhaps. *but
possessed of the necessary stamina to
stand up under all manner of rough
usage. He came here from the coast.
a reputed slugger, and though lie failed
to hit terrifically in fast company, as
he had pummelled away in the sticks,especially after the big league pitchersmastered their mid-summer hooks, he
nevertheless flogged the pellet up tothe average set for catchers.

Because of his iron mould ho is aninvaluable asset to a club possessedof no other experienced backstop, nowthat Ai Walters lias passed un to the
world's champion Boston Red Sox.Hannah might have fitted in a bit bet¬ter with some other club possessedof more speed than that of Huggins'1918 ensemble, for he' is particularlyslow of foot and inclined to clog upthe basc3 some. Yet this defect should
not be so noticeable the coining year,Huggins having taken pains to correctlast year's striking fault.
Elmer Miller and Frank Kano may

or may net ne important to the suc¬
cess of tho New York Yankees. The
issue is strictly up to these young
men. If they j'-' ess the necessaryability .-nul the ambition they mayeasily make the grade, for the one
striking, existing weakness of tue IM;)
Yankees seems to be. the outfield. Hug¬gins has in Duffy Lewis a star of thefirst magnitude. And there tho gardentrio's strength stop3, if we except PingBodie, who proved mora or less of a
disappointment in New York liverylast season.

It seems a case of do or die just now
with Miller. Never did an outlielder
come from the sticks with brighterprospects than he. In minor league
company this fellow has always be¬haved after tho fashion of a combina¬
tion of Ty Cobb and Tris Speaker.There is nothing at which he cannotshine in even tha fastest minor com¬
pany. But in tho big show ho is an
altogether different proposition.

Ties Self Into Knots
Ho ties himself into knots at the

plate. He loses his base-running cun¬
ning and throws but inditFerently,though at killing flies he is about as
deadly as the mighty Tris. But New
York has already played along for two
years with Mr. Miller. If he fails to
arise to tho emergency after all this
nursing he can have no recriminations
save for himself if lie is consigned to
tho oblivion of minor company.Frank Kane made considerable stir
as a busher up New England way in
1917. but as yet he has had no oppor¬tunity to bid for major league laurels.
Lato in tlu fall of 1917, after havingbeen drafted by tho Yankees, he en¬
listed in the army. He was in the
service continually until a week ago,
when he was discharged from CampSherman. Kane and George Halas, of
tho Great Lakes training station, are
two young outfielders who will receive
every attention and courtesy from
Miller Huggins this spring.
Though none of the officials of the

club would think of admitting the fact,
from hints that have slipped here and
there it is to bo presumed that the
affairs of Greater New York's three
major league clubs are not so serious
in the matter of hold-cuts as one
might naturally suppose. It is known
that the most important cogs of Mc-
Graw's team which will challenge tho
Cubs have been put in order, and there
is a deep suspicion that far more
Yankee contracts have been received
than those already bulletined.
Tho status of the Brooklyn club is

hard to determine. President Ebbets
announced from the start that he
would not make public the names of
players who had signed until the eve
of the departure of the Dodgers to
Jacksonville, Fia. As the Squire of
F'..tbush is determined that no un¬
signed players will report at the club's
expense for spring training and as
Brooklyn's plans for said spring train¬
ing go merrily on it is to be presumed

Richards Leads
On the Court
As Rain Comes

Boy Wonder Had One Set
to His Credit in the
Johnson Tennis Contest

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 25.- Vincent

Richards, the phenomenal sixteen yearold boy champion, was leading Wallace
F. Johnson of this city by one set andwas fighting a nip and tuck battle in thesecond, trailing at 4-5 on games, in thesemi-final round of the Middle Statescovered court lawn tennis tournament,on the roof of the John Wanamakerbuilding, this afternoon, when rainhalted the match.
Tho first set went to Richards by a

score of 6.3, the schoolboy playing-inbrilliant manner at the net, smother¬ing his more experienced opponent'sbaffling chop stroke's and piling upthe points by beautiful volleying.Richards work in this set was mostimpressive and tho gallery was loudin its applause.
In the second set Johnson speededup his game, placing with deadly ac¬

curacy down the side lines and intothe court corners. Richards experi¬enced difficulty in making his returns,owing to the eccentric bounds the balltook on the canvas surface becauseof the cul Johnson imparted, The
game \-» ere fought ut in sharp, de¬cisive ra ¡es, John m scoring a ma¬jority of his -s by pa ling shotsthat cut the side lines or dropped short
ei'.i r ; he net, in fore-court.
Many times the Philadelphia!! fooled!the New York schoolboy by thus sud-denly changing his pace, alternatingdrives through deep court with thesetricky shots that barely cleared thebarrier. Occasionally he lobbed with

great skill over Richards's head as theyouth began a rush to the net position.The boy champion relied upon hisremarkable volleying ability to offsetJohnson's tactics, and the clean-cut
way in which he met the elder player'sattack was startling to the spectators,the big majority of whom were rootingfor the local player. Johnson was play¬ing at top speed just before the rain
caused a postponement, and it. looked
as if he was about to win the set andbring the match, even.
The tournament committee announcedthat Richards and Johnson would con¬tinue the match to-morrow afternoon,weather permitting.
Richard«, paired with William T. Til-den, 2d, his partner in the holding ofthe national doubles championship, de¬feated Donald Nicholls and R. B.Pfingst by a score of 0.3, 6.3 in the

second round of tho men's doubles,thus gaining their place in the semi-final round. Tho national championsmight have won by a more, decisive
score had they been so minded, butthey seemed content to take matters
easy.
