Appeal to Peoplc Proposed
It developed to-night that, in addi-

tion to the sentimental appeal to the
heaits of the mothers and fathers who
do not want their boys to go to war

again, a practical appeal will be made
to obtain tho approval of the country
for the league of nations plan by the
President and his supporters.
This argument new in that it has

not been publicly used thus far- is
levelled at the contention of opponents
of the league that, while there is a'
possibility that the new league may be
a good thing for the world at large, it
would be much better for the United
States, looking at the matter in a pure-
ly selfish light, to get back to the'
status quo ante.to the good old days
of isolation and the Monroe Doctrine.!

In answer to that contention it will
be said that America has a most vital,
selfish issue in the establishment of
the new league, because of the fact
that foreign countries now owe this
country in the neighborhood of $8,000,-
000,000, or about $80 for every man,
woman and child in the United States.
The only possibility of ever obtaining
this moncy, it is pointed out, is to bring
about a reduction of expenditures for
military purposc.i, and an ending ab-
solutely of burninp; up moncy in wars
in those countries, so that they may,
become prosperous and reach a stage
where they can pay' the interest on
this great debt, nnd gradually rcduce
the princical.

Urges Passage of Naval Bill
Members of tho Cabinet, it is de-

clared, will drive home this littlo
thought with the speeches they are to
make in favor of the league of nations,
so that not only will those persons be
reached to whom the sentimental ap¬
peal will be most effective, but also
those who in making out their income
tax returnB are beginning to realize
what wars coat and what a godsend it
would be to taxpayers of this countryif the $8,000,000,000 owing the United
States could be assured of collection.

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Cummins Sees
Disaster to U. S.
In League Pact
Iowa Senator Favors Plan

for a World Union, but
Oppoftes Paris Covenant

WASHlNGirON, Feb. 26..Declaring
Article X of the proposed constitution
of the league of nations to be "almost
the wickedest proposal auggcsted for
(he commenddtion of mankind," Senator
Albert B. Cummins, of Iowa, Republi-
can, fired in the Senate to-day the first
gun for those who favor the idea of a

league of nations but oppose the pro-
visions of the covenant odopted at
Paris.

Article X pledgea the contracting na-

tions to undertakc "to respect and pre-
serve ae agr.inst. external aggre;-,sion
the territorial integrity and exiBting
politieal indepcndence of all states
members of tho league," and provides
that "in caae of such aggreaaion, or in
case of any threat or danger of such
aggression, the executivo council shall
advise upon the meana by which the
obligation shall be fulfilled."
According to Senator Cummins, had

such a covenant been in existence
among the great powera of the world in
177C the Repubiic of the United Stntos
could never have been founded.

Owen Urgcs Safeguard
Debate on the league continued in

the Senate to-day almoat up to the
hour set for the President'a conference
at the White House'with the members
of the Senate and House Foreign Af-
fuirs committces. It was the expressed
wish of the President that there should
be no discussion until after he had!
been given opportunity, at this con-1
ference, to disclose to the committeesi
his reasons for approving each of the
r.rticles of the league constitution.
Senator Cummins wa? followed by

Senator Robcrt. L. Owen, oi Okliihcma,
Democrat, who, though defcading the
league plan, urged the advisability of
inserting in the instrument a provision
that will safeguard the right of every
nation over its internal affairs and
over such matters as immigration, emi-
gration, exports and imports.
Senator Henry Cabot Lodge, of Mas¬

sachusetts, ranking Republican mcml er

of the Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee, and Senator Philandev C, Knox.
of Pennsylvania, Secretary of State
in the administration of President
Taft, who will speak, respectively, on

Friday and Saturday of this week, are

expected, like Senator Cummins, not
to oppose the creation of a league of
nations to preserve peace, but the form
of the constitution as drawn up at
Paris and accepted by President Wil¬
son.

More Bad Than Good
"There is some good in it." said Sen-

ator Cummins, referring to the pro¬
posed league compact; "there is more

that is bad in it. There are parts
which, in my judgment, not only neu-
tralize all the benefita of a peaceful
scttlement of disputes between na¬

tions, but which affirmatively destroy
tho national structure and which com-
mit tho United States to.a course
which must end in bumiliation and dis¬
aster."

