Weather Report
WASHINGTON, Feb. 26..The Eastern

disturbances have virtually disappeared from
tiie fleld of observation and the weather hns
cleared in the Atlantic nnd Gulf states and
the Ohio Valley. There has been a great
fall in pressure over the extreme West and
a modcrate fall over the Central West, with
continued high pressure and very low tem-
peratures to tlie northward. This distribu-
tion has resulted in additional general rains
and snows over the Northern districts west
of the Rocky Mountains and light snows in
Montana, South Dakoia, Nebraska, Iowa,
Northern lllinois and the south Upper Lake
region.

It is considerably colder in the Atlantic
states nnd warmer in Missouri and the
Southwest.
Over the remainder of the country tem-

peratures changed but little and are gen¬
erally below the scasonal average. Fair
weather will continue to-morrow und Fri¬
day in the Atlantic states, while in the I.ake
region and the Ohio Valley there will be
snows nnd rains, mostly snows. In Ten-
nessee and the East Gulf states fair weather
to-morrow will be followed by cloudyweather Friday. ft will he warmer to-mor¬
row in the East Gulf states and Tennessee,and on Friday in the South Atlantic states.
