himself and General Ansell and the
popular agitation over alleged mistreat¬
ment of soldiers, General Crowder
writes:
"General Ansell contends that there

is a fault in the organic structure of
the court-martial system in the fact
that after a man has been tried by
court-martial and the record of trial
has been reviewed by the authority
that appointed the court (usually a
military officer of high rank) and by
him finally approved and carried into
execution, there is no further appel¬
late body or officer who can review
the appointing officer's review and
modify, affirm or reverse his action.

Approved Appellate Power
"With this I agree and there is no

contraversy about it. I submitted and
you approved in January, 1S18, a draft
of legislation vesting such u further
appellate or reviewing power in the
President. The draft was introduced
and died in the Senate Military Com¬
mittee, which no doubt considered it
of less actual importance, than other
pressing business of the war. If this
were the only alleged difference of
opinion within the department, there¬
fore, it vanishes with this simple state-
ment and it is difficult to perceivo a
cause for unusual interest. I
"The storm centres, however, about

three briefs.two from General Ansell
and one from myself to you. Stratigc
to say, these briefs were not addressed
primarily to the desirability of such a
power of review. That is conceded.
They were addressed solely to the
question of whether that power bad
not actually been granted by Section
1199 R. S. . . . a law that had been
on the statute books for fifty-five years
with but a single attempt to deduce
from it the grant of so broad a power
in any officer of the government. That
single attempt was made in a desperate
effort to obtain the release of a con-
victed soldier by habeas corpus. The
practico question on which General
Ansell and I do not agree was carried
into a circuit court of the United
States and there decided once for all
in a manner indmg on administra¬
tive officers sworn to execute the law
as they find it. I shall not prolong
this statement by discussion of that
question.
"That any administrative officer

would be justified in finding in the
unequivocal language of a statute so
old. against reasoned judgment of a
Federal court and the administrative
practice of fifty-five years, a hidden
meaning revolutionizing the entire
system of military justice, is simply
preposterous. General Ansell's argu-
ment was an eager, earnest plea for a
forbidden short-cut based on expedi-
pney rather than on reason. With the
desirability of such an appellate powerin the President you agreed and forth-
with requested it of Congress, which
alone Gould grant it. Countenance of
a plan to play ducks and drakes with
a statute of the United Stares you re-
fused.
"But if the controversy Is not over

the advisability of such an appellate
power and not in a substantial sense
in the famous briefs, where is it? It
lies in this: That General Ansell be-
lieves that the power, when granted,should be vested in the Judge Advo¬
cate General and that a complete judi¬cial system, with faithful analogies to
the organization and procedure of civil

should be substituted for the
present simple and direct system of
army discipline. While the departmentbelieves that the power should be vest¬
ed in the President; that with such a
grant of power the faults of the ex¬
isting system will be completely re¬
moved with the exercise of those pow¬
ers and with the improvements that
have been instituted in the last two
wars. These are the real issues and
the only ones.
"Our civil code is good. It protects

our most sacred liberties, but gentle¬
men who contend that it should be sub¬
stituted for our military code which
is also good- forget that the purposesof,,the two are diametrically opposed.The civil coiie is designed to encour¬
age, permit and protect the very widest
limit of individual action consistent
with the minimum necessities tif or¬
ganized government. The m.ilitary code,and especially our military code, is de-
signeel to operate on men hurriedlydrawn from under the liberal opera¬tion of the civil code and to concen¬
trate their strength, their thought,their individual action on one common
purpose the purpose of victory."The common purpose is the plan of
action, 'fhoreforo individual liberty of
action inconsistent with that common
purpose must be restricted. The mili-
tary code is designed to accomplishthat purpose.

Sacrifice Necessary in War
"Tho truth is that peace and war

both demand sacrifices of individual
liberty to a common purpose, but such
sacrifices in war are infinitely greaterin number and degree than they are
in peace.
"For the purposes of peace we de¬

mand an intricate ¡egal system, even
at the cost of technicalities, delays and
abstruse rules of law. The very nat¬
ure of war is such that'we willingly
give over ami must give oer adherence
to the artificial safeguard of complexrules. On this theory tho soldier is
remitted to the simplo and direct pro-
cedure for the enforcement of disci-
pline in the army. His court has its
inception in the old courts of chivalryand honor and tho e'ssential principle
remains. His conduct is taken before
his comrades, who determine whether
it is the conduct of a soldier or not.
^
"In this lies tho difference between

the systems for civil and military jus¬tice. The War Department naturallyadheres to the latter system. It re¬
pels tho thought of an army in the
field with two commanders -one? in
charge of its discipline and one in
charge of its strategetical and tactical
man.uvre; The picture is to the manwith the slightest familiarity with
things military nothing lass than ridic¬
ulous.

