Innocence Depends on Proof

The court martial's finding as to

Captain Weisgerber's guilt or inno¬
cence of the most important one of the
fourteen counts brought against him
m»y depend on his ability to prove that;
helms found the secret of making a

synthetic gasolene by uniting nineteen
parts water with five parts chemicals.

It "8 charged that Captain Weisger¬
ber who is en engineer officer, showed
"disloyalty to the United States an'd
tntpathy with its enemies" by trying
\'o sell "to the British government a

synthetic fuel containing picric acid
which would destroy any internal com-

busion engine in which it was used. It
It also set forth that he urged the
adoption of an interchangeable stan¬
dardized pipe connection for oxygen
containers, nines and regulators, which
would be dangerous to the lives of the
operators.

It is further alleged that Weisgerber
stipulated that unless he and certai".
friends in the army were made colonels
he would not give the United States
the bcneii' of bis fuel inventions, and
¡hat he spoke disparagingly of Captain
H. D. Truman, American Army officer,
who had previously served with the
British force-.
The matter of the synthetic fuel

was the only one touched upon at
yesterday's session. The court martial
will resume hearing the case to-mor¬
row morning at 11 o'clock.

Marine Officer on
Trial to Prove His
War Air Exploits

Captain Chamberlain, War
Cross Winner, Is Called
Before Court Martial on

Charge of Falsehood

LONDON, March 24..The court mar- j
tial in the case of Captain Edmund G,
Chamberlain, of San Antonio, 'i exas.
an officer of the United States Marine
Corps, the story of whose exploits in
bringing down a number of Cernían
machines in an air battle while V1 was
on a visit to the British front last July
has been under investigation for some

time, was begun at American navy
headquarters here this morning. Cap¬
tain Chamberlain was formally charged
with "scandalous conduct tending to
the destruction of good morals and
with "falsehood."

Captain Chamberlain pleaded not

guilty to the charges and specifications
in each case.

Captain H. W. Harrison, of the navy,
'presided over the court, which was jcomposed of naval and marine officers.
The defendant officer was represented
by a civilian lawyer, D. Harper, and
assisted by Major S. Williams, of the
Marine Corps.

Was To Be Promoted
The clay was spent largely in jockey-

ing on the. admission of reports of
Chamberlain's alleged exploits and
recommendations for distinction. Don¬
ald Harper, counsel for the defence,
objected to the manner in which the
judge advocate planned to get them
into the record.

Lieutenant Commander W. A. Ed¬
wards, Vice-Admiral Sims's aid for
aviation, told of receiving; alleged of-
ricial reports of the exploits, as they
were widely published, and of prepar¬
ing a letter for Admiral Sims, rocom-
mending Chamberlain for the medal of
honor and promotion in rank. The let-
ter was forwarded to Washington. He
said the British Air Ministry began to
doubt the truth of the exploits and in¬
vestigated the matter last fall.

.Mr. Harper tried to prove by Com¬
mander Edwards that a letter had been
received at naval headquarters here
saying that Chamberlain flew with the
British squadron from June 20 to July
II! of last year, but Edwards did not
remember such a letter.

Will Call Fellow Fliers
It is understood that several mem-

bers of the 208th Royal Air Squadron
arc returning to London on Thursday,
and the defence expects to call some
of these in an attempt to prove that
Captain Chamberlain was attached to
that squadron during the time men¬
tioned by Mr. Harper to-day.
The only other witness was CaptainF.T.Evans, in command of the Pauillac

air station, who said that when the
House Naval Affairs Committee was at
Pauillac Captain H. I. Cone, at the
head of United States naval aviation
in France, instructed Captain Evans to
get Chamberiain'3 then untold story.
Captain Evans said that Chamberlain
was too reluctant to give a compre¬hensive verbal report, whereupon he
asked him to write a report. He sub¬
mitted a report virtually the same as
that which has been published. CaptainEvans gave Chamberlain high praise as
an aviator.
More than forty witnesses have been

Three transports and two armored
cruisers brought home from France
yesterday l.'í.50í* officers and men at¬
tached to nearly every unit of the
American Expeditionary Force.

LONDON, March 2-1 (By The Associ¬

ated Pressi. The prospect of averting
a railway strike was greatly improved
to-night, There are still some ¡mints
to be negotiated, but as a result of the
week-end conferences at the Board of
Trade the leaders of the men express
satisfaction over the spirit shown by
the government in seeking a tangiblesolution of the controversy.
