Durinjr the rush hour the trains were

from ten to twenty minutes late. These
delays resulted in congestlon, nnvt

Brooklyn.

lyn Bridge renched a climax at, the
rush hour. Hundreds attempted to
crowd into each car, polieemen extri-
Cating many girls and women from
serious peril.
A serious situation was averted ir.

the subway by the addition of extra
trains. Thousands turned to the sub¬
way when informed of the delays on
the surface aud elevnted lines. Thc
Brooklyn Bridge station of the subway
was choked with crowds from G to 7
o'clock.
New Vork Central trains were only a

few minutes late. but Xew Haven trains
were more than an hour overdue. Ths
storm was characterized by lailrorvd
n.en as tho severest in years in Xew
F.ngland. Snowplougha, they said, kept

trains moving. On the Pennsylvania
all trains were from thirty minutes t«
an hour late.
Queens was practically mt off from

Manhattan during the rttJrning. The
elcvated service of the Interborough
into Manhattan was completely tied up
fcr several hours, while surface cars
could make no headway against the
wind and icy rails. The T.ong Island
commuters' trains mndo showers of
sparks, but little headway,
The mishapa occasionod by the bli'/.-

zard were chiefly of persons hit by fall-
mg sij'ns nnd shattered irlnss, and,
hlinded by the storm, walking in front
of automobi les.
Between '0,000 and 12,000 men were

recruited by the snow romoval bureau
of the Department of Street Cleuning
last night to work in case the snowfall
reached three inches o,r more. The men

cigars. A men's furnishing store in
Broadway, opposite City Huil Park, dis-
gorged scores of silk shirts and tion
when a window was blown in.

Bars of milk ehocolat.es were scat-
tered over Park How when the gale
blew in the show window of Loft's
candy store, nt the juncturc of Park
How and Xassau Street. A crowd of
nearly ono hundred men rikI boys
braved flying splinlers of glass iit'id
rushed for the scattored Bwcets. Moro
thun live hundred pounds of candy had
disappeared, it was eatimated, before
Sergeant Theodore Werden, of the Oak
Stre.et station, appeared with three pa¬trolmen and established n guard over
the store.

Dr. Samuel Train Dutton, emeritus
professor of administrative pedagogy
in Teachers College, Columbia Univer¬
sity, died here to-day, aged seventy.

Dr. Dut¬
ton ivbh secretary of the N'ew York
Peace Society and a member of the
International Commission on the Bal¬
kan war in 1913.

Born in Hillsboro, N. li., Octobcr D'>,
1849, \ir. Dutton wns graduated from
Yalo in 1S7r*.. nnd later became Super¬
intendent of Schools al Norwalk, Conn.:
New Haven and Brookline, Mass. From
L900 to 1915 he was professor of school
administration al Teachers College, Ho
was the author of several books on
education. Dr. Dutton leavea a wife
and two daughters.

!>r. Samuel T. Dutton al various
times was a ociated with public and
private school and introduced many
new educational methods,

enl of th.- Horacc Mann School and a
member of the faculty of Teachers'
College, During his long career as
an educator he founded several pri¬
vate schools i'or boys.

He wns also one of the found-
ers, and honorary secretary of the
New York Japanese Society and chair¬
man of the executive committee of the
American Committee for Armenian and
Syrian Relief.
