No wonder Hank had !osf a small section of his ancient smile. The
woods he happened to be inhabiting were a mixture of thick underbrush
and swamp.under heavy rain all day.under heavy rain and heavier
shell fire all night.

The Last Stop
The last time we saw Sergeant Gowdy tame with a glimpse of pink

hair gleaming through the Rhenish fogs.
Hank was lured into Coblenz for a two day visit. This was late De¬

cember and Hank was ready to start home. "The war being over," he
said. "I'd sure ¡ike to get back in time to go south with the bunch next
March. I'm no longer a youngster and I've been out two years already.
When do we move away from here?"
