Lieutenant Colonel Huston, of the Yankees, frankly admits that sal¬
aries in the big leagues are all out of proportion. The colonel is com¬
petent to speak on this subject, for he and his partner, Jacob Ruppert,
have paid out considerable toward salaries for Yankees without having
landed within striking distance of the pennant. Neither Colonel Huston
nor Colonel Ruppert is moaning over money spent, for they are both
thorough sportsmen. But Colonel Huston makes the pftint that isome
players are overpaid, while a number equally largo are underpaid.
This naturally caused dissatisfaction among the unlucky underpaid play-

Questioned as to what basis could be used for an equitable adjust¬
ment "t' salaries, the half owner of the Yanks was a bit puzzled. Batting
and fielding averages hardly would be fair, he admitted, for the cold
figures would not give sonic of the players a square deal. A timely hitter,
on who swats in the pinch and drives in runs, for instance, is of more
value to a club than cue with a fat batting average. The only way to
arrive at an equitable conclusion as to a player's value to his club would
bo to have some sort of board of baseball sages who would pass on the
amount of salary to be paid the player. This might do and again it
