He will retain the presidency of the
Grain Corporation, a $1.0.000,000 in¬
stitution, which will continue as the
commercial agency for putting gov¬
ernment policies into effect and as the
purchasing representative of the Amer¬
ican Relief Administration.

Wilson Lauds Barnes
President Wilson said in his cable

to Mr. Partie., requesting him to be¬
come wheat director:
"Your responsibility will be directly

to myself after Mr. Hoover's retire¬
ment as chairman of the gr.v.n cor¬
poration or. July 1. The experience
which you irr., gained and the success
which you h:_\ attained .ti handling
the wheat, and cereal crops undi r t;:»'
food administration has been so gen¬
erally recognized by expressions from
the different sections of the comhiunity
that.
