from the programme, ho replied that
it was physically impossible at this
late date.
Mr». Charlea S. Guggenheimer, who

is a member of the executive com¬
mittee of the new orchestra, and one
of its principal patronesses, when asked
about tho matter, said that "when Mr.
Bodanzky made up his programme tho
committeo saw no reason why German
music should not be played, consider-
ing the fact that it had been performed
all winter by the leading orchestras."

It was out of the frying parr «into
the fire for the Republican women
yesterday at the Hotel Astor. Theyhad headed off a collision between
Senator Wadsworth and the suffragist^only to run into a last skirmish be-

j tween Speaker Sweet of the Assemblyand the women who have been cham-
pions of tho women's welfare bills.
Samuel J. Koenig, chairman of the

New York County Republican Com-mittee, came to the defence of thoSpeaker and administered a stern re¬buke to what he called "self-consti-tuted leaders who assume to speak for
j the entire womanhood of the Ptate."His remarks were based on the hap-! pening in Mrs. Vincent Astor's draw-ing room on Tuesday, when Mrs. JamesLees Laidlaw, champion of the wel-faro bills, and Mrs." Jumes GriswoldWentz, defender of the Speaker, had
some heated words over a resolutiondenouncing him.

"I havo no criticism to make ofladie3 who meet in beautiful drawingj rooms to work for the poor," said Mr.Koenig, "hut I do believe that theymight better devoto their time to theirideals than to planning reprisals ,onpublie men who in good fa'.th try todischarge their duties. Some women
seem to think that because an officialdisagrees with them he must be an-nihilated." .

Neither Mrs. Laidlaw, who featuredin the episode in the Astor home, norMrs. Norman de R. Whitehouse, whofirst denounced Spepker Sweet for hisrefusal to allow the welfare bills to
come to a vote, was present at theluncheon, but many of their friends
were.

Three tables at the luncheon were
occupied by former anti-suffragii*ts.(Mrs. John Frances Yawger, presidentof the Women's Republican Associa-tion, insists there are no suffragistsand no anti-suffragists any more.)Anyway, Miss Alice Hill Chittenden,former chairman of the New York
State Association Opposed to Woman
Suffrage, and Miss Minnio Bronson
joined in the applause, which greetedthe name of Senator Wadsworth.

Notable Objects, Ju?t Arrived
From Italy, Added to the

Tolentino Collection
Extended reference bas already beenj made in The Tribune to the admirable

Tolentino collection of Renaissance ob¬
jects the sale of which begins at the

I American Art Galleries this afternoon.
It was a large collection when it was
reviewed in these columns, but it has
since been appreciably increased. So
many pieces just arrived from Europe
have been added that the sale will be
carried through an extra session, set
for next Saturday afternoon.
More furniture is recorded in the| supplement to the catalogue, and inthis department there are also someof the most beautiful of accessories tothe embellishment of luxurious rooms.embroidered velvet cushions of six¬teenth century Florentine origin. Aquantity of cut velvet of differentperiods is also shown.
Early Italian jewelry enriches theshow, and there is a new group ofmajolica, notable souvenirs ot Gubbio,Urbino and other historic towns, butparticularly to be observed are the ad¬ditions to the sculpture. These include

a Delia Robbian tablet, a painted andgilded stone tabernacle attributed toBeneditto da Majano and a number ofRenaissance small bronzes, amongthem a Florentine mortar of the six-teenth century, a significant relic ofthe days when the obscurest utensil¡was nevertheless treated as a work'ofart.
