London Is Selected as

Temporary League Seat

Preliminary Plans Discussed at
Luncheon Given by Colonel
House to Allied Statesmen
PARIS, April 30 (By Tho Associated

Press)..Plan« for launching the
league of nations were outlined at a
luncheon which Colonel E. M. Houso
gave to-day to Sir James Eide Drum-
mond, the Secretary General of the
league; Lord Robert Cecil and others.
The plans are divided into three

main stages: First, preparatory de¬
tail», which will bo worked out at
headquarters to bo established at Lon¬
don during tho coming summer; sec¬

ond, the inaugural meeting of the
league at Washington next October
under tho presidency of President Wil¬
son; third., tho permanent establish-
ment of the league at Geneva next fall
or winter,

"The preparatory details will begin
soon after tha signing of the treaty
and will be in the hands of tho com¬
mittee of nino designated by Presi¬
dent Wilson's resolution before the
last plenary session of tho conference.
Colonel House, Lord Cecil and the
Creek Premier, Elip 1 herios Venizelos»
will be among tho members,
Leon Bourgeois probably will not be

the French member, as he does not
speak English. Most of the proceed¬
ings will be in English, and it ia ex¬

pected that only members of the com¬
mittee will be chosen who speak the
language.

Colonel Housr-, with a considerable
staff, will remain in Europe after the
conference closes, and headquarters
will be removed to London, which is
more convenient for preliminary work.
President Wilson will fix the date oí
the first meeting and ask the nations
to, name their three delegates to at¬
tend the inaugural gathering at Wash¬
ington.

World League Accepted
By British Papers ,as
'Dubious Experiment"

LONDON, April 30.---With varying
degrees of enthusiasm the British
press accepts tho league of nations as

an international instrument which is
botmd to influence woTld events. Even
those newspapers which hare been
consistently skeptical as to the value
of the covenant and highly critical of
tho policy which placas it above other
qnesiions before tho peace conference
r.avr agree that *'ths dubious experi¬
ment" must be tried out.

It is tha extremely liberal, rather
than the ultra conservative, press
which expresses most criticism. They
believe the covenant should be more

comprehensive., with "more bite," as
n'otroer President Taft expressed it.
However, a fair summary of opinion
shows that the covenant is favored by
the British. "The Star" says: "It has
grfan civilization a breathing space
during which our children may justify
ifs existence. There is no doubt that
. cher nations will bo anxious to join
tha thirty-two and ultimately Ger-
.anv, Austria and Russia must bo ad¬

mitted."

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Page Cables Views
Of Italians on Fiume

DOJ1K, April 30 (By The Asso-
-*«. ciated Press)..The American
Ambassador, Thomas Nelson Page,
had a long interview on tho situation
to-day with Premier Orlando and For¬
eign Minister S'unnino, after which
ho sent a telegraphic report to Paris
giving a full account of tho point of
viow of tho Italians and tho Italian
government.
The hope is expressed in govern¬

ment circles here that there will bo
an acknowledgment at Paris that full
powers have been given by the people
and Parliament of Italy to tho Cab¬
inet, and, therefore, to tho Italian
delegation, and also that a concilia¬
tory solution of tho Adriatic problem
may bo reached.

Greece. Italy has laid claim to these
islands, basing her sovereignty upon
rights secured following tho Turco-
Italian War in 1911 and 19113.

Balance of Power to
Exist Despite League

Britain to Continue Anglo-Jap¬
anese Alliance; France Also
Reserves New Treaties Right
WASHINGTON, April SO..The state-

ment issued by tho British delegation
in Paris that Article XXI of tho league
of nations covenant "makes it clear
that the covenant is not intended to
abrogate or weaken any other agree¬
ments," in addition to tho Monroe Doc¬
trine, which are not inconsistent with
the covenant's terms, and that "such
agreements would include special
treaties for . . . military conven¬
tions that are genuinely defensive,"
was interpreted hero to-day to mean
that England intends to perpetuate the
Anglo-Japanese alliance.
The terms of that alliance, while

protecting Japan against an attack by
any third power and securing Japan's
position in Asia and in tho Pacific,
gives England protection for her Far
Eastern possessions, including India.
The British commentary might serve

also, it was said, to give the world
notice that Great Britain would con¬
clude, whenever it should be deemed
advisable, special treaties 'of alliance
with nations other than Japan. This
bcin? also the position of Franco with
respect to alliances, tho continuation
of tho policy of alliances would inevi¬
tably, it was declared, preservo and
perpetuate the principio of the bal¬
ance of power.

