Speedy construction on a large scale,
along the lines which provided homes
lur thousands of war workera, was sug-
gested a? ;i means of meeting the hous-
ing crisis, al yesterday's session of the
joint legislattve committee investigat-
mg the ice and housing situations.
The government'a home making

plans, which made attractive towns out
of deserted tracts, were outlined in
detail by James A. Fisher, assistant
manager of transportation and housing
with the Emergency Fleet Corporation,
BTid Otto M. Eidlitz, director of the
housing and transportation depart-
ments of the Department of Labor.
Max Morganthau, jr.. Judges Aaron

J. Levy and Bcnjamin Hoffman, of the
Municipal Court; Calvin Van Name,
Presideni of the Borough of Richmond,
(ind Andrew .(. O'Neil, now with the
United States Railroad Administration,
were among those who offered sugges-
tions.

Mr, Fisher, who visited most of the
cities engaged in war work, ai-

raneing housing and transportation
facil s for the workers, said build-
ings could be constructed reasonably
and quickly in Queens, iBrooklyn and
The Bronx on the plans of tho so-
v-aiied Elmwood Avenue project which
gava housing lo shipyard workers and
their families in Philadelphia.

Six Rooms for 53,800
The project, he said, provides for

the erection of one-family brick houses.
rooms and bath, 16 feet by 100,

costing on an average of $3,000 each.
With the cosl of $800 for the lot, he
Said, these should bring the landlord
a rental of $,",7.50 monthly, and could
be built in three months.
W n. n Senator Lockwood, chairman

of the committee, said that it was
concerned chiefly in supplying housing
for persons who could afford only $30
a month, Mr. Fisher replied that a

larger number of persons than gener-
ally believed can pay from $35 to
$37.50 a month for adequate housing.

Trial End Debate
To Curb Testimony

MT. CLEMONS, Mich., May 23.."I

put those words into the mouth of
Henry Ford. 1 got them from Jane
Addams."
That is what ^Villiam Lucking, coun¬

sel for the plaintiff, says the deposi-
tion of Edw'ard Marshall, well-known
writer, will show in explanation of
Henry Ford's quotation: "Every sol-
dier should have the word murderer
embroidered on hia breast." This
statement by Mr. Lucking was made
to-day in his argument before Judge
James G. Tucker as to what testimony
shall or shall not be introduced before
the jury in Ford's libel suit against
"The Chicago Tribune."

This was the fourth and last day of
arguing between the attorneys, with
the jury excused. A suspicion was
created during the morning hours that
Judge Tucker had alreadv decided what
his ruling would be, when he addressed
the small army of attorneys for the
first time. during the argument and
said he hoped they would be ablo to
finish their arguments to-day. Tues-
day he had announced they might take
all the time they desired.
