After being inactive on account of
the war for the last t^p years, the
Yacht Racing Association of Gravesend
Bay held a regatta, under the auspices
of the Atlantic Yacht Club yesterday.

During 191>7 there never were
more than three yachts at the starting
line. Yesterday n« less than eighteen
craft, divided into three cla: ses, came
to the starting line off Sea Gate.
Unfortunately, the light north-north¬

west breeze, which brought the craft
to the starting line, petered out soon
after the starting gun for the final
class was sounded. The race then
dwindled into a drifting contest. To
make matters harder for the Corinth¬
ians, the regatta committee, made upof Samuel L. Finlay, chairman; Lieu¬
tenant John R. Brophy and C. A. Kel-
ley, Crescent Athletic Club, picked a
course that gave all hands a stiff beat
from the starting line to a mark off
Fort Hamilton. The leg also was
against a head wind.

Naturally, the beat against wind and
tide in the light airs was responsible
for a loner race." To make matters more
difficult for the regatta committee, few
of the yachtsmen thought it necessary
to enter their craft. In the last two
years many of the boats have changed
owners, and as they appeared without
either class letter or number on their
sails the committee had a grand old
time trying to recognize the yachts.

secure the cooperation of your unionin getting Iceland independent repre¬sentation at the next Olympic games."We were in communication on the
matter a f<nv years ago with the lateJames E. Sullivun, but owing to the

To Aqueduct

Historic Brooklyn Handicap
to Open Summer Meet at
PopularCourseTo-morrow
The Brooklyn Handicap, which will

be run to-morrow as the feature race jof the opening day of the Queens Coun¬
ty Jockey Olub's summer meeting at
Aqueduct, is one of the classics of
the turf, and no event in the history
of American racing has furnished morethrilling finishes, beginning with theinitial running of the stake in 1887,when Dry Monopole, Blue Wing andHidalgo finished heads apart in thoorder named.
There was a great throng at the

course at Kings Highway on that oc¬casion, but it is safe to predict that to-morrow's outpouring of enthusiasts, ifthe weather is kind, will far surpassthat which cheered the superb strugglethirty-two years ago.It is a pity that the Aqueduct course,excellent as it is in equipment, doesnot permit of the running of big fieldsat more than a mile and an eighth,The Brooklyn would be a much moresatisfactory test of the merits of thehorses engaged if the distance were
a furlong further, as in the days atGravesend. Every good horse in train-1ing, with the possible exception of SirBarton, which is an ineligible, is amongthe candidates, and it should bringabout a stirring contest.
Many good horses have won it,among them The Bard, conqueror ofHanover, which he vanquished atequal weights over a muddy track; thedemon Exile, the swaybacked Tenny,one of the freaks of the turf, whichwould have been a leviathan had henot been born at the same period asSalvator and Longstreei, and Sir Wal- jter, a very game and consistent racehorse.
Also Ornament, a bad-tempered butfleet son of the English sire Order,who served to introduce Tod Sloan'sjockeyship at its very best; Banastar,the uncertain, but with the speed ofthe wind, having Danny Maher in thesaddle; Kinley Mack, rated by manyas the best horse in a year when there

were many stars; Irish Lad, as great
as any of them and game to the core,
as witness his Brighton Handicap in
1904, when he ran Broomstick to ahead and finished on three legs, after
having had the additional honor of
-vinning the pri^e as a three-year-old.The aged Kin^ James, the lion heart¬
ed; Fitz Herbert, tho aristocrat; the
giant Whiskbroom, the game and fasti'
Friar Rock, which had the distinction
of winning the race with more weight
up than any other three-year-old; goodold Borrow, and the reliable Cudgel,winner in 1918.

In 7-Mile Handicap
Distance runners of the Finnish-

mark of 6 minutes, had blazed the tin.il
for the big field the first si:< miles.
Beginning the final mile, Rosen held
a seventy-yard advantage as he passedthe clubhouse of the Cygnet organiza-tion. However, Prim forced Rosen to
a faster pace and in the last- half mile
overtook and passed Rosen. The Finn !

proved the stronger in the final sprint
and won by thirty yards.
William Hillman, another Finn mem-

ber, captured third place, a short dis-
tance in front of James Rolla, a limit ¡handicap runner. The Finns took the
team honors with 28 points, with the
Mohawk A. C. second, with 9 points,Hans Schuster, now running unat-
tached, was the fast time winner. He
covered the distance from scratch in
48 minutes 17 seconds.
