States holdingas in the District have
increased to such an extent in ths past
ten years that probably not more than
40 per c¢ent of the property kere now
is privately owned and subject to taxa-
tion.

This eclaim wes advanced by mem-
bars of the Association of (ldest In-
habltants of the District in refutation
of an impression which is said to exist
in Congress that the government's
property interests in Washington are |
decreasing, thereby hastening the day
when there will be no egnitable reason |
for langer maintalning the half-and-
half act.

Matthew Trimble, former nsszessor
of the District, attributed to Speaker
of the Iouse Gillett a statement to
the effect that the government’s hpld- |
ings hieére are being reduced. He said

Lieutenant Sir Arthur W. Brown, K.
| B. E., who navigated the Vickers-Vimy

| bomber in the first suceessful flight |

across the ocean, is the third American

| vitizen to receive a title at the hands |

| of the King of England.

| The title of Knight of the Order of
| the British Empire was bestowed upon
| Brown, and his pilot, Captain John Al
| cock, by King George at the special
I'dinner held in London to present the
| successful airmen with the prize of
$50,000 offered for the flight by “The
London Daily Mail."

The question of Brown's right to be
addressed as “Sir Arthur” reises an in-
teresting question of nationality.
though Brown first saw the light of
day in Glasgow, Scotland, he was born
of American paremts, and under the
lnw of this country is an American
citizen.

At the outbreak of the war he joined
the Royal Flying Corps of England,
which later became the Roval Air
Force. 1In doing su he swore allegiance
to King George. and thereby technical-
ly became a British subject. Despite
this, however, he did not go through
the legal formalities of declaration,
registration and swearing that are
necessary to establish absolute citizen-
ship in the British Empire, and under
the laws of this country is net permit-
ted to nssume his newly bestowed title,

During the war King George he-
stowed knighthood upon two American
admirals. They were Rear Admiral
Hugh Rodman and Rear Admiral Jo-
seph Strauss. The former was made a
Knight Commander of the Order of the
Bath, and the latter a Hnight Com-
mander of the Order of 3t. Michael and
St, George.