Asserting that he had been at first
disposed to withhold comment until the
President had had opportunity to con-
fer with the members of the two com-
mittees, Senator Cummins suid that ln

[vicvv of the President's announced pur-
pose to r"turn almost immediately to
Franco he. thought it was the duty of
every member of the Senate to give his
views without delay.

"It would be most unfortunate," ho
said, "if the nations represented at the
conference were to conclude a treaty
upon this subject and return to their
respective countries only to find that
their work had been disapproved by
the Senate of the United States, leav-
ing an instrument of such vital impor-
tnnce to the world withou't force or of-
fect.
"As I Iook at it, it is of far greater

importance that we discharge this duty
at this time than it is to consider ap-
propriation bills or legislation of nny
character."
Senator Cummins referred to the

Paris covenant as intending to create a
"world nation" with "polyglot and in-
cohorent power," and he submitted the
following as an outline of what he
thought the league compact should be:
Referring again to Article X of tht

covenant as drawn up at Parn, Senator
Cummins said:

"I am opposed to it because it is the
most destructive, unjust and reaction-
ary proposal which was ever submitted
to a patriotic and intelligent peoplo. I
predict that when the citizena of the
United States thoroughly grasp the
meaning of the proposed agreeme;.t nnd
fuirly unders'tnnd its inevitable conso-
quences it will be rejected in a fctorm
of obloquy the like of which has never
been witnessed in the borders of the
republic.

Future GeneratlonB Curbed
"It means that a few men assembled

in Paris in the year 1919 aro dividingtho wholc world into aovereigntiea and
aro assignin^ the innumerable men m d
women who in all times to come aro to
inhabit the earth to these future aov
ereignties; sovereignties which the nm-
hitiona of the men of this, a passinggeneration, are pleased to call eternrf.The man who, even in hia thought, is
wtlling to play with the fate of ma»-
l:ind in this fashion is indifferent to
both the lessons of the past and the
judgment of postorfty. We are solemn-
ly asked to guarantee that the boun-dariea of nations, as they now exi&t or
as they will exlst when the peace con¬ference hus redrawn the map of Europe,Asia, Africa and Oceanica, abail re-main without change forever.
"The proposal is to gridiron theearth with an inflexible territorial

pattern. It would be just aa reaaon-able that the constitution of theleague of nations should declare thatneither man nor woman should passfrom one sovereignly to another as todeclare that the boundaries of nov-ereignties should remain forever in-violate.
"I can not help wondering whetherthose who have submitted this oppoaitlorj to us have lookod over the pastand considered what the effect ef anagreemant of thia cuaracter would
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have been, assuming its enforcement,if it had been adopted at tho other
pcriods of the world's history. I am
thinking of all the years of the soven-
teenth century, when such an agr(¦.?-ment between England, France and
Spain, conrirmed by the remaining na-
tions of Europo respecting terrkorial
integrity in the North American con-
tinent, would have given Canada for-
ever to France, would have parti-tioned the territory of the UnitedStates and of Mexico among England,France and Spain, and would for all
time have precluded the renublic of
the United States.

Six or Seven World Bosses
"There in no atudent of history,howevor dull of comprehension, who

does not know that the discord, ri-
valry, and wars of thesc three greatEuropean powers made it possible for
our belovod country to emerge from
their struggles a free and independentnation."
At this poriod Senator Hitchcock, of

Nebrnska, Domocrat, chairman of the
Foreign Relations Committee, inter-
rupted to ask if it were not a fact
that Article X was only limited to
the signatory powers.

"I must assume," retorted SenatorCummjns, "that it is the ultimate pur-
pose to includo all nations m trie
league."
"Does it not niean," interjocted Sen¬

ator Reed, of Missouri, "that six or
seven nations are given the right toboss the world?"
"There can be no other construc-tion," replied Senator Cummins.
"Does the Senator from Nebraska."

again put in Senator Reed, "mean thalthis is only intcnded to protect theterritorial integrity of member na¬
tions, and that all other nations shallbe prey to conquest by member na¬
tions? If so, what is this brand ofidealism we are studying?"