"I should be willing to rest with
this statement were it not that it has
been said, that without such a radical
chango as is propossj, we have wit¬
nessed atrocities of injustice, and
that they are traceable tc faults in
the existing system of military jus¬tice. I have said that there is one
such fault.
"But what actual harm has resulted

from this fault? It is only tho ex¬
ecuted portion of a sentence that the
present power of the President does
not reach. In order that such power
i.s ho now has may reach every case
of injustice, excessive sentence, and
illegality appearing in a trial by gen¬
eral court martial, a mechanism has
been created in the office of the- Judge
Advocate General, that gives a scru¬
tiny more farreaching and exacting
than is possible under any civil
system. That mechanism, added to
the power of final review, in the Pres¬
ident asked for ove'r i year ago, will
make the system such that I am will¬
ing to stand or fall by it.
"This statement would not be com¬

plete, however, without reference to
the allegations that have shocked the
nation, and in respect of which the na¬
tion is entitleel most of all to assur¬
ance. It is asserted and attempted to
be established by example that the
sentences of courts martial during the
¦ftar have been atrociously severe.
"The criticism that they are severe

is not a criticism of the system of mil¬
itary justice; it is not a criticism of my
administration of that system. It is a

criticism of the officers who imposed,
for instance, sentences e>f death for
se't.tinels convicted of sleeping on post,
for soldiers wilfully and contuma¬
ciously refusing to obey the direct or¬

ders of their commanding officers anel
for desertion in time e>f war, and it is a
criticism of the Congress which atithor-
ized a death penalty, in i>lain statutory
t( rms, to bo assesseel on convictions for
these offences. I do not mean to say
that if criticism in this connection is
due 1 am immune. I am not. I agree
with the statute and shall defend it,
but I am not responsible for it.

Difference of Opinion
"This charge of severity is simply

a difference between the opinions of
well-meaning and humane critics far
removed fntm the scene of the of¬
fences punished and with only a par¬
tisan, inadequate and highly-colored
statement of that case to guide them,
anel the opinions of men who con¬
sidered the facts under the solemn
obligation of an oath to be honest,
impartial and fair, who lived in the
environment of the offence anel were

steeped in the reasons making it
grave, and who assessed the sentence
in the defence of home anel country.
"These men cannot merit the in¬

dictment anel diatribe that have been
heaped upon their action. As Burke
has saiel, you can indict a few in¬
dividuals but you cannot inelict a na¬
tion. These men are a portion of the
nation. There expression and not

that of men 3,000 miles from the fiele
of action Í3 certainly the voice of the
nntion on the punishments that
should be meted out to men who ira-
peril its honor and its safety.

Cost of Offences Emphasized
"Why should the offenses of a sol¬

dier of sleeping on guard, desertion
disobedience of orders be punishable
by death? Because cities and fortifi¬
cations and armies have been lost
through tho drowsiness of sentinels;
hecanse armies have been disintegated
and nations humbled by desertion;
beenuso battles have been lost and
peoples sold into captivity by the dis¬
obedience of soldiers.
"To us at homo, in comfort and in

present peace, it is next to impossible
to reconcile the almost unanimous view
of soleliers in the theatre of war on
the gravity e>f these and many other
offences. Therefore, the execution of
not one sentence of death for these
things has been approved by me and
not one such sentence has been e"x-
ocutod. Heavy sentences have boon ro-
elucetl comprehensively and unifeirmly.
But even with that said, I can neither
condemn the officers who assesseel the
sentences nor the law of Congress, nor
the system under that law that made
thorn possible.

"I come now with the utmost re¬
luctance to a few distasteful para¬
graphs of personal vlrdication. My mo¬
tives and rny actions have been at-
tacked, and I have been advertised as
having hampered the efforts of Gen¬
eral Ansell. 1 have been set off against
him as reactionary.

"It lias been said that the present
military code is archaic. I merely say
that I began what proved a tedious and
heartbreaking task of years to obtain a

complete revision of the old military
code early in my service, personally
conducted that task, beginning with my
appointment as judge advocate general,
anel at the end of four annual disap¬
pointments obtainoel its complete re¬
vision in 1010.

Says Ansell Changed Views
"During much of this time General

Ansell was one of the most promising
and trusted officers in my office. Dur¬
ing all the time the ceulo was in ro-
vision he never suggesteel to me, nor,
so far as I can learn, to any one else,
any of the changes he is suggesting
now. He participated in preparing tho
manual for courts martial which was
based upon the new coeie, but he aei-
vanceel nono of these new views.

"Indeed, tho first time I was advised
of such a view was in November, 1917,
on the occasion of his presenting to
you.not through me and entirely with¬
out consulting me.the first of the
elaborate briefs about which so much
has been made.