Italy's Act May Hurt
Covenant in Senate

Capital Doubts Page Took Steps
to Have Manifestation Suj?-
pressed in Italian Cities
WASHINGTON, April 30..Tho ac¬

curacy of press reports stating that
Ambassador Page at Romo "had taken
steps to have the Italian authorities
suppress manifestations directed
against President Wilson" was ques¬
tioned at the State Department to-day,
it being declared that the Rome gov¬
ernment had been most punctilious in
tliis respect.

Observers hero of the Italian situa¬
tion hold that there are only three
possible solutions of tho Fiume quos-

¡tion: Renunciation by Italy, compro-
miss by which Italy would obtain
Fiume, but lose some of the territory
in Dalmatia and borne of tho islands
assigned to her by the treaty of Lon¬
don, or proclamation by Italy of the
union of Fiume with the nation.
There is no great expectation that

either the first or the second solution
will be found, although there is more
chance of a compromise than of the
giving up of Fiume by Italy.
The effect of the non-signature of

the treaty with Germany by Italy
simultaneously with the Allied and
associated governments, it was be¬
lieved, would not necessarily exclude
Italy from the league of nations; but
on this point the determination of
President Wilson was expected to be
a deciding factor. The non-signature
of Italy contemporaneously with the
making of peace might, however, have
a damaging effect upon tho American
Senate's attitude toward tho league of
nations covenant. The declaration by
Senator Lodge., who will be chairman
of tho Foreign Relations Committee in
the next Senate, in favor of Italy's
claim to Fiumu has a tendency toward
involving the issuo with the question
of the leaguo of nations when it
comes before tho Senate.

French Press Expects
Italian Envoys9 Return

¡Roman People Have Spoken;
Time for Big Three to Re¬
cede on Fiume, Say Papers
PARIS, April 80..Tho French press,

commenting on the speech of Premier
Orlando beforo tho Italian Parliament,
find» a spirit of conciliation marking
tho address.

tho big hotels taken over entirely by
tho various penco dolegatlons, such as
tho Hotel do Grillon, where the Ameri-
cans are quartered, and thsso of tho
British and Italians, probe»>b iri-i not
bo seriously affected, nevertheless the
strike will hit tho lessor delegations,
which occupy a few rooms hero and
there in the smaller hotels ^nd who
eat in tho public restaurants.
No disorder is anticipated in connec¬

tion with tho cessation of work, the
government having ordered that no

parades or demonstrations of any char¬
acter shall take place, but Paris is
keenly expectant over tho novelty of
the situation.

"Midinettes" Start Strike
As a prelude tho "midinettes" began

yesterday and continued to-day strike
demonstrations in the Ruo do la Paix
and the Place Vendôme districts, where
the great milliners' shops are located,
much to the amusement of the visitors,
notably American, who flocked to the
scene to watch the vivacious working
girls resist the gendarmes and de¬
nounce their employers.
The reasons for the calling of the

general striko for the dey were pla¬
carded to-day by the General Labor
Confederation as follows:

".May 1, 1919, I striko to demand,
first, tho eight-hour day; second, total
amnesty; third, rapid demobilization,
and, fourth, a just peace and disarma- I
ment. I strike to protest against, first,
intervention in Russia; second, in¬
come taxes on wages; third, martial
law, and fourth, the censorship."
Tho government has found a way to

escape one of the most difficult situa¬
tions which the May Day striko threat-
ened. It has demobilized the system,
dating from Monday last, on the
ground that the municipality.had voted
in favor of increased rates on the sub¬
ways, which would enable them to meet
the men's demands which caused the
January strike.