Would Be Mediator Also
"The league." replied Senator Hitch¬

cock, "is dedicated to tho preservationof peace, even among nations not mem¬bers of the league, but it does notundertake to guarantee the territorial
integrity of nations not members. Itsimply undertakes to use its agenciesto adjust disputes outside the league."Senator Cummins continued:
"When I first read Article X I wasunder the impression that nothingcould surpass it in repugnance togood morals and the civilization of thoworld; but I am bound to admit thatArticle XIX is the climax of surrender."This article is not only had in and

ot itself, but it is the grossest viola-tion ot our powers under the Consti¬tution that has ever fallen under myobservation. The league is authorinedto issue amandate requiring the UnitedStates to take possession and adminis-ter the affairs of Turkey, with an in-definite territory both east and westof Constantinople. This mandate willcommand the United States to under¬take the tutelage of the Turkish Em-
pire until the people who live in this
uncertain territory are 'able to stand
bythemselves under the st.renuous con-
ditions of the modern world.'
"This gigantic task is to be assumed

upon the theory 'that the wellbeingand development of such neonles form
a sacred trust of civilization.' This trus-teeship may be for years or it. may beforever, depending entirely upon thejudgment of the leaeue respecting our
success in bringing these peoples up totho high standards which the leaguemay demand for self-governing coun¬
tries.

Propo.sal Not Authori/.cd
"I confes* to more amazement whenI reflect upon this proposal than evernlled my mmd before. It does not re-

quire a man trained in the study ofthe law to determine instantly that thepeople of the United States never gaveto the President and Congress, or boththe authority to do this thing. Thereis not a semblance of power in theConstitution to perform such an act.and the proposal is more inconsistent)if that can be, with the spirit of theConstitution than with its letter.
"To insist that we can take posses-

Sion of the territory of any nation,with its millions of peopie, simply to
act as the tutor of these people and to
police the country, solely to make the1
inhabitants better men and womon, isthe wildest fancy which ever enteredthe hunian mind.
"Rut this is not all. We are com-manded to govern Turkey, not accord-

ing to the laws which our authorities
may enact, but to govern its people, toeducate them, to train them, to makethem able to stand alonc, under the
direction and according to the instruc-
tions of the league.
"We ^re thus not only to assumethe responsibility of governing Turkey,but we must attempt to do it in the

manner and degree required by the
league.
"Any one wllo has even casual know!-

edge of the conditions prevailing in
tho Turkish Empire knows that tho
maintenance of order and the enforce¬
ment of the laws and for the tutelagewhich will nccomplish the e*ndeavor will
roquire nn army of more than a hun-
drcd thousand men for many years to
come. It will require a civiliati force -

of even more. The fathers and moth-
ers of Amcrica will be asked to send

their sons 5,000 mlles from home to
keep the Turk, the Armenian. the Syr-
yin and the Arab in order and train
them for Belf-government.
"The civil service employes in Con-

stantinople will outnumbor our em¬
ployes in Washington. It is safe to aa-
sume that the annual cost of this en-
terpriae will exceed a billion dollara.
It la all too abaurd to contemplate.
"When the American people reflect upon
such a proposal they will reject it with
all the emphasis of unanimity.

Senator Owen, asserting that the
league would have the backing of all
free governments, said:
"The divine right to rule has gon.1 tc

hell; the doctrfiie that might mnkes
right is dead; the doctrine of tevrorism
is dead; the doctrine of liberty, juscice
and humanity is triumphant and i-
writing its Magna Charta to last for rll
future time.
"Let the United States Senate honor

itself by lending its very best effoits
to perfecting tltis charadter. The peo-ple of Europe and the people of the
orld ow" to America a debt which can

itcver be paid', and America muat not
depart from bcr high standurda ot hu-
man service. The time is at har.d to
establish the conditions which will ver-
ify the propheey of u thousand years
of peace.
'The time has conie when there shall