"It has beem charged that, as a re-
suit of that brief, an order designating
him as acting Juelge Advocate General
was revoked, and further that he was
relieved from bis duties of supervising
the administration of military justice.
Nothing could be further from the
truth.
"He was never relieved from his

duties supervising the administration
of military justice except to take a

trip to France, which he was eager to
do, aneVthis was considerably after the
submission of the brief anel after the
reveication of the oreler appointing him
acting juelge advocate general rind
relieving me of my functions. That
order was killed before I know any-
thing about the brief. It hat) never
been published. It had boon obtained
by him from the chief of staff with¬
out consulting you ant! without your
knowledge and it was revoked by you
because it was contrary to your wishes.

Advised fe> Consult Baker
"General Ansell asked mo in a

formal written memorandum to help
ihim secure an order appointing him
acting judge advocate general in
charge of my functions. 1 didn't wish
to be relieved, but eliel not wish te> em¬
barrass you. 1 therefore replied in
writing that he coulel take the matter
up directly with the Secretary of War
in his own way. lie did not take the
matter up with the Secretary of War
at all. Ho took it up with the acting
chief of staff with the remark that I
concurred. Upon ^his showing tho
chief of staff marWcl the draft of an
order that General Ansell had pre¬
pared for suspended publication.
"By accident 1 learned of it, This

was before I had any intimation from
¡any source of the preparation of the
first brief, or any intimation that Gen-
eral Ansell had reached a conclusion as
to the desirability of an appellate
power in the judge advocate general.
I calleel your attention to the circum¬
stance anel you directed that the order
be not published,

Knew Nothing of Brief
"While it is true that General An-

sell's attempt to secure an order giv-
ing him my functions as judge advo-
cate general was concurrent with his
preparation of a brief urging a revolu-
tion in the military system, and his cir-
culation of a document of such grave
consequence among every officer in my
office without giving me the slightest
information of his efforts, it is not true
that 1 know of the brief until after
you directed the rescineling of the un-
published oreler appointing him acting
judge advocate general.

"But I doom it unnecessary to enter
this field of accusation further and
eliscuss the many issues of fact which
have been raised, as 1 am informed that
the inspector general of the' army has
been designated to conduct a thorough
investigation and make all the ascer¬
tainments eif fact that aro necessary
to elucidate the administration of mili¬
tary justice during the war period.

Commodore Bourne
Famous Yachtsman
Dies at Island Home

Was President of New York
Yacht Club Three Years; j
Endowed Choir School ;
Had Large Business!
OAKDALE, L. L, March 9.- Fredcr-

ick Gilbert Bourne, ex-commodore of
the New York Yacht Club, who was
one of the foremost yachtsmen of tho
world fifteen years ago, died to-day at
his home, Indian Neck Hall, near here.
He was sixty-eight years old and had
been in poor health for a long time.

Commodore Bourne had many busi-
ness interests in this city, but always
maintained a keen interest in his two
favorite avocations, music and yacht¬
ing. He had a large- pipo organ in¬
stalled in his home on Indian Neck

j farm. His gift of $500,000 in 1914 to
found an endowment for the choir
school of the Cathedral of St. John the
Divine was made with the whimsical
condition that he be an honorary mem¬
ber of the choir. In his youth he had
sung in the choir at Trinity Church.
He was commodore of the New York

Yacht Club from 1902 to 1905. It was
the desire of the club that he should
serve again, but at the election of offi-
cers for 1906 he declined to permit the
use of his name.
When Commodore Bourne relin¬

quished hi.^ office to Commodore Cor¬
nelius Vanderbilt, the New York Yacht
Club was said to be the greatest yacht-
ing organization in the world.
There hangs in the club a portrait

of Commodore Bourne, painted by
George R. Boynton, of this city. It is
a splendid likeness of the man who did
so much for the club.
Commodore Bourne was always at

the fore in the interest of American
yachting, and in 1900, with Vice-Com-
modore Belmont, Vice-Commodore
James Stillman and Oliver H. Payne,he formed a syndicate to' build the1 Constitution, as a competitor for the
defence of tho America's Cup, which
Sir Thoma's Lipton's Shamrock II failed
to get away from the club and Co¬
lumbia.
Commodore Bourne's steam yachtColonia was one of the finest, vessels ,in the fleet, but only one of several

yachts that its owner kept. Before he
bought the Colonia from the late Com¬
modore Clarence A. Postley he owned
the Reverie, in which he made manylong cruises.
Commodore Bourne had many finan¬

cial interests and was president of the
Singer Manufacturing Company for
nearly eighteen years, resigning in
1906 because of the pressure of other
business. Ho remained on the board of
directors. At the time of his resig¬
nation as president he had been with
the company twenty-five years, starting