German Envoys To Be Fed
Out at Versailles the proprietor of

the Hotel des Reservoirs, where the
German delegation has its headquar¬
ters, hopes his official guests will not
go hungry or unattended. He says his
help, appreciating the delicacy of tho
situation, is indicating a willingness
to work. Unless demonstrators inter¬
fere, therefore, meals will be served at
this hostelry as usual.
At tho Hotel do Grillon the Ameri¬

cans approached the situation tactfullywith the hotel staff by asking pleas¬antly:
"Are you people going to tako the

day off to-morrow?"
The employes considered for awhile

and, remarking that they had nothingelse to do, thought they would work,probably having in mind the generousdays of tips from the delegation at¬
tachés and others who oat there.

Berlin to Celebrate
May Day by Stopping

All Kinds of Labor
BERLIN, Monday, April 28 (By Tho

Associated Press)..Not content with
just having survived three consecutive
Easter holidays, with three more holi¬
days to come at the end of May, tho,workers of Berlin and Germany geni-3
orally will rest from their excessive
labor on May 1, tho latest and new¬
est Socialist holiday in this country.

All transportation will bo suspended
on the Berlin street cars, the suburban
trains and subways. Long distance
train service will bo limited to food
and milk trains. Not oven coal ship¬
ments will move.
Almost tho only workers on May

Day will be the postmen and post-
women, who will cany out tho Sunday
schedule of deliveries, and the tele-
phone operators, who will continuo to |inflict their exasperating service on
tho public, which, though of the long-
suffering kind, has been protesting in
increasing measure the past month.
The theatres will be closed, and

even the restaurants will shut down
unless tho swelling protest of the
thousands who depend upon public
eating places is heeded. It is proposed
that such restaurant employes as can
cook, servo food and clean dishes shall
work at least part of tho day in res-
taurants where food, rather than
drink forms tho major portion of the
business.

Italy's Stand
Will Not Delay
Treaty Signing

will restrain him from taking steps
which will fully restore the Italian
delegation to its former aprceable
status in the conference.

Withheld Wilson Statement
In the meantime the work of the

conference is proceeding uninterrupt¬
edly toward the signing of the peace
troaty. The situation was summed up
in the remark of one official, who i-aid
it was inconceivable that the peace
of tho whole world should bo pre¬
vented by one nation over one city.

It became known to-day that the
memorandum written by President
Wilson and made public yesterday by
Premier Orlando was given to the Pre¬
mier on April 14, with the privilege of
immediate publication. The Premier,
however, withheld making it public
until his speech.
Newspaper reports crediting Sah

vatoro Barzilai, a member of the
Italian peace delegation, who left
Paris with Premier Orlando, with say¬
ing that he did not intend to leturn
to Paris, are denied in a statement
issued from the Italian delegation
here. The statement reads:
"We are authorized to declare that

the report stating that Mr. Barzilai
had told a member of tho 'TribunaV
staff that he would not return to
Paris is absolutely groundless. Tho
understanding is perfect between Mr.
Barzilai and his colleagues of the
delegation and, like them, he will
adopt tho course upon which the par¬
liament decides."

France Pledges Friendship
Tho continued friendship of France

for Italy was expressed by President
Poincare in a message to-day to the
Italian people, sent through the As¬
sociation of France and Italy. The
^-message said:

"Italy and France, as closely as in
war, will remain united in peace;
nothing will separato them. A break
in their friendship would be a

catastrophe for Latin civilisation and
for humanity. Franco remains faith¬
ful to its engagements, its sympathies
and its traditions."

German Cabinet
Fearful War Bill
Will Upset Nation

BERLIN, April 30 (By The Associated
Press)..Strong currents of opinion in¬
side tho Cabinet permit of the asser¬

tion that the imnistry of Chancellor
Scheidemann is fervently hoping to
obtain a peace settlement at Versailles
sufficiently tolerable to win the Na¬
tional Assembly's ratification and thus
obviate the danger of further internal
ruptures, which it is believed would bo
bound to result from a plebiscite.
Tho government's pronunciamentos

in the past months have persistently
underscored tho nation's need for food
and peace. The food situation is slow¬
ly being ameliorated, and the govern¬
ment's chief remaining sorrow is its
preliminary settlement with former
foes.
Scheidemann's party colleagues and