be established upon the earth th<; greut
principles of liberty, of justice, of V-.-
manity, and America should take the
leading part in that constructive work:
ani one of ihose who strongly advioej

tho President of tho United States to
go to Europe in order that the ideals
of America might be presented to tlio
European stutesmen, who 1 knew were
embarrasscd becauae of their long ond
prJnful experience with militarisrr, 1
knew that they could not help thinkir-gin terma of strategic boundaries, in
ternis of battalions, In terma of aimt.-
inents, and I am rejoiced that our Pres¬
ident was able to favorably influence
European oporation# so that we now
have laid before us the preliminaryfornmtion of a plan which when per-iected will effect and maintain forever
the peace of the world. Let America
take her plaee in the front rank in this
forever glorious enterprise.''

"First, we ought to agree, and all
other nations ought to agree, that
justiciable diaputes.those issues which
can be determined by the application of
recognized law to established facts-
should be settled either by arbitration
or adjudication; and wo ought to
agree, and all other nations ought to
agree, without equivocation or reserve
that we will abide by and performthe award or judgment.
"Second, we ought to agree, and all

other nations ought to agree. that,with respect to other intern'ational dis-
putes, war shall not be made until
some permancnt, regulaiy international
body shall have a fair opportunity to
discuss and e'xnmine them. Upon such
questions there should be no award, no
judgment, and the sanction should be
confined to nioral influenees which
time, thoughi and free discussion will
awaken.

Ostracism Urged as Penalty
"Third, if any nation should refuse

to submit a proper controversy to
judgment, nr refuse to perform the
judgment when rendered, or refuse to
delay war, 1 am willing to agree that
ostracism shall be the penalty in-
flicted.
"Fourth, the compact should contain

a programme of disarmament, and, af¬
ter all, in disarmament lies the hopeof permancnt peace. The constitution
proposed is most disappointing in this
regard, for a careful study gives us
little right to believc that there will
be disarmament among the atrongpowers."

Freneh Insist Ship
Losses Be Made Up
From Enemy Vessels

PARIS. Feb. 26..The losses of theFreneh navy during the war could notbe made up whiio fighting was in prcg
ress bpcause the naval establishment
was being used for more important pur-
pos< s, but some of the lost tonimgoshould be regained from surrenderedGerman ships, Minister of Marine Ley-
gues declared in a speech Tuesday h'--
fore the Government Naval Commis-sion.
Without trying to prejudice in anyway the decision of the peace confer¬

ence concerning the reduction of arraa-ments, the minister added, the handingover to France of some of the Germanships is the only solu'tion of the Freochnaval problem that appears to be bothjust and practical.

Victory Loan
Bill Is Passed

Three Dissenters Attack
War Finance Corporation
Section of the Measure

VVASHINGTON, Feb. 26..The Vic-
tory Loan bill was nassed by the House
to-day with just three dissenting votes
after a Republican attack had failed
to eliminate a provision continuing
the War Finance Corporation with au-
thority to make loans to finance e.i-
port trade.

Represcntative Moore, of Pennsyl-
vania, led the attack on the War Fi¬
nance Corporation section with a mo-
tion to send the measure back to com-
mittee for its elimination.
Representatives Sloan, of Xebraska,

and Fess, of Ohio (Republicans),
jjoined with Mr. Moore in speeches at-
tacking the corporation. Thev urged
its early discontinuance in the inter-
est of economy. Mr. Fegs also de-
clared tiiat continuance of the corpor¬
ation for a year would result in its
becoming a permanent institution.

"It will become permanent only if
the Republicans in the next Congresspermit," Democratic Leader Kitchin re¬
plied.
The bill authorizea the issue of

short-tcrm notes. maturing in one tofive years. with the Treasury havingthe authority to fix the interest rates..The measure also directs the Treasuryto create a sinking fund for the retire-
ment of war bonds and authorizes ex-
tension of further government loans
to foreign countries to promote the
sale of equipment and supplies owned
by the United States abroad.