the democratic elements in the present
administration seem quito conscious
that tho peace to bo offered them will
hardly be tempered with mercy, yot
they are pinning their faith on Presi¬
dent Wilson's influence with the En¬
tente leaders to tho extent of hoping
for terms which, will not compel the
German delegates to head their train
for Berlin immediately after tho de¬
livery of the peaco treaty.
There are no illusions obtaining in

any charters.political, financial or in¬
dustrial.that tho bill will not bo a
long and heavy one. Speculation in
Berlin to-day concerned itself with the
question whether the Entente will per¬mit differences on various items to bo
checked off and discussed.
The announcement of tho abolition of

the blacklist against Germany is re¬
ceived an an added indication that the
Entente apes not purpose to be brusquo
to the German delegates at Versailles.
This feature of the enemy's blockade
has been an especial source of German
impatience since tho armistice.The Berlin editorial comment on the
departure of the peaco delegates is
non-commital. Tho man in tho Btreet
also appears to be assuming an atti¬
tude of watchful waiting.
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Orlando Given
Ringing Vote
Of Confidence

Italian Chamber, 382 to 40,
Upholds Stand on Fiume
and Senate Declares Its
Faith in His Policies

Socialists Alone Object

Premier Declares Nation
Hopes to Maintain Its
Alliance With Powers

ROME, April 80 (By The Associated
Press),.The excitement throughout
Italy has abated after the vote in the
Chamber of Deputies yesterday, ex¬

pressing confidence in Premier Orlando
and the government. Everybody Is
awaiting the effect the vote will have
on the attitude of President Wilson
and the Allied powers, and the hope is
generally expressed that the peace
conference will see the necessity of
satisfying the Italian claims, thus
avoiding a complete rupture, which, it
is pointed out in certain quarters,
might lead to graver consequences.
The "Popólo Romano" sums up this

idea, saying: "The world is now con¬
fronted with the following dilemma:
Either the five great powers must
agree on the Italian question or Italy
will be obliged to act independently of
tho others."
The Italian newspapers are less vehe¬

ment in their attacks on President
Wilson, though tho "Messaggero" sar¬
castically refers to him as "Professor
Wilson," while the "Tempo" speaks of
"President Wilson's obstinate sav¬

agery."
Tho Premier laid before Parliament

the details of his demands for Fiume
and tho Dalmatian coast district to
which Italy has laid claim. He began
by saying that the international situa¬
tion was grave at present, adding that
it was "very grave" for Italy. He said
that it was the duty of Italy to pre¬
serve an attitude of "calm and seren¬
ity" at the present moment.

Outlines Wilson View
An outline of the exchanges between

himself and President Wilson was given
by iSignor Orlando, who made it clear
that tho President's action in making
public his statement as to Italy's claim
to Fiume had mado it impossible to
either accept or reject any proposals
that might be made. He said he be¬
lieved it his duty to como at once be¬
fore the Parliament to receive author¬
ity in carrying forward his work at the
conference. Up until April 14, when hé
received from President Wilson the
American viewpoint on Fiume, he said
he thought an agreement was probable.

In the course of his address the
Premier spoke of the attitude taken
at Paris by the British and French
governments, which he said had been
loyal to promises made in the treaty
of London, which was framed in 191Ô.
He admitted, however, that both France
and Great Britain do not stand with
Italy in her demands for the annexa¬
tion of Fiume.

Might Have Agreed
He added that they might have

agreed, in principle, to the creation of
Fiume as an independent state. In
discussing the American memorandum,
which was handed to him on April 14,
and which was distributed among the
members of Parliament to-day by the
Premier, Signor Orlando said:
"Inasmuch as this memorandum

denied Italy's rights over the Dalma¬
tian Islands, accorded only incomplete
liberty to Fiume, and even went so
far as to break up the unity of Istria,
I told Mr. Wilson it was absolutelyimpossible for me to agree to peace
on the conditions indicated. I added
that, under such conditions, the Italian
delegation felt It could not continuo to
participate in the conference with anybenefit for others or dignity for Italy,but said I would communicate with
representatives of tho Allied powerswith which Italy was bound by special
agreements.