In the Senate the Finance Commit-
tee, in order to expedite action on the
loan bill, concluded hearir.g the testi-
mony of Treasury officials and agreedto vote on the bill to-morrow.
Although considerable Republicanepposition was veported to the pro-posed $1,000,000,000 fund for the War'Kinance Corporation, opinion was gen-eral that the measure would be enacted

beforo adjournment.

Says One of Entente
Asked Peace in 1916

BERLIN, Feb. 25 (By The Associated

Rie.-si. -Hugo Stinnes. a leading ship
own< r and manufacturer, in a state-
ment to-day replying to the chargemade by Mathias Erzberger, head-of
the German Armistico Commission,that Stinnes had a prominen.t role inthe exploitation of Belgium, introduced
an alleged revelation regarding peace
overtures from an allied country early!in 1916. The statement says that evi-
dence in the files of the oHiee of the
Chancellor and in the Foreign Office
proves that ono of the great Dowers
opposed to Germany early in 191G sug-gested a direct interchange of viewswith the Entente on peace aims but
Germany rejected the proposition.Stinnes declares that the liberal
press of Garmany forestalled and
eventually made wholly impossible an
opportunity to establish an understand-ing with Russia.

In Esthonia Rcvealed

Ofticial Report Shows Yictims
Beaten to Death and Bodies

Robbed of Clothing
COPENIIAGEN, Feb. 26..The official

report of the Esthonian authorities on

the atrocities committed by the Bol-
sheviki in Esthonia. especially at We-
senberg and Dorpat, ur.folds a terrible
tale.

The graves of persons murdered at
Wesenberg were opened February 17
in the presence of the Town Governor.
They were found to contain eighty-twobodiea. The skulls of the dead had
been battered in and the bodies bay-oneted. An eyewitness of the e\e-
cutions said the people were placed atthe edges of the graves and shot. Thebodies were then thrown into the
graves and the wounded were killedwith the butts of rifles. In the vicinityol the graves were bita of torn clothesand fragments of skulls and hair, while
the grass was coverod with congcaledblood.
At Dorpat the people killed weredropped into the river through holeacut m tne ice. Bodies that were recov-ored later bore evidence of brutaltreatment. In one cellar a large num-ber of bodies were found in a pile.
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Clemenceau to End
Public Life With
Peace Conference

Close Friend of Premier
Predicts He Will Retire
and Raise Birds and Pigg>
in His Country Home

PARIS, Feb. 26..Once the work of

the peace conference is concluded, M.
Clemenceau will retire from pubiic life,
according to present indications. A
volume just appearing in "The New
National Review" series, written byAndre Maurel, a close friend of Cle¬
menceau, and the proof sheets of which
are known to have been seen by the
Premier, sketches his great services to
the country and stresses the Premier's
liorror of personal manifestations, add-
ing:
"Once peace is signed we shall see

him retire in a few months to the Rue
Frankiin.the little ground floor flat!
of which I think khen, every year, I am
in the lloman Forum as I pass through
the ruins of Ca?sar's palace. It covers>
n space not b^gger than a eure's garden.
M. Clemenceau has no need ot' a palace
to scrve his country.
"Marshal Foch lives in a railway

wagon and M. Clemenceau will retire!
to the Rue Frankiin and to Bernou-
ville, where he will take care of his
birds and pigs and will recall h s .«
country childhood. I would.Vt be at all
sure that he may not contemplate a
last journey to Greece in strict anonym-
ity. He will disappear quictly, watch-
ing others work and reiusing all hon-
ors and public manifestations because
he regards them as useless."
M. Clemenceau returned home two

hours later, having driven as far as
Versailles. He wrfl warmly acclaim-d
everywhere and said he ,"elt better for
the trip in the bright sunshine. To-
night it was said the Premier's con-
dition was excellent. He had not
been fatigued by his ride and he
hoped to attend the meeting of the
peace conference to-morrow.
The route taken by the Premier's

automobile was chosen by M. Clemen-
ceau himself. It lay through the
Avenue du Boia de Bqulogne. into the
Bois, then past the lak'e und the Long-
champs race course stands, and
through Sainfc Cloud park to Ver-
sailles.
At Versailles the automobile stoppej

in the grand courtyard if the Palac?.