Says Wilson Showed Regret
"President Wilson showed great re¬

gret for such a hypothesis, adding hewould do everything possible to pro-vent it. He said he thought it oppor¬tune and useful that France and Eng¬land should undertake to find n moansof conciliation, while ho would have
tho question rcëxaminod by his experts
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to sec if further concessions could be
made to Italian aspirations.
"The Italian delegation did not main¬

tain an obstinate attitude, but co¬

operated during the following days in
efforts to find a way to conciliation.
It was anxious not to delay peaco and
to avoid compromising the union of the
Allied peoples, even by a rere appear¬
ance of disagreement. It was continu¬
ing patiently to seek a means of con¬
ciliation and was discussing the sub¬
ject with the British Premier when
the presidential message appeared.

Realized Its Gravity
"This new fact seemed to the Italian

delegation of enormous gravity, as it
made public a dissension which until
then, although deep, was confined in¬
side the conference. Besides making
statements addressed to the sentiment
and will of peoples in general, and,
therefore, to the Italian people, the
full authority and prestige of the
Italian delegates was doubted just in
the grave and decisive hour when it
was most needed."
Addressing himself to the attitude

of Italy at the peace conference and
the justice of her demands, the Pre¬
mier continued:

"Italy did not measure her sacrifices
by the letter of her treaty with the
Allied powers and did not ask for help
when she had to withstand the shock
of the Austrian army, as she might
have done under the treaty. Therein
she only did her duty as the Allies
have done, but that fact transformed
friendship into blood fellowship, and
it was in that sense that Italy ap¬
pealed to the Allied peoples and gov¬
ernments.

No Final Thesis
"The question of Fiume was not

first brought forward by Italy, but by
a thrilling act of spontaneous will
which began with the declaration of
Fiume's representative in the Hungari¬
an Parliament, and which was subse-
quently confirmed when Fiume pro¬
claimed herself an Italian town. Can
our great nation remain inert and un¬
moved by the vehement and despairing
appeal of this people whose blood is of
our blood? No! Italy does not need
to put forward a formal thesis in sup¬
port of her demands, feeling sure thatt
violence will not be done to the will or
this Italian town."
Premier Orlando reiterated that the

Treaty of London did not prevent the
Allies from considering the Fiume
question from the Italian view, and
that, moreover, the Allies had ad¬
mitted they were in no wise bound re¬

garding Fiume, since they considered
themselves capable of agreeing to the
freedom of the city.

Wants Alliance to Stand
"It is our desire and firm resolve,"

¡he said, "that the alliance shall not be
broken up. We wish to remain loyal
to it for the sake of the solemn pledge
which binds our word of honor, but
still more for the holiness of blood
shed in a common cause."
After paying tribute to all the Al¬

lied soldiers the Premier continued:
"The Allies of yesterday must bo

the Allies of to-day, and all their
peoples, above all, the American
people, who sacrificed themselves for
the victory of an ideal, must remain
at the helm together in the tie of loyal
friendship."
Tho scene in the Chamber of Depu¬

ties as tho Premier delivered his ad¬
dress to a crowded house was a nota-
ble one. Cheers greeted the arrival
in the chamber of the Premier and of
Foreign Minister Sonnino, and these
were repeated as telegrams were read
from Fiume, Zara, Sebenico, Spalato
and the iäland of Brazzu, demanding
their annexation by Italy.
The Prime Minister, paled with emo¬

tion, received an ovation which lasted
several minutes, while the result of
the vote on the motion of Deputy Luz-
zatti was hailed with a deafening:
storm of cheers.

German Bishops Ousted
French Prelates Assigned to

Strasbourg and Metz
PARIS, April 26..Official announce¬

ment was made yesterday of the nomi¬
nation by President Poincarê, of Mon-
signor Ruch, Bishop of Nancy, to be
Bishop of Strasbourg, and Monsignor
Peltier, Vicar General of Nancy, to be
Bishop of Mct3, succeeding two Ger¬
man bishops. The nominations were
made on recommendation from Pre¬
mier Clemenceau.

This is the first time since the sep¬
aration of tho church and state in
France that church nominations have
appeared in the official records. The
action arises from the fact that, while
relations between France and the Vat¬
ican aro still broken off, the German
concordat with Rome still applies to
Alsace and Lorraine.
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Germans Bring
Hint of Regret
To Versailles

"Words Fail Me," Says Sec¬
retary of von Rentzau
After Passing Through
Ravaged Fields of France

Prefect Receives Envoys
First Session of Congress
To Be Occupied by Exam¬
ination of Credentials

VERSAILLES, April SO...When the
German delegation to tho peace con¬
gres», headed by Count -won Brock-
dorff-Rantzau, reached Versailles it
was received in the name o fthe French
government by M. Chalière, Prefect oí
the Department of Seine-et-Oise, to
whom the count expressed thanks on
behalf of the delegation. The count'.1?
secretary, Herr Rudiger, subsequently
remarked to the newspaper men pres¬
ent:
"Words fail me to describe my feel¬

ings as I crossed your devastated re-
gions. I hope the peace which we are
about to sign will give satisfaction to
all the nations which participated in
the war."
The German plenopotentiaries were

greeted by cold, raw weather, with oc¬
casional squalls, on the first day of
their sojourn here. Wearied from
their journey, the chief figurés of the
delegation slent late, not appearing
during the forenoon. The lesser func-
tionaries, however, heavily clothed
against the storm, strolled through the
sodden grounds of the park or along
the streets.

No Censorship on Germans
The fifteen German newspaper men

who accompanied the German repre¬
sentatives are Paul Block, Friedrich
Stempfer, August Abel, Rolf Brandt,
Prosper Mollendorf and Drs. Redlich,
Muehlins, Kaufmann, Guttmann, Goid-
mann, Hirth, Loughringer, Baumann,
Werthcimer and Fleck.
No censorship will bo Imposed upon

the newspaper men's dispatches to
Germany, but they will not be allowed
to communicate with the Allied diplo¬
mats er newspaper men. Their status
is tue same as that of the German
delegates, and they will be accorded the
same treatment.
Director FTeinekcn, of the North

German Lloyd Line, was among the
passengers in the second train of Ger¬
man representatives. Herr Heineken
missed the special automobiles re-
served for the higher dignitaries and
was compelled to travel the five miles
to Versailles in an auto 'bas with the
minor representatives.

Guests Watchful of Baggage
Many of the German representativescarried their personal baggage, fromwhich apparently they were anxious

not to be separated.The first train of the two bringingthe Germans carried forty-six persons.The train with the others arrived ahalf hour later. There was no speech-making upon the arrival of the secondparty.
By 10:30 o'clock the last of the Ger¬

mans had been seen safely to theirrespective hotels. The proceeding wasentirely without incident and was wit¬nessed by comparatively few personsaside from the newspaper men at Vau¬
cresson and Versailles.
When the first train pulled intoVaucrasson a half hour late M. Chaliereand Baron von Lersner, followed bynewspaper men, approached the car oc¬cupied by Foreign Minister von

Brockdorft'-Rantzau. Baron von Lersner
entered the car and reported to the
Foreign Minister, who then steppedout. The head of the German delega¬tion was received with a brief and
formal speech of greeting, the text of
which had been carefully studied bythe Foreign Ministry in order îo giveit the exact tone suitable for the oc¬
casion.

a statement to-night urging ratiñes*-tion of the league of nations covenantin its present revised form on the
ground that further amendment By tbeUnited States Senate would iDoenttftelypostpone peace. The statameat was
signed by William Howard Taft, presi¬dent of the organization; A. Lawrence
Lowell, president of Harvard; Hamilton
Holt, Judge William H, Wadhartrs, WlTi-
iam H. Short, Charles H. Strong andGlenn Frank.
"The covenant for a league of na¬

tions," says the statement, "in theamended form adopted by the Paris
peace conference .should satisfy allexcept those who oppose any leaguewhatever.

It is now a thoroughly American instrument.thoroughly American andthoroughly non-partisan. Recentamendments included the mont impor-tant changes proposed by the leadersj of the Republican party."The covenant asks the Americanj people to surrender neither their¡honor nor their independence nor thei^dominant position in the New World,It involves no obligations that we
'

should not be ready to assume to lessenthe danger of future wars.
'"Opponents must now show tfteir ]true colors. The old argument, 'We

are for a league, but not the league,'will no longer serve. The issus uo«is: 'The league or none.'"
